THE ROLE OF THE SPECIAL SURVEY COMMITTEE
IN THE POST-WAR RECONSTRUCTION OF JAPAN

The article explores the institutional and conceptual experience of
the initial period of Japan’s post-war economic reconstruction. The pre-
requisites, institutional mechanisms, and performance results of the
Special Survey Committee (SSC) of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ja-
pan are comprehensively analyzed; its impact on the post-war recon-
struction and the phenomenally successful modernization of the Japa-
nese economy in the context of Ukraine’s post-war reconstruction tasks
is assessed. For this purpose, the abstract-logical, empirical-historical,
interdisciplinary methods are used, and the tools of political economy
and modernization theory are applied. It is concluded that the SSC has
become the intellectual, personnel and program «assembly point» for
the entire further process of Japan’s national reconstruction. Thus, the
SSC provided the Japanese government with a systemic vision of the
country's place in the postwar world, in the latter’s economic and finan-
cial system as well as of national landmarks, priorities, and postwar re-
construction mechanisms. Despite the powerful influence of military-
security and geopolitical factors, it took a very high level of mobilization,
patriotism, and social responsibility of the Japanese national elite to
convince the Allied Powers of the need to make heavy industrialization
based on advanced technologies the basis of Japan's postwar recovery.
The SSC'’s experience testifies that in every successful case of national
post-war reconstruction, one should find and define the key conceptual
and institutional initiative that launched the recovery process — not nec-
essarily materially, but at least in conceptual and political-volitional
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terms, as every large-scale and successful (re)construction begins with
the development and approval of the relevant project. The author con-
cludes that the SSC'’s strategic report on the basic problems of Japan's
economic reconstruction is a relevant framework model, according to
which a strategy of national economic reconstruction, in particular post-
war recovery of Ukraine’s economy, may be developed, certainly, taking
into account national and local characteristics.

INTEGRATION IN THE SYSTEM OF PROTECTION OF THE
WESTERN EUROPEAN COUNTRIES NATIONAL ECONOMIC
INTERESTS IN THE POST-WAR PERIOD

The protracted war intensifies Ukraine’s political, financial, and
economic dependence on partner countries, which determines the
importance of protecting national interests and strengthening this
country’s own competitive advantages. At the same time, further in-
tegration of the country into the global economic space means a vic-
tory, a national security, and a successful post-war recovery guaran-
tee. This determines the importance of the historical assessment of
the integration processes’ role in national economic development.
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The purpose of the study is to summarize the results of the Eu-
ropean integration impact on the post-war economic reconstruction
of the Western European countries in terms of overcoming the re-
gion's financial and economic dependence on foreign aid and pro-
tecting national interests. Concepts of international economic integra-
tion are the theoretical basis of the research. The research method-
ology is based on the problem-logical, historical-genetic, compara-
tive, and statistical analysis.

The research determines that the formation of regional Europe-
an associations and the involvement of Western European countries
in the integration processes, which was carried out through the trade
barriers reduction, the multilateral agreements, and the assistance
regime agreements, was caused by a number of conditions and fac-
tors, including harmful post-war social and economic consequences,
the destabilization of American-European trade and the dollar deficit,
powerful foreign aid within the framework of the Marshall Plan, which
contributed to the restoration of the industrial and commercial poten-
tial of countries, and the joint policy of the US and Western European
countries regarding security, peace, and prosperity. It has been
proven that in the post-war reconstruction terms, trade and economic
integration became a determinant of the activation of intra-European
trade, the formation of a single European market, the strengthening
of export technology, which helped to overcome the financial and
economic dependence of the region on the USA and the realization
of the national competitive advantages of the Western European
countries in international trade. The integration processes were an
induced, but objective response of the Western European govern-
ments to post-war threats and risks. Although integration involved
some limitations of countries in terms of legal regulation and the joint
implementation of trade, monetary, and financial policies, it led to the
formation of a system of supranational economic management based
on democratization, harmonization, and consolidation, and contribut-
ed to the realization of national interests in terms of political security
and economic growth.

FOREIGN EXPERIENCE OF POST-WAR RURAL
TERRITORY AND AGRICULTURAL RECOVERY FOR
UKRAINE'S RECONSTRUCTION

The subject of the study is the foreign experience of rebuilding
the agricultural sector of the economy by European countries, which
was devastated during the Second World War. The purpose of the
article is the historical and economic characterization of the process
of the revival of European agriculture in the post-war period to de-
termine the possibilities of extrapolation of this experience in the res-
toration of rural areas and agricultural production of Ukraine at the
current stage. The research results in an analysis of key agrarian re-
forms, an exploration of the unique aspects of the economic policies
of European governments in rejuvenating the agricultural sector, and
a justification for the potential utilization of this foreign experience in
modern Ukraine.
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The article presents a positive historical experience of success-
ful practices and government measures in post-war agricultural re-
covery and rural community development, substantiating the rele-
vance and possibilities of its implementation in Ukraine. It has been
demonstrated that pivotal agrarian reforms laid the foundation for the
establishment of an effective and productive farming industry, con-
tributed to the overall market reorientation of agriculture, and facili-
tated its modernization through the adoption of mechanized equip-
ment and advanced agricultural production methods. Borrowing and
implementing contemporary local ecological, energy-efficient, social,
and educational public initiatives holds promise for the development
of rural areas in Ukraine and can be achieved through the synergy of
international and domestic non-governmental organizations and local
government. The Italian experience in equalizing regional disparities
in economic development to achieve national integrity and unity is
beneficial for Ukraine. Leveraging foreign experience while consider-
ing national traditions will strengthen food security, increase agricul-
tural productivity, promote agricultural entrepreneurship, and support
the sustainable development of Ukraine's rural areas.

THE EXPERIENCE OF POST-WAR ECONOMIC
RECOVERY OF THE COUNTRIES OF THE BALKAN REGION:
FINANCIAL AND STRUCTURAL FEATURES

The experience of the post-war reconstruction of the Western
Balkans is relevant for Ukraine, in particular, both with regard to the
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structural features of the transformation of their economies, and with
regard to the diversification of financial support instruments. In order
to define the possibilities of approving the experience of the post-war
reconstruction of the countries of the Balkan region in Ukraine, the
main losses and consequences of military actions for the economies
of these countries have been characterized. As a result of the con-
ducted research, the essence of approaches to interpretation of the
meaning of the concept of «post-war recovery» was revealed, and its
priorities, criteria and means of achievement were substantiated.
Based on the analysis of experience of the post-war reconstruction in
these countries, a number of institutional changes that were imple-
mented to strengthen the economic integration of the Balkan coun-
tries with the EU member states are highlighted, and the possibilities
of diversifying the financial resources of international aid through
program and grant support tools are characterized.

Analysis of the economic losses of Bosnia and Herzegovina,
Croatia and Serbia caused by the war made it possible to determine
the traditional economic activities that constitute the economic spe-
cialization of these countries. The article summarizes the main direc-
tions of the use and distribution of donor funds and grant support
funds, as well as analyzes the strategic documents developed by the
authorities of these countries and international institutions to achieve
post-war stabilization. Based on analysis of the sectoral structure of
the GDP in the Balkan countries, and the peculiarities of their com-
petitive positions in the European economic space, conclusions are
formulated about the specifics of the dynamics of the post-war struc-
tural restructuring of their economies.

The experience of the post-war recovery of the economies of
the Balkan countries proves that the success of the post-war recon-
struction is the result of a purposeful policy of structural reforms and
consistent regulatory measures of the state to achieve the defined
goals and priorities of the reconstruction. Therefore, in the conditions
of war and after its end, Ukraine should take into account the experi-
ence of the countries of the Western Balkans in order to speed up
this process and avoid mistakes.

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THE AUSTRIAN SCHOOL AS A FIELD OF STUDY
IN ECONOMICS - TRUTHS AND MYTHS

The article is concerned with studying of the Austrian school of
economics, comparison of approaches of different representatives of
the school to the analysis of basic economic phenomena and pro-
cesses, and determining differences between scientists' views and
their research methods. The importance of the ideas of Austrian
economists for modern economic theory in the context of interaction
between the state and the market is emphasized. The purpose of the
article is to study the theoretical concepts of the Austrian school in
the context of the search for new theoretical approaches to solve
modern economic problems. The methods of comparative studies
and the problem-personified approach to the study of the history of
economic ideas are used. A comparison of the main ideas of the rep-
resentatives of the Austrian school is carried out in historical and log-
ical sequence. The results of the study give a description of the main
theses of Carl Menger, Friedrich von Hayek, Ludwig von Mises and
their scientific followers. The nature of prices and subjective valua-
tion as well as price stabilization policy are revealed in the paper ac-
cording to Austrian tradition. Attention is paid to the subjective ap-
proach, namely subjective information and costs. It is emphasized
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that entrepreneurship is a major force and the Austrian believe that
an entrepreneur's profit comes from the assumption of simple identi-
fication of risk with error. Today, it is the Austrian approach that is of
particular relevance, in accordance with which it is impossible to sci-
entifically know what will happen tomorrow, since it depends mainly
on knowledge and information that has not yet been created in the
business process. The results of research are important for under-
standing the need to revive the interest in this strand of economics,
which for decades had been treated marginally in textbooks of eco-
nomic thought. Austrian theoretical approaches should be used to
analyze the processes of modern economic development and solve
complex multifaceted economic problems.

Introduction. Disproportionate development of countries and
regions and changes in the world economy, which took place under
the influence of the information and technological revolution, led to
new challenges, the answer to which is becoming increasingly diffi-
cult within the prevailing economic paradigm, the priority of which is
economic growth. The study of the importance of extra-economic
factors for the development, socialization of the economy and the
problem of social justice has not been given enough attention by
economic theory for a long time. Today, the concept of a human-
centered economy, building a socially oriented state, ensuring eco-
nomic welfare, etc., is becoming more and more relevant. The study
of the functions and role of the individual in the economy under the
influence of the transformation of technological methods of produc-
tion and socio-economic relations is becoming increasingly important
for progressive development. That is why we consider it appropriate
to turn to the origins of the subjective approach, the psychological-
economic principle of marginal utility, methodological individualism,
the priority of consumption, the psychologization of economic re-
search, which are revealed in the works of representatives of the
Austrian school of economic theory. This paper aims to study the
theoretical concepts of the Austrian school in the context of the
search for new theoretical approaches to solve modern economic
problems.
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Literature Review. Researches of the theories of the Austrian
school are presented in the works of Banach W. [2; 3], Callahan G.
[8], Kostro K. [14]. Studies of the ideas of Austrian economists are
presented in the works of modern Polish scientists such as Meg-
ger D. [16], Wysocki, I. [25] and others. It should be noted the scien-
tific works of the Ukrainian researcher Nesterenko O. [21; 22], that
are devoted to research of the methodology of the Austrian school,
the theory of entrepreneurship, social justice, spontaneous order,
etc. of Austrian economists. The scientific analysis of economic theo-
ries, in particular of Austrian neoliberalism, is carried out in the works
of Blaug M. [5; 6], Bochenek M. [7], Colander D.C. and Landreth H.,
[9], Ratajczak M. [23] and others.

Despite this, the output of the Austrian school is neglected by
most Polish scholars. This seems to be a great loss because of in-
creasing attractiveness of the ideas of the Austrian school and ap-
proaches to solving modern economic problems.

Results. The term «Austrian school» functions in economics as
a conventional concept that is intended to define a certain way of
looking at economics, the economy and the state. The term «Austri-
an school» itself comes from the fact that its first representatives who
practiced a specific and specific way of thinking about economics
were Austrians. Currently, saying that an economist is «Austrian»
has nothing to do with the fact of origin, but only with the way of
thinking and practicing science.

The emergence of the Austrian school is associated with the
19th-century «marginalist revolution», and its founder is Carl Menger,
who presented the basic assumptions of the theory of marginal utility
in the work Principles of Economics published in 1871. Another im-
portant economist of this school was Eugen von Béhm-Bawerk, who,
inspired by Menger's works, studied, among others, such issues as
value, capital and interest, formulated a theory of interest as a re-
ward for refraining from consumption, which was important for the
later development of the school. The most outstanding representa-
tives of the 20th century Austrian school include Ludwig von Mises
(born in Lviv), Friedrich von Hayek and Murray N. Rothbard. Of these
three people, Friedrich Hayek is the most recognizable, for example
due to the fact that he received the Nobel Prize in Economics in
1974. Hayek was also considered as one of the intellectual leaders
of the liberal reforms of the 1980s that took place in Great Britain and
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the United States under the governments of Margaret Thatcher and
Ronald Reagan.

In the development of economic thought, the Austrian school is
part of a broad deductive trend, the main assumption of which is to
base economic research on deductive reasoning [10, pp. 28-31].
Economists of the Austrian school, unlike the Historical school, be-
lieve in the existence of unchanging economic laws. They consider
logical analysis based on axioms as an appropriate method for dis-
covering these laws. They also support the use of methodological in-
dividualism, which involves explaining economic phenomena by re-
ferring to the behavior of individuals. We also owe to the Austrian
school the introduction to economics of the idea of opportunity costs,
which is fundamental for efficiency analyses, and new perspectives
on interest as compensation for deferring access to utility.

Nowadays, the term «Austrian school» is associated, first of all,
with liberal social and political doctrine. Being an Austrian economist
means becoming a defender of the free market. The second im-
portant contemporary meaning of the term «Austrian school» refers
to the revival of interest in the ideals of Menger, Mises and Hayek,
which occurred around 1970. Economists such as Murray N. Roth-
bard and Israel Kirzner are often referred to as the modern Austrian
school or the neo-Austrian school. What they have in common with
the mainstream is their full acceptance of the market, but their con-
cept of its functioning differs. They understand the market process as
a process of achieving equilibrium, and not a specific configuration of
adjusted prices, quantities and qualities.

1. Menger's main theses. The starting point is a simple theory
of needs. Menger wrote that all theoretical and economic searches
begin with awareness of the fact of existence. Needs come from pri-
mal drives and desires. Then individual needs are transformed into
the needs of various communities, and finally become general social
needs. The next element of the system is the theory of goods, which
starts from the set of things that constitute the human environment.
Menger considers a simple human-thing relationship. If a person has
knowledge of a need or its anticipation, if a thing has the objective
properties of satisfying person’s needs and person knows it, and fi-
nally, if this thing is available, it constitutes a good [23, p. 77]. The
set of goods is divided into those directly available in unlimited quan-
tities and economic goods that are rare and limited in quantity.
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Another component of the general principles of economics are
Menger's considerations on measuring the volume of needs and
available goods. Human needs can be determined only within the
limits of effective demand, i.e. based on the economic entity's real
control over economic goods. The possession of goods of further or-
ders, i.e. the means of production, determines the general limits of
the availability of economic goods.

A fundamental part of Menger's system is his subjective theory
of value. Utility and rarity are only general premises, because the
value of an economic good is determined by the subjective point of
view of the economic unit. Exactly this assesses the importance, i.e.
the value of a good, using the knowledge of the rank of needs and
the degree to which they are satisfied. According to Menger, when
measuring value understood in this way, two moments should be
taken into account — subjective and objective. The first one allows
you to distinguish classes of needs depending on their importance.
More important needs require more intensive satisfaction. It is also a
rule that a person first meets the needs that are more urgent and im-
portant to one’s life. Each act of satisfying a given need brings a
smaller portion of satisfaction.

The second moment (objective) determines the limits of availa-
ble resources of economic goods. Both moments should be taken
into account in the calculus of an economic entity wishing to maxim-
ize its satisfaction in the conditions of existing constraints. Menger
defined the content and role of production factors and the division of
social income between them differently than the classics. «Capital»
in a given period is the subordination of a stock of goods of further
orders, which in the future will ensure the achievement of goods of a
closer order. Menger also defined an original theory of computation,
according to which the value of further-order goods is a consequence
of transferring the subjective values of first-order goods to these
goods [7, p. 132]. Menger recommended determining the contribu-
tion of individual production factors, the so-called by the remainder
method, subtracting their previous combination from the current
combination of goods constituting the first-order good. The subjective
theory of value also explains the essence of exchange as receiving
goods valued higher by both parties. Price is only a reflection of ex-
change value.

Friedrich Wieser's law of marginal utility is considered a valua-
ble contribution to the study of subjective economics. Wieser devel-
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ops the idea of the saturation of human needs and argues that in
conditions of limited available resources, the process of satisfying
needs must be interrupted not at the point of full saturation, but after
using up the last available good and obtaining the last portion of utili-
ty, defined as «marginal utility». Calculating utility is more difficult
than estimating value as value is simply an accounting form of utility.
A lively discussion was sparked by the discovery of contradictions in
the calculation of the value and utility of a stock of goods. The calcu-
lation shows that marginal utility decreases to zero and total utility
increases until a good with zero marginal value appears. The para-
dox appears when estimating the total value of a stock of goods, i.e.
when multiplying the marginal values of subsequent goods by their
marginal utilities. It turns out that the value of the stock of goods in-
creases to a maximum at half the size of the set, and then falls to
zero.

Another leading figure of the Austrian school was Eugen von
Boéhm-Bawerk. He corrected Wieser's entry regarding the calculation
of the total value of a stock of goods. Wieser used the product of the
marginal utility of a good in a stock by the number of goods in that
stock. Béhm-Bawerk assumed that the total value of a stock of goods
is the sum of the utilities of all the goods in this stock. However,
Béhm-Bawerk made a mark in the history of economic thought with
his theory of interest. The starting point is the claim that there are on-
ly two elementary factors of production — land and labor. Capital is a
derived factor that only binds elementary factors and enables the im-
plementation of production processes that are extended in time but
bring higher results [6, p. 525]. The time factor makes it easier to un-
derstand the essence of return on capital and the nature of interest.
By interest he means all income constituting remuneration for capital.
The production process produces the so-called original interest,
while a loan gives derived interest.

2. Prices and subjective valuation. Carl Menger, who initiated
the tradition of the Austrian school, claimed that the value of goods,
and therefore their prices, depends on their subjectively perceived
usefulness for the consumer, i.e. the price is shaped by demand re-
sulting from the demonstration of preferences of people that are par-
ticipating in the exchange. Menger's thesis concerned the general
cause of phenomena occurring in the economy. A person buys this
thing for a specific price because of subjectively perceived value for
person at this moment that is greater than the amount a person has
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to pay, and not because of the costs incurred by the producer. If the
cost of producing good X was greater than the money that people
would be willing to pay for it, the price would not increase, but its
production would cease. A temporary increase in the prices offered
by producers for their goods due to the increase in production costs
cannot be ruled out, although any transaction wouldn’t take place
without the valuation of these goods by consumers.

Hayek argued that in the long run the selling price would be cor-
related with production costs [8, p. 96]. This happens when buyers
are willing to pay much more for good Y than the seller demands —
they raise the price through the demand, which causes a price dis-
crepancy between production costs and the price of the good. There
is an opportunity to make a profit for other entrepreneurs and they
influence the reduction of the proposed prices for good Y by entering
the market with their offer.

The continuation of this story shows the sense of Menger's the-
sis, because entrepreneurs who feel a possible profit from the pro-
duction of good Y must purchase appropriate materials to start pro-
duction, machines, employ people, so they must report demand for
specific means of production, and thus increase their prices, which
constitute the cost of producing good Y. Thus, even costs depend on
subjective human valuation.

3. Hayek’s tradition. In his evolving views, F.A. von Hayek
pointed to the important role of knowledge in the functioning of socie-
ty. He emphasized that in all political and theoretical projects of con-
structing society from above, both in terms of moral principles and
the economic order, their creators show pride because they do not
take into account the gaps in their knowledge. Hayek distinguished
two orders: «taxis» — «order» established by reason, e.g. an enter-
prise, and «cosmos» — «order» established spontaneously. The
spontaneity of Hayek's order does not assume the absence of any
logical and rational action. Hayek does not deny that in one of the
cases of «cosmosy, i.e. the market, people act logically, rationally
and purposefully. Although these are actions aimed at achieving cer-
tain goals, they are not aimed at market order itself. It arises sponta-
neously as the result of reasonable actions aimed at achieving indi-
vidual goals [3, p. 202]. Hayek sees the sources of the constructivist
ideas of market opponents in their contempt for the fact that the mar-
ket order is not defined from above and in their exaggerated faith in
the capabilities of the human mind. In his vision of the market sys-
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tem, Hayek emphasizes the role of prices as a transmitter of infor-
mation and a factor coordinating human actions. He even calls it the
«telecommunications system» [14, p. 133] because prices reflect
changes in the economy and producers can make decisions based
on them.

Hayek emphasizes the economy of the market, i.e. entrepre-
neurs do not have to analyze infinitely many data about the economy
when they have prices, because the prices provide them with accu-
mulated knowledge about facts important for economic management.
Based on price changes, the trader can adjust his actions to changed
market conditions without any further knowledge about them. Infor-
mation about the consequences of these events that is important for
economic entities is provided by prices. In addition to the informa-
tional function, prices also play an important motivational function —
for fear of losses, producers must use a given product more wisely,
the price of which has increased, or use its substitute. And when they
produce a good for which there is no demand at a price that covers
production costs, producers are informed that their capital would be
better spent in another profitable use. Prices stimulate socially desir-
able actions without the need for government coercion.

One of Hayek's more famous students is Israel Kirzner. In his
analysis, he emphasizes the role of entrepreneurs in the economy.
He argues that discrepancies between the market prices of certain
goods and the costs of their production cause hypothetical producers
to invest in the production of these goods, supply them to the market,
reduce prices, and thus the economy comes closer to a state of equi-
librium, although it never reaches this state. Kirzner defines market
imbalance as a state of «widespread ignorance». He emphasizes
that as a result of confrontation with the pricing system, entrepre-
neurs learn and adapt their plans to prices resulting from the actions
of other people, that consequently results in the coordination of ac-
tivities.

Kirzner's vision of the market is related to his vision of the en-
trepreneur. He proposes two explanations. Firstly, investors modify
their behavior based on experience. Second, Kirzner theorizes the
«profit opportunities» that attract entrepreneurs. There would be
nothing strange about this concept if the idea was to buy cheaper
and sell higher. However, this is not what Kirzner means. He does
mention price discrepancies that attract traders, but these «profit op-
portunities» must have previously gone unnoticed. This suggests that
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it is a phenomenon that cannot be noticed. When looking through
stock quotes, there are some potential profit opportunities that only
the minds of selected, true entrepreneurs have access to. Moreover,
Kirzner's concept assumes the pre-existence of these opportunities
for the acting man, who does not create them through his actions,
but only discovers them.

The pricing system in this approach consists of two elements —
equilibrium and non-equilibrium prices. In Kirzner's approach, equilib-
rium prices are signals enabling the coordination of decentralized
decisions, while non-equilibrium prices are prices that stimulate dis-
coveries made by producers [2, p. 132]. In an economy that, accord-
ing to Kirzner, strives for balance thanks to entrepreneurs, such pro-
cesses do not occur. It is worth emphasizing the difference between
this approach to the role of the entrepreneur and the one presented
by the Austrian economist J.A. Schumpeter. The Schumpeterian en-
trepreneur disturbed the balance in the economy and created dise-
quilibrium, and later, thanks to entrepreneur’s action, adjustment took
place. So, Kirzner's vision is different. For him, an entrepreneur is
someone who, in an economy that is in constant disequilibrium, in-
troduces changes aimed at achieving balance. It is a factor that en-
hances, not disturbs, coordination.

The issue of equilibrium, raised in Kirzner's and Hayek's discus-
sion of prices, is also central to Hayek's critique of socialism. While
Mises can be found considering the state of the economy, which he
calls the «uniformly rotating economy», this is not an equilibrium
analysis in the neoclassical sense, because Mises does not consider
the entire real economy in relation to the «uniformly rotating econo-
my», but only uses this construction as a tool for considering the is-
sue of interest rate. In particular, he does not use the Hayek’s argu-
ment against socialism that a market economy is closer to equilibri-
um than a centrally planned one. For Mises, human preferences and
decisions are constantly changing because human needs change, so
any analysis of reality from the point of view of balance and making
postulates based on them is wrong.

Kirzner agrees with Mises's vision of the economy, although his
analysis of the market system gives a different impression. Namely,
accepting equilibrium prices as certain signals means considering
even a temporary equilibrium as a factual state. When we combine
this approach with the fact that Kirzner considers that an important
element of market coordination is the fact that people learn, and
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therefore need time to learn and adapt their actions, this balance be-
gins to become less and less temporary. It should not be confused
with Mises's «ordinary state of dormancy», which is the state when
the units involved in the exchange leave the market. After all subjec-
tively useful transactions have been made, this is the state that al-
ways prevails. It may be accompanied by overproduction, so it is not
an equilibrium either in the neoclassical sense or in the Kirzner's
sense. Balance, according to Kirzner, therefore seems to be a poten-
tial static state, which is a kind of hidden pattern of the most effective
use of goods discovered by entrepreneurs.

5. Mises's tradition. Although Hayek's students consider them-
selves disciples of Ludwig von Mises, some representatives of the
Austrian school rely on the work of another of Mises's students, Mur-
ray Rothbard. They point to differences in the understanding of the
economy by the Hayek and Mises. J.G. Hulsmann, J. Salerno or
H.H. Hoppe criticize Hayek's concept of the price system as a sys-
tem of transmitting knowledge. Hulsmann claims that we cannot talk
about such a function due to the origins of prices. Prices arise as a
result of human actions, but what is very important, and underesti-
mated by Hayek's followers, are future actions. Thus, even if prices
contain some information about the hypothetical Kirzner’s equilibrium
towards which they would guide producers, this would be an equilib-
rium of the past, irrelevant to the moment when producers made de-
cisions.

In the analysis of price formation, a distinction should be made
between the prices of consumer goods and production goods. Well,
prices of consumer goods are shaped by consumers' preferences —
some good meets their needs better, so they buy it. The situation is
different with production goods. Producers do not buy them to satisfy
their needs by consuming them, but to produce goods from them that
they will sell. The most important issue for them is whether, when
these manufactured goods appear on the market (in the future), the
demand for them will be sufficient to cover the costs of their produc-
tion and generate income. Misesian Austrians point out that certain
trends can be read based on price changes and based on them pre-
dict future market conditions. Of course, such predictions may be
wrong, but thanks to prices and economic calculations, producers
can find out whether their predictions were correct or not. Knowledge
provided by current or recent prices are consumer valuations, tech-
nologies, and supplies from the immediate past.
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What interests the acting man who devotes his resources to the
production of a good for sale is future prices, and the present com-
mitment of resources is made by the entrepreneur, whose function is
to predict future prices and to allocate these resources according to
his predictions. This is the central role of the valuing entrepreneur,
driven by the desire to make a profit and avoid loss, which cannot be
fulfilled by the socialist planning office due to the lack of a market for
the means of production. Without such a market, there are no true
money prices and therefore no means by which the entrepreneur
calculates and values in money. Moreover, the loss-making pricing
system means that an entrepreneur who has incorrectly predicted
future market conditions must cease his activity due to lack of funds.
Instead, these funds are transferred to those producers who are suc-
cessful. What should be emphasized here is the economy of the en-
tire system through which income is distributed, without the participa-
tion in this process of costly institutions exogenous to market ex-
change, such as the state coercive apparatus.

Misesians notice the secondary role of information provided by
prices, but emphasize the important role of another factor in the func-
tioning of the market and the formation of money prices themselves.
This factor is private ownership of the means of production. It is the
fact that production goods are owned by private owners that causes
prices as a result from the people’s actions who manage their own
resources, people who are keenly interested in the success of their
ventures and feel the fear of losing their property. Misesians see pri-
vate property as the source of the effective functioning of the market
economy. They emphasize the fairness of this system. They con-
clude about its rationality in the following way — since there is compe-
tition between entrepreneurs for these resources and bidding is tak-
ing place on the market, the submission of the best offer by the en-
trepreneur means that he anticipates that his intended venture will be
the most profitable among those that competed during the auction.
This trend also includes a different view on the role of prices as a
factor that rationalize management. A price expressed in money
serves the function of excluding entities unable to pay from the use
of the good for which it is designated. This exclusion is a mechanism
limiting the «predatory management» of resources, without the need
to establish a special «government agency for the protection of
scarce goods».
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6. Price stabilization policy. There is no shortage of support-
ers of influencing prices through monetary policy in the Austrian
school. F.A. von Hayek believed that state control of money and
credit was necessary. He also criticized the idea of a constant in-
crease in the money supply. This criticism is astonishing in the light
of Hayek's previously presented views on the price function. If prices
change as a result of changes in the growth of the money supply,
there will be disturbances in the price «telecommunications system»
of the economy that may disturb its tendency towards equilibrium.

7. Theory of action. Austrian economic theorists understand
economics as a theory of action rather than decision. This is one of
the features that most clearly distinguishes them from their neoclas-
sical colleagues. In fact, the concept of action encompasses not only
the concept of individual decision, but much more. Firstly, the proper
concept of action, apart from the hypothetical decision-making pro-
cess operating in the environment of «given» knowledge about goals
and means, also includes the perception of the structure of goals and
means within which the allocation and management is to take place.
Moreover, for Austrians, the most important factor is not making a
decision itself, but doing it in action, i.e. a process (which may or may
not achieve the goal) which consists of a number of interactions and
coordination processes. According to Austrians, the study of the last
one is the subject of economics. Therefore, economics, being a sci-
ence distant from the theory of choice or decision, talks about the
processes of social interactions, coordinated to a greater or lesser
extent depending on the forethought of entrepreneurs participating in
any venture.

For this reason, Austrians are particularly critical of the narrow,
although generally known, concept of economics derived from
J. Robbins, who defined it as the science of using scarce resources
that have alternative applications in order to meet human needs. This
approach assumes that knowledge about goals and means is known
in advance, and therefore reduces the issue of management to a
merely technical problem of allocation, maximization or optimization,
under known constraints. In other words, Robbins's concept of eco-
nomics is identical to the core of the neoclassical paradigm and is
completely foreign to the methodology of today's Austrian School.
Robbins's man is actually a robot, a caricature of a human being, on-
ly passively reacting to events. The position of Mises, Kirzner and
other Austrians differs from Robbins's in that it views actual human
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activity not as the constant sacrifice of given means for given ends,
but rather as drawing conclusions from the past and using imagina-
tion to discover and shape (through activity) the future.

For Austrians, economics is part of a much broader science,
that is, a general theory of human actions rather than human deci-
sions. According to Hayek, if we need to name this general theory of
human action, the term «praxeological sciences» (clearly defined
and often used by Ludwig von Mises) seems to be the most appro-
priate one [20, p. 486].

8. Subjectivism. Another aspect of great importance to Austri-
ans is subjectivity. In their opinion, the subjectivist concept is an at-
tempt to build a science of economics that would see a flesh-and-
blood human being as a creative individual who plays the most im-
portant role in all social processes. This is why, for Mises, economics
is not the study of things and material objects. It is the study of peo-
ple, their intentions and actions. Goods and wealth, as well as all
other elements of action, are not part of nature, but only components
of human intention and behavior. Whoever wants to deal with them
cannot look at the outside world. One must look for them in the mind
of the acting man. Therefore, for Austrians, boundaries in economics
are not the creation of objective phenomena or material factors that
are an element of the external world, but of entrepreneurial and sub-
jective human knowledge [9, p. 167]. The subjectivist concept of the
Austrians allows economics to be a general science that deals with
every human action and to have objective validity, which may seem
paradoxical at first glance.

9. Entrepreneur and the entrepreneur's mistake. In Austrian
economic theory, entrepreneurship is a major force. It is a phenome-
non which is typical of the real world, which is invariably outside the
state of equilibrium, so it cannot play the slightest role in equilibrium
models. There is a consensus among all Austrian economists on the
classification of the belief that an entrepreneur's profit comes from
the assumption of simple identification of risk with error. According to
the Austrians, it is possible to make ordinary entrepreneurial mis-
takes if entrepreneurs do not find profit opportunities on the market. It
is the existence of this type of error that makes pure profit for the en-
trepreneur possible.

10. Subjective information. Entrepreneurs are constantly gen-
erating new information that is essentially subjective, practical, dif-
fuse and difficult to express. The subjective perception of information
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is therefore a fundamental element of the Austrian methodology. This
information is relevant, practical knowledge that is created, interpret-
ed, known and used by humans in the context of a specific action.
This is why Austrians criticise neo-classical information theorists for
their inability to connect their theory of information to entrepreneur-
ship, as Austrians have managed to do. Markets provide the oppor-
tunity to create potential profit opportunities that can be discovered
and exploited by entrepreneurs in a continuously market-driven co-
ordination process.

Economists from the Austrian school usually refer to the fact
that entrepreneurial processes are moving towards equilibrium, alt-
hough they acknowledge that this will never be achieved. The entre-
preneurial process of social coordination will never cease or be ex-
hausted. In other words, entrepreneurial action essentially involves
the creation and transmission of new information that necessarily
modifies the perception of ends and means by all members of socie-
ty. This in turn leads to the constant emergence of further aberra-
tions, signifying new opportunities for entrepreneurial profit, discov-
ered and coordinated by entrepreneurs [11, p. 77]. This dynamic
process, which repeats itself ad infinitum, is the driving force behind
the progress of civilisation.

11. Entrepreneurial coordination. According to the Austrians,
entrepreneurship plays a coordinating role. In fact, this ordering force
not only creates and transmits information but, more importantly, is
responsible for welding together the actions of the members of socie-
ty. In effect, all social discoordination is materialised in the possibility
of profit, which remains dormant until it is discovered by entrepre-
neurs. As soon as the entrepreneur realises that they can make a
profit, and acts to exploit this opportunity, disorder begins to give way
before the spontaneous process of coordination, which explains the
market economy's drive towards equilibrium. In doing so, the coordi-
nating nature of entrepreneurship is the only factor that makes pos-
sible the existence of economic theory as a science, understood as a
theoretical set of laws of coordination to explain social processes.
This approach explains the interest of Austrian economists in study-
ing the dynamic concept of competition in understanding the compet-
itive process.

For Mises, it makes no sense to construct economic theory on
the basis of an equilibrium model in which all the information affect-
ing the shape of the supply and demand function is assumed to be
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given. The basic problem of economics for the Austrians is quite dif-
ferent: the study of a dynamic process of social coordination in which
different individuals, in their search for ends and means relevant to
their actions, constantly shape new information (never given in ad-
vance). Thus, without realizing it, they contribute to the emergence of
a spontaneous coordination process. From the Austrian point of
view, the basic problem of economics is not of a technical or techno-
logical nature. For Austrians, the fundamental problem of economics
is not the maximization of a known target function depending on con-
straints that are also known. On the contrary, it is a completely eco-
nomic issue. It occurs when we have many competing goals and
means, and the knowledge about them is neither given nor constant,
but dispersed among countless individuals constantly creating and
generating it anew, so that all possibilities that exist or will exist and
the relative extent of their use cannot even be known. What appear
to be merely human maximization and optimization have an entre-
preneurial component because the performer must have first become
aware, however automatic, mechanical and reflexive they may be,
that these are actions most appropriate to the specific circumstances
in which he finds himself.

According to the Austrians, dividing microeconomics and mac-
roeconomics into two non-intersecting sections makes no sense.
Economic problems should be examined on a common basis, with-
out division into micro and macro. Mises points out that the origins of
this division lie in the use of concepts such as the general price level,
which ignore the marginalist, subjectivist theory of the value of mon-
ey and are attached to the pre-scientific stage of economics, when
attempts were still made to conduct analyzes using global classes or
aggregates of goods rather than their growing or marginal units. The
neoclassical equilibrium model assumes that all information is given,
both in terms of certainty and probability, and that the various varia-
bles are perfectly matched. From the Austrian point of view, the main
disadvantage of this method is that if it is assumed that all variables
and parameters are perfectly matched, it is easy to draw erroneous
conclusions about the cause and effect relationships between differ-
ent economic concepts and phenomena. Balance acts as a kind of
curtain, preventing theorists from seeing the real direction of cause-
and-effect relationships in the laws of economics.

12. Subjective costs. Another element of the Austrian method-
ology is the purely subjective concept of costs. For Austrians, cost is
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a subjective value assigned by a person to the goals that he gives up
when he decides to act. In other words, objective costs do not exist.
Rather, they are an entrepreneurial discovery of each person. In fact,
many opportunities may be unnoticed, but once discovered, they will
radically change entrepreneurs' subjective perception of costs.
Therefore, there are no objective costs that would determine the val-
ue of goals, and the actual situation is quite the opposite: cost is a
subjective value that results from the subjective valuation of goals
(consumer goods) that an entrepreneur strives for. According to Aus-
trian economists, the prices of consumer goods are the market mate-
rialization of entrepreneurs' subjective valuations, and the cost
(which they are willing to incur in order to produce them) depends on
their prices.

13. Verbal formalism. At the very beginning of the formation of
the Austrian school, its founder, Carl Menger, took care to demon-
strate that the advantage of verbal language is its ability to express
the substance of economic phenomena, which is not possible with
mathematical language. Mathematical formalism is particularly suita-
ble for expressing the states of equilibrium that neoclassical econo-
mist’s study, but it does not allow for encompassing the subjective
realities of time, much less the creativity of the entrepreneur, which is
an essential feature of the Austrians' analytical reasoning. This
means that for Austrians many of the theories and conclusions of the
neoclassical analysis of consumption and production make no sense.

It is a fact that the theoretical foundations of the so-called «laws
of equality of (price)-weighted marginal utilities» are very questiona-
ble. In fact, this law assumes that the entrepreneur is able to simul-
taneously value the utility of all the goods at his disposal, ignoring the
fact that each action is sequential and creative, and the goods are
valued one by one in the context of different periods and activities,
and not in the same time, which would mean the equality of their
supposed marginal utility. Therefore, not only may the corresponding
marginal utilities be different, but they are simply incomparable. For
Austrians, using mathematics in economics is wrong because it syn-
chronizes and connects quantities that are diverse from the point of
view of the entrepreneur's time and creativity.

14. Relationship with the empirical world. Another issue is
the attitude towards the world of empirics and the possibilities of
forecasting. The fact that the «observing» scientist is unable to ac-
quire practical information that is continually being created and dis-
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covered in a decentralized manner by the «observed» entrepreneurs
effectively explains the theoretical impossibility of any empirical veri-
fication in economics.

Austrians believe that the same reasons that determine the the-
oretical impossibility of socialism explain why such empiricism and
cost-benefit analysis or utilitarianism in their most faithful interpreta-
tion are useless in science. It does not matter whether it is a politi-
cian or a scientist who tries in vain to obtain practical information to
give coordinating nature to orders or to fulfill the wish to verify one’s
theories. If such a possibility existed, it would also be feasible to use
information to coordinate society using coercive methods (socialism
and interventionism) and to empirically verify economic theories.
However, for the same reasons: first, the enormous amount of infor-
mation discussed; secondly, their nature (diffuse, subjective and hid-
den); thirdly, the dynamic nature of the entrepreneurial process (in-
formation that has not yet been generated by entrepreneurs in the
process of continuous innovation cannot be transferred) and fourthly,
the effect of coercion and scientific «observation» itself (distorting,
disturbing, embarrassing or simply making it impossible creation of
information by an entrepreneur), both the socialist ideal and the posi-
tivist or purely utilitarian ideal are impossible from the point of view of
Austrian economic theory [12, p. 132].

The same arguments justify the Austrians' judgment that creat-
ing detailed forecasts is theoretically impossible in economics. It is
impossible to scientifically know today what will happen tomorrow,
because it depends mainly on knowledge and information that have
not yet been generated in the entrepreneurial process and therefore
cannot be known. In economics, therefore, one can only make gen-
eral «trend forecasts», which Hayek calls pattern forecasts. They are
essentially theoretical in nature and mainly concern predicting the
disruptions and effects of social discoordination resulting from institu-
tionalized violence (socialism, interventionism) hitting the market.

It is important to remember that there are no such things as di-
rectly observable objective facts of the real world, because according
to Austrian subjectivism, the «facts» of economic research are simply
ideas about the goals and actions of others. They can never be ob-
served directly, but only interpreted in historical terms. To interpret a
social situation that has been shaped by history, first a theory and an
unscientific assessment of significance are necessary.
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Austrians believe that empirical phenomena are constantly
changing and therefore in social events everything is a «variable»
and parameters or constants do not exist. Austrian economists try to
base science on methodological rationalism and deduction. Their
goal is to create a comprehensive logical-deductive system based on
obvious knowledge acquired through introspection of the scientist's
personal experience or taken for granted because no one can ques-
tion an axiom without contradicting himself. This theoretical system
is, according to the Austrians, necessary for the proper interpretation
of the seemingly unrelated mass of complex historical phenomena
that constitute the social world, thus making it possible to outline his-
torical events and predict future ones with any chance of success.
Now you can understand why the Austrians attach so much im-
portance to history and their efforts to separate it from economic the-
ory and use it appropriately.

Hayek calls the unauthorized use of natural science methods in
the social sciences scientism. In the world of nature, we have con-
stant and functional relationships that allow us to use the language of
mathematics and perform quantitative laboratory experiments. Ac-
cording to the Austrians, similar relations (and therefore supply, de-
mand, cost and other functions) in economics, unlike in the world of
physics and natural sciences, do not exist. According to mathemati-
cal set theory, a function is just a one-to-one mapping between the
elements of two sets, called «domain» and «counter-domainy.

Knowing about the innate creative capabilities of man, constant-
ly generating and discovering new information in each specific cir-
cumstance in which he acts using the means he considers using to
achieve his goals, it is obvious that three elements necessary for the
existence of a functional relationship are not present: a) elements
domains are neither given nor constant, b) the elements of the coun-
ter-domain set are not given or constant, ¢) no relationships between
the elements of two groups are given, but rather constantly change
as a result of human activity and creative abilities. According to the
Austrians, the use of functions in economics requires the assumption
of the stability of information, which radically eliminates the main
character of the entire social process: a person endowed with innate
creative entrepreneurial abilities.

The great merit of the Austrians is to demonstrate that it is en-
tirely possible to create a complete economic theory using the meth-
ods of logic, without any need to use functions or the need to as-
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sume constancies contrary to the creative nature of man, the only
true protagonist of all social processes studied by economic theory.

The Austrians place particular emphasis on the insufficiency of
empirical research in the development of economic theory. At most,
empirical research can provide information about some of the specif-
ic effects of social processes. However, they do not provide
knowledge about their formal structure, i.e. what constitutes the re-
search subject of economic theory. Statistics and empirical research
simply do not provide any theoretical knowledge. Hayek rightly noted
that aggregates that can be measured in statistical terms often have
no theoretical sense and, conversely, many concepts of great theo-
retical importance cannot be measured and treated empirically.

The Austrian school seems to be relevant, if only because of the
answers that the school's representatives give to the causes of the
current financial crisis, their explanations about business cycles, or
their tough defense of private property and the free market, which
are different from the dominant trend. Where the market is now seen
to be flawed and weak, Austrians see the government's flaws and
weakness. First of all, they oppose the popular thesis that the unfet-
tered free market is responsible for the current crisis. According to
them, there is currently no unrestricted free market in any country in
the world, and secondly, they believe that the cause of the current
crisis is the greed of consumers or bankers and (above all) the erro-
neous monetary policy of the central bank. The problem is maintain-
ing a banking system based on a fractional reserve system and, of
course, money itself, the value of which is freely shaped by the mon-
etary and political authorities. All Austrians believe that money and
banking should be left to the free market and that government inter-
vention in this area can only do harm. Mises argued as early as 1912
in The Theory of Money and Credit that when a central bank artificial-
ly lowers interest rates below market levels, it distorts the capital
goods sector and creates a business cycle that must sooner or later
end in economic decline when the market wrong investments happen
[13].

In the 1920s, Mises and Hayek founded the Austrian Business
Cycle Research Institute in Vienna, through which they demonstrated
that the central bank was the source of the cycle. Hayek developed
Mises' theories in the works «Prices and Production» and «Monetary
Theory and Business Cycles», and Hayek's theory itself was called
«the theory of business cycles as a theory of monetary overinvest-
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ment». Hayek and the entire Austrian school reject the view that
money is neutral for the economy; on the contrary, monetary expan-
sion causes disruptions that have a strong impact on real allocation
processes in the economy. The Austrian cycle theory states that if
interest rates are at the right level, i.e. reflect the natural interest rate,
a business cycle will not occur regularly in the economy. The Austri-
an school defines the natural rate of interest as the rate reflecting
consumers' time preference. Therefore, if the authorities artificially
lower the interest rate, they will trigger an inevitable business cycle.
According to the Austrians, the quantity theory of money wrongly as-
sumes that changes in the quantity of money affect only the general
price level, while the impact of changes in the quantity of money on
the price structure is ignored and, consequently, the subject of anal-
ysis is the influence of the quantity of money on the overall volume of
production instead of on individual industries.

The Mises-Hayek model is based on the disproportion between
the supply of consumer and investment goods in relation to the de-
mand for them. Money changes relative prices and the time structure
of production, which shifts consumption spending to investment
spending. Consumer preferences for the future remain unchanged. A
gap is created, which leads to an economic crisis and then to equilib-
rium again (fig. 1).

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According to this school, any artificial boom (e.g. keeping inter-
est rates low for a long time or «pumping» a large amount of funds
into the economy) must end in a collapse. According to Hayek, an
increase in lending causes the interest rate to fall below the natural
level. Entrepreneurs interpret this as a shift of resources from con-
sumption, which somehow forces them to make savings. Producers
receive new capital injections in the form of credit. This will continue
until the market interest rate increases. Previous investments will no
longer be profitable and a crisis will begin. The state should not inter-
vene to stimulate consumption, as this would worsen the situation.
The longer the boom period, the more severe the economic down-
turn will be and the more difficult it will be to recover from it. Accord-
ing to Hayek, preventing the crisis should start in the boom period.
Monetary policy should be neutral so as to minimize the impact of
monetary disruptions.

Austrians point out that one of the basic problems of the modern
economic system and the source of instability is the nationalized
money market with a strong tendency to inflation. Already in the
1970s, Friedrich Hayek pointed out that containing inflation is not an
economic or technical problem, but a political problem. Hayek pri-
marily emphasized the disastrous effects of inflation and argued that
if we want to maintain a free society, we must stop inflation caused
by governments and monetary authorities at all costs. He pointed out
that inflation primarily worsens the situation of creditors. He believed
that as a result of inflation, long-term creditors — holders of govern-
ment bonds — were partially expropriated. However, he pointed out
that inflation undermines the credibility of accounting practices and,
as a result, companies obtain false profits. On an accounting basis,
currency depreciation can possibly be taken into account as a factor
affecting the replacement cost of capital, but the tax authorities will
always insist on taxing such pseudo-profits. For Hayek, an extremely
dangerous effect of inflation was the deformation of the price struc-
ture, as he emphasised that prices never rise at the same time. Lud-
wig von Mises, on the other hand, pointed out that, at the beginning
of the business cycle initiated by credit expansion, everyone feels
happy, living in the belief that, at last, humanity has finally overcome
the grim state of scarcity, having achieved eternal prosperity. In reali-
ty, however, all this astonishing wealth is fragile. There is no way to
replace banknotes and deposits with non-existent capital goods.
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Inflation is initially well perceived by businesses, product prices
turn out higher than expected, a state of euphoria and a sense of
prosperity is created. However, maintaining such a state requires ris-
ing inflation. Hayek stressed that not all inflation necessarily leads to
hyperinflation, but if we want to maintain prosperity then unfortunate-
ly, we have to systematically increase the level of inflation. Causing
inflationary phenomena, i.e. printing «empty money», is likened by
Austrians to counterfeiting. Monetary expansion is regarded by the
Austrian school as a gigantic system of hidden taxation imposed on
fixed-income groups far removed from government spending and
subsidies and targets savers. Austrians do not believe in the effec-
tiveness of central banks' anti-inflationary policies. In their view, the
claim professed by monetarists that central banks can fulfil the role in
reducing the money supply that gold once did is a dangerous naive-
ty.

According to Mises, the cause of economic crises is excessive
credit expansion [19, pp. 75-76]. Inflation, as a consequence of
monetary expansion, should be ruthlessly eliminated even at the
price of high (albeit temporary) unemployment. In times of crisis, a
policy of stimulating consumer spending (including public works) is
harmful. Austrians call for the removal of government power over the
money supply and the abolition of central banking, since, as they
point out, economic cycles emerged in the eighteenth century with
the establishment of the first central banks and became widespread
and intensified in parallel with the development of central banking.

According to the Austrians, if we want to preserve a free society
and a market economy, and avoid recurring dramatic business cy-
cles, we should abolish the central bank and introduce free banking,
return to the gold standard and guarantee full respect for property
rights. As Murray Rothbard used to say, what is needed is an eco-
nomic system based on the inviolable right of private property, on the
right of everyone to own acquired property and to exchange the
products of their labour.

Conclusions. This article reviewed the positions presented in
the Austrian school on the issue of prices and the function they per-
form. From the precursors and their theses on the importance of sub-
jective utility in price formation, to the «Hayekists» applying equilibri-
um analysis and emphasising knowledge and coordination as the
most important research problems for them, to the «misesists»
pointing to private ownership of the means of production as the most
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important element of the economic order. There are differences be-
tween them not only in the views presented, but also in the research
methods used. For example, Carl Menger and Murray Rothbard were
proponents of Aristotelian empiricism, Ludwig von Mises modelled
himself on the apriorism of Immanuel Kant, and Friedrich von Hayek
drew on broad positivism.

The output of the Austrian school is neglected by most Polish
scholars. This seems to be a great loss whether one agrees with the
positions of its representatives or not, because even when there is a
difference of opinion, the parties to the discourse can learn a lot from
each other. The Austrian school is on the rise today. In policy terms,
it seems increasingly attractive given the continuing conundrum of
business cycles, the collapse of socialism, the cost and failure of the
regulatory welfare-warfare state and the public frustration caused by
government overextension.

Familiarising oneself with the views of economists from the Aus-
trian school, who are highly critical of contemporary institutional solu-
tions in the area of economy and the actions of authorities in the area
of economic policy, seems particularly valuable in the face of events
such as the economic crisis currently experienced by most countries
in the world. Despite the presentation of the ideas of the Austrian
school in the courses at Polish and Ukrainian universities and the
leading universities of the world, the study of the approaches of Aus-
trian scientists has not received due attention for a long time. The
Nobel Prize awarded in 1974 to a representative of the Austrian
school led to a revival of interest in this strand of economics, which
for decades had been treated marginally in Polish university eco-
nomics textbooks as well as in textbooks of economic thought.

COMPETITIVE PROGRAMS OF PROPERTY
REFORM: UKRAINIAN SCIENTIFIC HERITAGE
OF THE END OF THE 19TH - EARLY 20TH CENTURIES

The article is devoted to the study and coverage of property is-
sues in the economic thought of Ukraine at the end of the 19th and
the beginning of the 20th centuries. The purpose of the study is a ret-
rospective generalization of the results of a critical and comparative
analysis by Ukrainian economists of the specified period of alterna-
tive property reform programs in the aspect of their theoretical validi-
ty and predictive expectations of socio-economic consequences.
The results of a critical review by Ukrainian scientists of the Marxist
concept of property as a justification for the need for full socialization
of the means of production are presented, in particular, the insuffi-
ciency of the labor theory of value for the economic justification of the
ownership of the working class over the entire social product and the
unsuitability of the Marxist theory of the capitalist system develop-
ment for proving the historical necessity of liquidating a system
based on private property. Scientific discussions surrounding various
projects of land nationalization as a partial socialization of the means
of production are analyzed. It was revealed that the majority of scien-
tists refuted the accusations of private ownership of land and the
landowner's right to land rent as insufficient moral justification and
considered it inappropriate to carry out land nationalization in any
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form. The development of the concept of multifaceted forms of own-
ership as the basis for the effective functioning of the market econo-
my in Ukrainian science is highlighted. The conclusion is substantiat-
ed that the development of the economic and legal foundations of a
mixed economy, based on the principle of equal partnership of vari-
ous forms of ownership as a guarantee of the practical realization of
their best sides and improvement of the social division of labor, has
become an important achievement of Ukrainian economic science.

The article presents the significance of M.H. Bunge in Ukrainian
history and the development of economic science.

The
author demonstrates the role of Bunge in the development of univer-
sity education, the creative and critical development of economic
theory in the second half of the 19th century, the expansion of the
Ukrainian market infrastructure, and the scientific justification and
practical implementation of economic reforms.

WOMEN WINNING: CLAUDIA GOLDIN
AWARDED BY SVERIGES RIKSBANK PRIZE IN ECONOMIC
SCIENCES IN MEMORY OF ALFRED NOBEL 2023

The article highlights the main autobiographical events and scien-
tific contribution of the American economic historian, Harvard University
professor Claudia Goldin. This year, she has been awarded the Alfred
Nobel Memorial Prize in Economic Sciences for significant scientific
achievements in explaining essential causes of gender differences in the
labor market. For the first time, the laureate has provided comprehen-
sive evidence of changes in women’s wages and their participation in
the US labor market over two centuries, which previously were largely
unknown. Using historical and economic analysis, C. Goldin showed that
despite technological development, economic growth and an increase in
the share of employed women in the 20th century, the income gap be-
tween women and men almost did not disappear over a long period.
However, women’s educational attainment has steadily increased, and
in most high-income countries, it is now significantly higher compared
with men. In her research, she demonstrated that, in addition to educa-
tion, women’s access to contraceptives played a crucial role in acceler-
ating revolutionary changes that provided new opportunities for career,
marriage, and family planning.

C. Goldin explained that most of the gender gap in income before
the 1980s was caused by differences in education and career choices
between women and men. Exceptionally, the situation changed when
women got married and did not return to the labor market. Therefore, in
her research on gender pay inequality, C. Goldin focused on analyzing
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the behavior of married women and changes in their incomes during
marriage. Thus, the researcher proved that income inequality in married
couples (woman and man) still exists, even if they both have high-paying
Jjobs or are engaged in the same profession. This difference in income
occurs mainly with the birth of the first child.

REFORMING IDEAS AND MOVEMENT ACTIVITIES
OF VASYL KARAZIN FOR ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

The article is published on the occasion of the 250th anniver-
sary of the birth of an outstanding Ukrainian — Vasyl Karazin (1773—
1842). The purpose of the article is to reveal the main stages of his
biography, the characteristics of his scientific worldview and life posi-
tion, directions of activities and main achievements.

Special methods were used to achieve the goal of the study.
Historical and logical analysis — to determine the innovation of
V. Karazin's research, and his contribution to the development of
public education and public administration reforms. The personalist-
biographical method is used to analyze the sources of progressive
ideas and drivers of V. Karazin’s public activities. The hermeneutic
analysis of historical sources and the phenomenological approach
helped to consider the figure and theoretical legacy of V. Karazin tak-
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ing into account the historical context. Problem-genetic analysis and
theoretical generalization made it possible to evaluate his practical
activities from the standpoint of modernity. The axiological approach
is applied as a methodological basis for the study of outstanding fig-
ures of Ukrainian science.

The controversy and multifacetedness of the personality are
shown on the basis of revealing the main stages of V. Karazin's biog-
raphy. His noble origin opened the possibility of a successful military
career. But he chose the path of education, and social activities to
improve the welfare of the people and the development of the econ-
omy.

V. Karazin entered the history of Ukraine as the founder of the
first university on Ukrainian lands, a scientist-encyclopedist and edu-
cator, experimenter and inventor, organizer and popularizer of sci-
ence, publicist, public figure, and author of reform projects in the field
of public administration and finance, agriculture and land use. His in-
ventions opened up new opportunities for the development of the
economy, and improving people's lives and livelihoods.

Progressive economic ideas, scientific and educational, and
administrative and public activities of V. Karazin are considered as
the worldview-value and scientific-practical basis of the formation of
modern Ukrainian identity for the intellectual and innovative recon-
struction of Ukraine.

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The purpose of this article is to outline the financial situation in
Ukraine during the ongoing war with Russia and to show the actions
of the National Bank of Ukraine to preserve and ensure financial sta-
bility in emergency conditions. The article indicates the impact of the
war on the financial state of the economy and the banking sector.
The state of the Ukrainian economy, including the banking sector, as
the basis of the financial system, is characterized. Threats and chal-
lenges, and the risks inherent in the activities of financial service pro-
viders — banks are indicated, with attention focused on credit risk.
Changes in bank balance sheets in terms of assets and liabilities in
foreign currency in recent years (2018-2022) are considered, and
the main reasons for the deterioration of the quality of the loan port-
folio and the reasons for the reduction of the loan portfolio are noted.
An analysis of non-performing assets of banks and the reasons for
their increase is carried out. The reports of the National Bank of
Ukraine and the State Statistics Service of Ukraine were used for the
analysis.

The following priority directions of NBU'’s activities for 2023 have
been identified: credit risk and liquidity risk management; capital; and
maintaining business models and internal management, including
ensuring the continuity of operation of bank branches under martial
law. The need for global efforts to restore Ukraine’s economy and fi-
nancial system after the end of the war is substantiated.

Throughout 2022, the ongoing Russian-Ukrainian war had a
negative impact on the Ukrainian economy. However, thanks to ex-
ceptional monetary, fiscal, regulatory and supervisory measures, as
well as sound capital and liquidity positions, the banking sector has
played a key role in the overall response to the situation. Banks sup-
ported Ukraine's real economy by providing loans and satisfying the
liquidity needs of households and non-financial enterprises. In the
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last months of 2022 and in the first months of 2023, the overall risk
structure has changed significantly. In particular, there was a high
level of risk and uncertainty, which complicated the functioning of the
financial sector, but macro-financial stability was and continues to be
supported by significant international financial assistance.

Under the circumstances of martial law and acting in accord-
ance with its mandate, the NBU identified, assessed and monitored
existing and new types of risk and sources of vulnerability in the fi-
nancial sector. The NBU tried to adjust and prioritize its supervisory
activities in order to ensure, if necessary, an operative change of re-
sources in accordance with the existing risk.

The NBU, in close cooperation with the competent national au-
thorities, recorded and assessed the greatest challenges expected to
affect the supervised institutions. In its assessment, the NBU indicat-
ed the main risks from the point of view of the banking sector and its
susceptibility to threats and adverse phenomena.

The Russia-Ukraine war constitutes the main factor of risk,
threats and adverse phenomena, having led to an unprecedented
decline in economic activity in Ukraine in 2022. The Ukrainian econ-
omy shrank by over 30% in 2022, with the annual inflation rate
amounting to 26.6% [3]. Economic activity in 2023 is projected to re-
main below the level of the previous year, and the pace of the recov-
ery will be uneven. In 2023, the Ukrainian economy may grow by
about 0.3%, and the inflation rate is projected to fall to 18.7% [8].
Continuation of the war increases uncertainty about the economic
outlook and leads to the inhibition of long-term economic growth and
development, at least until the peace is secured The extent to which
projected levels of economic activity and inflation are at risk depends
very much on how the war unfolds, and in particular on its impact on
energy markets.

An important factor weakening the pace of recovery is the in-
crease in geopolitical tensions related to the sanctions imposed on
Russia and Belarus by the EU, the USA and other countries. The re-
newed intensification of trade conflicts has a negative impact. Also
important is the increase in tensions of the financial markets, the
growth in commodity prices and uncertainty in the economy, which is
manifested by a slowdown in economic growth and rising inflation.
Geopolitical tensions exert a negative impact on the growth outlook
and will therefore pose a threat to key macroeconomic and financial
indicators.
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1. Stability of the Ukrainian financial system during the war

The stability of the financial system is understood as a state in
which the financial system performs its functions in a continuous and
effective manner, even in the event of unexpected and unfavorable
disturbances on a significant scale. Ukraine's financial system has
survived the hardest challenges of the first year of aggression, per-
forming its functions and effectively coping with the challenges posed
by the Russian-Ukrainian war.

The National Bank of Ukraine is jointly responsible for the sta-
bility and development of the Ukrainian financial system. The NBU
was granted such a mandate in 2015 [5], when the function of pro-
moting financial stability was established (as the second priority after
maintaining price stability). The NBU actively participates in the con-
struction of the financial safety net in Ukraine and in the work of the
Financial Stability Committee for macroprudential supervision and
crisis management. The President of the NBU is a member of the Fi-
nancial Stability Committee, alongside the Minister of Finance, the
president of the National Securities and Exchange Commission, and
the president of the Management Board of the Bank Guarantee
Fund. (Regulations on the Financial, 2015) The Financial Stability
Committee acts as a macro-prudential authority and is responsible
for crisis management in the financial system.

The NBU takes measures to maintain the stability of the finan-
cial system and to minimize the impact of the war. This involves, on
the one hand, applying solutions aimed at the financial institutions
themselves, and on the other hand, taking measures to facilitate the
situation of Ukrainian banks’ customers and prevent panic, which
would be extremely dangerous, even in calmer periods than during
the war. The first thing the NBU performs qualitative analyses and
informs about identified threats. The dissemination of this type of
knowledge is intended to help maintain financial stability and identify
the level and scope of risk in the financial system.

The restrictive monetary policy measures applied by the NBU
contributed to the stability of the financial system during the first year
of the war. The most important activities of the NBU in this direction
were, in particular, setting interest rates at a constant level of 25 per-
cent, fixing the exchange rate of the hryvnia, and introducing re-
strictions on the functioning of the banking system and the currency
market. Foreign aid played a key role in maintaining the stability of
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Ukraine's financial system in the face of the economic collapse
caused by the war.

The NBU Report for 2022 presents the results of the financial
situation of the banking sector and the sector of non-bank financial
institutions, which deteriorated in the analyzed period. Basing a syn-
thetic assessment of the stability of the domestic financial system on
NBU research, it should be noted that the outlook for the system’s
stability in 2023 will deteriorate.

Among the risk factors affecting the stability of the financial sys-
tem, macroeconomic risk and financing risk should be distinguished.
The interdependence between the deterioration of the financial con-
ditions and the weakening of economic activity, which increases the
risk of these processes taking place, would adversely affect the sta-
bility of the financial system in Ukraine. This situation has led to
higher funding risks and increased costs of credit risk in the banking
sector. In addition, turmoil in the global financial markets has a nega-
tive impact on Ukraine's GDP, which will lead to a deterioration in the
quality of loans. Moreover, the economic slowdown will affect credit
losses in the portfolio of unsecured loans, as the share of loans with
a high ratio of loan-to-value of collateral is significant in the Ukrainian
banking system.

The increase in uncertainty as to the scope and scale of dura-
bility of disruptions in the functioning of the world economy caused
by Russia's armed aggression against Ukraine is the main external
factor affecting the conditions of operation of the Ukrainian financial
system.

2. The economic situation of Ukraine

The Ukrainian economy entered 2022 with a high pace of eco-
nomic development, having ended 2021 with an all-time high GDP of
$195 billion, an increase in consumer spending and a progressive
rebuilding of inventories. The economy was gaining momentum,
which was also manifested in a not excessively high unemployment
rate of 10.3% and an increase in wages by 37.6% compared to 2020.
In 2022, inflation was one of the biggest economic challenges. After
a period of relatively low level (in 2020 — 5%, in 2021 — 10%), at the
end of 2022 it approached 26.6% [3]. In this period, measures were
also taken in the field of monetary and fiscal policy aimed at reducing
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the pace of further growth in the prices of consumer goods and ser-
vices. These efforts must continue in 2023.

The aggregate state debt is one of the most important indicators
that confirms the state of the state's economy. From the point of view
of economic security, the main place in the structure of public debt
management is given to foreign debt. As of December 31, 2022, it
amounted to UAH 2,671,828 million (external debt — UAH
1,560,230.0 million or internal debt — UAH 1,111,597.6 million). Dur-
ing the first year of the war, there was a significant increase in the
foreign debt by 14,202 million dollars. USD or 24.8% and amounted
to 71,399 million USD or 54.1% of the total national debt.

At the same time, it is worth noting that the total public debt of
Ukraine during the period of martial law increased by 52.4% and
amounted to UAH 4,071,683.1 million as of December 31, 2022 (ex-
ternal debt — UAH 2,610,945.6 million, external debt and domestic
debt — UAH 1,460,737.5 million). The share of the total public debt of
Ukraine in GDP increased by 30%, and was 78.4% as of December
31, 2022, and 48.9% as of December 31, 2021. Military spending as
a share of GDP rose to 34% of GDP in 2022, up from 3.2% in 2021

[3].

It should also be noted that the drop in real GDP of Ukraine in
2022 reached 29.2%, and the drop in industry — 38%.

Before the war broke out, solid long-term growth was forecasted
for the Ukrainian economy. However, as soon as Ukraine’s economy
had started its recovery from the pandemic, the Russian invasion
brought new challenges. Forecasts of economic decline in Ukraine in
2022 were inflated. However, the projected decline in GDP dynamics
as a result of the economic slowdown and the ongoing war was
much smaller (30.4%) than the historically assumed level of over
35%. Also, the NBU macroeconomic projections formulated in De-
cember 2022 point out to economic growth being expected in 2023
compared to a decline in 2022, despite the fact that public debt and
budget deficit in relation to GDP remain at a high level. Large-scale
shelling of energy infrastructure has also worsened the macroeco-
nomic outlook. This had an impact on the stability of the financial
system in Ukraine and will certainly affect the profitability of financial
institutions, moreover, there is still significant uncertainty about the
nature of the economic situation, especially in countries that are
Ukraine's trading partners.
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For this reason, the deterioration of the economic growth out-
look and the persisting debt crisis in Ukraine indicate that the risk of
materialization of a threat to the stability of the financial system has
increased. There is no doubt that the current war in Ukraine consti-
tutes a serious challenge for the entire economy and economic poli-
cy. Even when the war is over, Ukraine may be perceived for a cer-
tain period of time as an unstable and high-risk country, even if this
perception is not reflected in reality. The destruction caused by the
war will also encourage a permanent increase in the number of peo-
ple leaving Ukraine. These extraordinary circumstances make it ex-
tremely difficult to assess Ukraine's macroeconomic situation in the
coming months. Current economic development may be distorted
much more strongly.

The war continues, the cost of damages and losses from Rus-
sian aggression has already reached record levels, and the fall in re-
al GDP in Ukraine is deeper than in most countries that have experi-
enced armed conflicts. At the same time, Ukraine managed to main-
tain macro-financial stability and attract significant amounts of inter-
national aid, which will have a positive impact on post-war recovery
prospects.

An indicator such as inflation also tells about the state of the
economy in the country. In December 2022, consumer inflation in
annual terms was 26.6%, according to the forecast of 30%, it is worth
noting that the Ukrainian economy has successfully adapted to func-
tioning in war conditions. In December 2021, the inflation rate was
10%, in the first year of the war, the inflation rate increased by
16.6%. The main factors that led to the growth of inflation in Ukraine
in 2022 include: infrastructure damage, a drop in demand and sup-
ply, and pressure on the national currency.

Despite the war and high world inflation, the actual rates of price
growth in Ukraine remain under control, and inflationary pressure has
stabilized. It was possible to ensure relatively moderate inflation dy-
namics thanks to the anti-crisis measures of the NBU and the Gov-
ernment with the support of international partners and, of course, the
successful actions of the Ukrainian army, which not only stopped the
Russian offensive, but also liberated Ukrainian lands.

The war and the resulting changes in economic conditions
(sanctions, changes in exchange rates, demand for necessities)
make this challenge much more difficult. Regardless of the intro-
duced solutions, inflation can be expected to increase further and
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stabilize at a high level throughout 2023. This will pose a challenge
not only for the entire economy, but also for banks operating in
Ukraine. The decline in the interest in investment activity in the con-
ditions of war will constitute a barrier to lending activity in most eco-
nomic areas. Controlling inflation will become the most important
problem from the perspective of creating conditions for further eco-
nomic development of the country.

War and the resulting changes in economic conditions (sanc-
tions, changes in exchange rates, demand for necessities) signifi-
cantly hinder this challenge.

According to the latest System Stability Report — the financial
report published periodically by the National Bank of Ukraine, the in-
crease in uncertainty related to the scope, scale and duration of dis-
turbances in the functioning of the global economy, caused by Rus-
sia's armed aggression against Ukraine, constitutes the main exter-
nal factor affecting the situation of the Ukrainian financial system [7].

The outlook for the situation of the Ukrainian economy has
changed significantly, as the Russian invasion dealt an unprecedent-
ed blow. This will have an impact on the functioning of the Ukrainian
financial system. It should be noted, however, that in 2023 the
growth rate of the Ukrainian economy may slow down more than
forecasts in 2023, as the ongoing war has worsened the prospects
for a post-pandemic recovery both in the country and across Europe.

The Ukrainian economy proved able to quickly adapt to difficult
war conditions. However, the challenges of reconstruction will be
enormous, from building physical infrastructure, mainly energy, to the
functioning of institutions in the face of a potentially significant inflow
of aid funds. An important driving factor for the country's economic
reconstruction after the war will be foreign investments, as well as
the mechanism of Ukraine's integration with the EU single market.

3. Banking system under martial law

The indicators measuring the condition of the Ukrainian banking
sector, analyzed at the end of 2022, pointed out to a good condition
of banks. Equity in capital, the rate of growth of lending (especially at
the end of the year) and the positive financial result serves as a basis
for the statements that the situation of the Ukrainian banking sector
is stable.
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Banks continued to renew their outlets in the liberated regions
and to regain customer confidence. A significant part of the banks in
Ukraine recorded an increase in funds from customers, especially in
the form of households term deposits. The growth rate of foreign cur-
rency deposits is also increasing. The loan portfolio shrank as a re-
sult of both falling demand and rising credit risk losses. The share of
non-performing loans increased. Despite significant write-downs, the
banking sector posted an annual profit.

According to the information provided in the NBU [7], despite
the increase in allocations for provisions, the banking system gener-
ated UAH 24.7 billion in profit, i.e. more than three times less than in
2021, including UAH 17.3 billion — in Q4. Of course, there are banks
that have suffered losses and banks which record profits. Over 20
banks suffered losses, including 2 state-owned banks of Ukraine
(Ukreksimbank — losses of UAH 6.88 billion and Ukrgasbank — loss-
es of UAH 2.76 billion). In turn, in the private sector with foreign capi-
tal, Sense Bank (Alfa-bank) with Russian capital suffered the great-
est losses. PrivatBank, Ukraine's largest state-owned bank, recorded
a profit of over 30 billion, and UKRSIBBAN with foreign capital —
3.53 billion UAH.

In 2022, banks put more emphasis on the increase in fee and
commission income, as attacks on energy infrastructure had a
moderate impact on the dynamics of commission income. Revenues
from foreign exchange operations supported the growth in operating
revenues. The banking system survived and quickly adapted to work
in the conditions of war, is operationally stable, liquid and profitable
[12].

As for profitability, after the decline that occurred in 2022, in
2023, banks expect moderate growth, although not a very strong
one. However, these forecasts are burdened with the risk related to
the further course of the war and its adverse economic conse-
quences. This situation fuels pressure on banks to eliminate existing
vulnerabilities and adapt business models to the conditions and chal-
lenges of war.

The stability of the banking system was preserved thanks to: the
reforms carried out in previous years, the efforts of the banks them-
selves, timely actions, and the support of the National Bank of
Ukraine.

Although the war in Ukraine is not able to shake the foundations
of the Ukrainian banking sector, it may amplify existing tensions or
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weaknesses in the banking system. First of all, the greatest threat to
the stability of the banking sector is the occurrence of many shocks
over the last year, lead to losses in the banking system and negative-
ly affecting the long-term ability of banks to generate profits.

Working conditions for financial institutions remain difficult: the
war drags on and Russia continues to use terror tactics and destroy
civilian infrastructure. Despite this, the financial sector operates effi-
ciently: payments are made on time and customers have free access
to their own funds. However, the consequences of large-scale
shelling reduce the growth rate of demand for banking services and
cause additional credit losses and operational losses for banks. Pub-
lic confidence in banks is stable and remains at a relatively stable
level.

4. Changes in the structure of the bank balance sheet

When assessing the lending policy of commercial banks, it is
worth noting that the growth rate of consumer loans and car loans at
the end of December 2022 was negative (above — 30%), and that the
amounts of these loans were successively decreasing. This trend
was noticeable from the beginning of the war. The reason for the re-
duction of the loan portfolio is the awareness of credit risk and the
small number of new loans that do not compensate for the amount of
currently repaid ones. The volume of unsecured consumer loans is
falling sharply, primarily as a result of the tightening of banks' lending
policies resulting from a significant deterioration in the quality of
loans granted under a lenient lending policy and (which is related to)
high impairment losses. Commercial banks also decided to change
the currency structure of newly granted loans, increasing the share of
hryvnia loans, although foreign currency loans still have a significant
share in their portfolio, which poses a danger of a credit risk arising
from the depreciation of the Ukrainian currency [7].

According to the currency structure of the banking sector’s bal-
ance sheet in 2018-2022 in Ukraine (Table 1), it follows that in 2018
and 2022 an increase in the value of both foreign currency liabilities
and assets was recorded. Foreign currency assets in 2022 amounted
to UAH 819 billion and accounted for 30.2% of total assets compared
to 28.8% at the end of 2021. Foreign currency liabilities amounted to
UAH 657 billion, i.e. 35.1% of total liabilities compared to 32.9% at
the end of 2021.
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A significant increase in the value of both assets (by 15.7%) and
foreign currency liabilities (by 21.3%) in 2022 resulted primarily from
the weakening of the hryvnia. The phenomenon of high value of for-
eign currency loans granted to households is associated with the risk
taken by banks and increases the risk in the financial system. It
should be underlined that only a small part of households that re-
ceive income in foreign currencies is hedged against currency risk.

The challenges for banks arising from the war are primarily re-
lated to the need to create additional reserves. What is equally im-
portant the war also affects the ability of banks to generate revenues,
which further weakens the already low level of revenues and profita-
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bility. Undoubtedly, interest income will remain under constant pres-
sure. This is partly mitigated by the high volume of loans, however,
the potential tightening of credit standards and the expiration of gov-
ernment guarantees entail downside risk for the future. At the same
time, revenues from fees and commissions are decreasing due to
strong competition. All these factors combined with a parallel strong
increase in the level of provisioning resulted in a decline in the rate of
return on equity. Further development of the situation depends on
how the hostilities will proceed.

5. Credit risk is a challenge for Ukrainian banks

The increase in the value of credit risk and its effective man-
agement in Ukrainian banking sector is determined by the deteriora-
tion in both the economic and financial situation of a significant num-
ber of borrowers and the quality of credit portfolios. The increased
importance of credit risk in banks is also related to the heightened
exposure to such risks as: market risk of the borrower's activity or
operational risk of credit transaction execution. Supervisory pruden-
tial standards constitute an important instrument for credit risk man-
agement. They define the requirements for capital adequacy, credit
concentration, specific provisions as well as for limiting operational
risk. In addition to supervisory prudential standards, banks rely, in
the process of credit risk management, on internal regulations based
on the recommendations of the NBU, e.g. internal concentration lim-
its and monitoring rules. In addition to concentration limits and quan-
titative and qualitative diversification, syndicated loans, relevant pro-
visions in the loan agreement, the assessment of creditworthiness is
also of great importance. In the procedures for assessing this capaci-
ty, Ukrainian banks use Western European solutions.

In Ukraine, as in other countries of Central and Eastern Europe,
there have been significant changes in banking in recent years. Be-
fore the crisis in 2008, the largest increase in assets concerned
housing loans, while in the years 2018-2021 an increase in non-
purpose cash loans was noticeable. Credit risk entails the risk of loss
due to the default of a debtor. Due to the fact that banks have insuffi-
cient equity in relation to the value of assets, if a certain part of total
loans becomes unpaid, the bank may find itself on the brink of bank-
ruptcy [13]. As scientific research shows, credit risk is by far the most
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important of all risk exposures in commercial banks. Over 90 percent
of bank failures in the world result from exposure to credit risk.

Therefore, one of the main challenges for the banking sector
and the NBU is credit risk. The potential negative impact on banks is
further magnified by a clear vulnerability to external threats. In sec-
tors — especially those hit hardest by the war — non-financial compa-
nies saw their profits fall sharply as a result of the war, and thus the
risk of insolvency increased. At the same time, the labor market situ-
ation is likely to deteriorate in case of households related to these
sectors, which in turn will be reflected in their ability to pay. These
developments are accompanied by a growing risk of a correction in
real estate markets. In Ukraine, residential real estate markets have
suffered greatly, mortgage lending has almost disappeared, the
mortgage market will remain inactive until the end of the war due to
high risk, while activity in the commercial real estate sector is already
slowly stabilizing.

Credit risk is identified as the risk of an individual borrower and
the risk of the entire loan portfolio. Banks try to limit the credit risk on
the basis of the probability that the customer will not meet his obliga-
tions until the end of the loan agreement by assessing the borrower's
creditworthiness and determining the credit rating. In Ukraine the
process of assessing the borrower's creditworthiness is very complex
because of high share of the shadow economy in the national
economy. It is estimated that in 2021 the above-mentioned share
amounted to 32% of GDP. At the same time, it should be noted that
in certain individual cases the financial statements of companies do
not constitute reliable sources of information. In addition to the credit
rating, the collateral itself is also very important. The situation with
the recovery of collateral in Ukraine is not good, especially during the
ongoing war, and the periods of forced debt collection are very long.
In relation to the loan portfolio, banks apply various tools and meth-
ods for their measurement, assessment and credit risk management.
Portfolio diversification serves as one of the most important tools
used by individual banks — banks try to diversify their loans to differ-
ent clients to ensure low interdependence of settlement problems,
since diversity reduces the likelihood that more debtors will have
problems at the same time.

The economic downturn caused by the war will cause a deterio-
ration in asset quality. It is necessary to pay attention to the financial
difficulties experienced by non-financial enterprises and households
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due to the war than to the more permanent economic effects result-
ing from the deterioration of the macroeconomic environment due to
the impact of both supply and demand factors. Difficulties with logis-
tics, an increase in the prices of production raw materials, restrictions
in trade relations and sanctions have a negative impact on the ag-
gregate supply. On the demand side, rising energy and commaodity
prices as well as the cost of financing have a negative impact on the
real income of households and enterprises. Increased uncertainty
caused by the ongoing war is hampering investment and lowering
consumer confidence. This lowers the credit ratings of companies
and weakens the ability of households to service their debts. In addi-
tion, the risk of deterioration of the state's fiscal position as a result of
the economic slowdown caused by the war decreases space for in-
tervention in the area of the real economy. Hence, an increase in
credit risk and a tightening of lending policy in banks can be ex-
pected.

6. Non-performing assets (NPL) are a threat
to Ukrainian banks

The Ukrainian banking system in recent years has been charac-
terized by a relatively high interest rate on non-performing loans
(NPL) and a slow recovery of collateral. For a number of reasons, the
total value of NPL has been declining since 2018 and was one of the
reasons for the improvement in the macroeconomic situation, as re-
flected in GDP growth and increased purchasing power. In recent
years, banks have made a significant change in terms of concentra-
tion, consisting in the transition from simply granting loans to the
construction of appropriate debt recovery centers. Added to this is
the strengthening of the market for the purchase and sale of non-
performing loans.

Russia's invasion of Ukraine reversed the trend of a gradual re-
duction in the share of non-performing loans (NPL) in Ukrainian
banks, which had been ongoing since 2018: during this time, the
amount of NPL decreased by almost UAH 300 billion, and their share
in the loan portfolio decreased from 55% to 27% on March 1, 2022.
The consequences of the war, i.e. destruction of assets and collat-
eral, loss of income and deterioration of borrowers' solvency, reduce
the ability of banks to service loans, deteriorate the quality of their
loan portfolios and lead to an increase in write-downs on provisions.
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Banks have already recorded significant credit losses — since the be-
ginning of the war, the amount of write-downs for provisions for loans
has exceeded UAH 100 billion and constitutes over 12% of the loan
portfolio that banks had at the end of February 2022. Potential losses
of the loan portfolio due to war, economic crisis and energy terror by
the aggressor may be as high as 30%. At the end of 2 — 22 the NPL
coverage ratio (the ratio of all loan loss provisions to NPLs) amount-
ed to 95%.
The volume of loans and the share of non-performing assets
[13] in the banking sector as at January 1, 2023 amounted to 38%
compared to January 1, 2022. The volume of non-performing loans
increased during the year by UAH 87 million to UAH 432 billion (Ta-
ble 2).

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The assessment of assets will continue, so the volume of NPLs
will continue to grow. The NBU expects banks to take a balanced
approach to credit risk assessment, especially in relation to borrow-
ers who lost their income as a result of the war and are unable to re-
pay their debt. Banks should conduct flexible restructuring in case of
borrowers with the prospect of business recovery, as well as appro-
priately assess the value of collateral, recognizing loss of access to
property, its damage or destruction in a timely manner. The NBU
plans to carry out an asset quality assessment in 2023 in order to
confirm the correctness of the presented quality of the loan portfolio,
the adequacy of creating provisions and assess the actual amount of
regulatory capital. Based on the results of the assessment, a transi-
tional period for capital increases to the minimum regulatory values
will be determined. Most banks will be able to recapitalize with future
profits, but many banks will likely need shareholder support.

Summary. An efficiently operating central bank and banking
system is the basis for the stability of the state's financial system.
During the war, the NBU and the banking sector play an important
role in maintaining balance in the financial markets, e.g. by taking
quick radical decisions and implementing the rules of operation and
execution of transactions, risk management or maintaining liquidity.
The analysis of the impact of the NBU and commercial banks on the
stability of the financial system in Ukraine, with an indication of activi-
ties and threats to this stability, which is the purpose of this article,
leads to the conclusion that despite the good condition of the Ukrain-
ian banking sector, the lending and deposit policy of banks should be
conducted with particular caution

This is mainly due to the economic slowdown and the related
increase in non-performing loans in banks' portfolios. The not very
optimistic prospects for economic growth and the ongoing war pose
a risk of materializing a threat to the stability of the financial system
in Ukraine. Based on the assessment of the main risks and vulnera-
bilities in the banking sector, the NBU set supervisory priorities for
2023 in assessing asset quality, adequacy of provisioning and as-
sessing the actual size of regulatory capital. Priority areas for the
NBU for 2023 should include: credit risk and liquidity risk manage-
ment; capital; maintaining business models and internal manage-
ment, including ensuring the continuity of operation of bank branches
under martial law.
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In 2022, the real GDP decreased by 30%, which is the deepest
annual decline of the economy in the entire history of Ukraine. Cur-
rently, the situation is stable thanks to the manual management of
the financial system, infusions from the NBU and Western partners,
as well as the availability of liquidity in banks. The economy will still
have to descend into a shock situation. After the end of active hostili-
ties, the NBU will have to let go of manual control. Some banks will
leave the market, system banks may be nationalized.

The real level of growth of non-performing loans (NPL), which
are classified in this group as a result of the war, will be possible to
assess only after the war and their level will increase significantly. In
post-war conditions, with the lack of capital to form reserves for NPL
assets, the banking system of Ukraine will find itself in a difficult posi-
tion. To restore Ukraine's economy after the end of the war, major
global financial efforts will be needed. The world partners of the USA
and the EU already make a significant contribution to increasing the
current stability of this state, but in the medium and long term, more
support will be needed to restore the foundations of a free and pros-
perous country, irrevocably oriented to European values and reliably
integrated into the European and world economy, as well as to sup-
port it on the European path.

ORGANIZATIONAL AND LEGAL BASIS OF CORPORATE
REFORM IN THE PUBLIC SECTOR OF THE ECONOMY
UNDER THE CONDITIONS OF UKRAINE’S EUROPEAN

INTEGRATION

The article analyzes the state and directions of development of
the organizational and legal foundations of corporate reform in the
state sector in the context of the tasks defined in the Association
Agreement between Ukraine and the EU countries. The normative-
legal and organizational principles of the implementation of
measures for corporate reform of the activities of state-owned enter-
prises and companies were studied, and the main achievements and
limitations in the process of their implementation were highlighted. It
is argued that as a result of the creation of supervisory boards at a
number of domestic state-owned companies, the organizational
model of management decision-making has changed. This makes it
possible to take a more balanced approach to justifying the neces-
sary decisions and personnel appointments, to create the basis for
attracting competent independent directors to participate in the work
of supervisory boards, and to initiate a movement towards the im-
plementation of established international standards of corporate gov-
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ernance. However, the implementation of corporate reform in the
state sector is limited due to the fact that the creation of supervisory
boards of state unitary enterprises is not accompanied by the elimi-
nation of inherent shortcomings of the organizational and legal form
of these economic structures, while the means of ensuring the con-
trol of the performance of the functions entrusted to the members of
the supervisory boards and independent directors are not clearly
fixed. Besides, there are organizational uncertainties during the
competitive selection of applicants for relevant positions, and the im-
plementation of the institution of supervisory boards of state-owned
companies is not consistent with efforts to implement other essential
components of modern corporate management — the development of
strategic plans for specific economic structures, the use of risk man-
agement mechanisms, the clear declaration of ownership policy as
state level, as well as at the level of each state enterprise.

Taking into account the influence of the above mentioned fac-
tors, the author specifies various promising directions for the devel-
opment of the organizational and legal foundations of corporate re-
form in the state sector of Ukraine’s economy, and outlines the
measures for their implementation in modern economic conditions.

ECONOMIC REASONS AND CONSEQUENCES
OF THE HOLODOMOR IN UKRAINE
(to the 90th anniversary of the Holodomor in Ukraine
and the 95th anniversary of Vsevolod Golubnychy)

The article is devoted to the analysis of economic causes and
consequences of the Holodomor organized in Ukraine by the Soviet
authorities in 1932—1933. The study was conducted based on the
conceptual approach of one of the first researchers of the Holodo-
mor, Vsevolod Golubnychy (1928-1977).

It is substantiated that the main cause of the famine in Ukraine
in 1932-1933 was the Soviet economic policy, which was aimed at
the total monopolization of economic power, one of whose mecha-
nisms was collectivization.
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Having become part of a total state monopoly and the object of
merciless exploitation by economic and non-economic methods,
Ukraine’s agriculture ceased to fulfill its main function — providing the
population with food and saturating the commodity market. This
caused a deformation of the market structure and an imbalance in
the ratio of product demand and supply.

Taking into account the fact that the main tool of collectivization
was disinvestment, i.e. the liquidation (including physical) of the most
efficient agricultural producers, it was concluded that the priority of
Soviet policy was not the creation of an effective system of farming in
the countryside, but the overcoming of public opposition manifested
by the most organized and independent stratum of agrarians, with
the subordination of the rest of the Ukrainian peasantry to Bolshevik
rule.

The ineffective policy of collectivization caused a drop in
productivity and led to a large-scale Holodomor, whose negative
economic consequences included the physical destruction of a huge
part of the able-bodied and hard-working population.

Collectivization and the Holodomor, which was caused by the
former, brought about irreparable damage to Ukraine’s agriculture,
effectively destroying the traditional system of management. This led
to decreased efficiency of Ukraine’s agricultural economy, and in the
long run became one of the leading factors in the decline of the So-
viet economic system.

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garding «Second World». These limitations pave the way for a
broader understanding of post-Soviet states' complex historical nar-
ratives. We analyze the expansionist ambitions of the Russian Em-
pire (as well as its successor, the Soviet Union) both Eastward and
Westward and its colonial practices imposed upon indigenous popu-
lations in newly acquired territories. This analysis showcases how
Russian colonialism endured even after the collapse of the empire,
finding a new life in Bolshevik ideology. In particular, the article pro-
vides data that testify USSR’s economic colonialism toward Ukraine.
It is shown that due to their autonomous development after Bolshevik
revolution, the Baltic states managed to implement robust institution-
al and economic reforms before the Soviet Union re-annexed their
territories. In stark contrast, other territories, including Belarus,
Ukraine, Georgia, Armenia, and Azerbaijan, were swiftly absorbed by
the Bolshevik regime following the demise of the imperial govern-
ment. This dichotomy sheds light on the intricate process of decolo-
nization, demonstrating that true independence for some former
Russian colonies only materialized after the collapse of the Soviet
Union. The authors suggest that adopting a quasi-colonial lens to
view the Soviet Regime provides profound insights into the challeng-
es impeding the development of post-Soviet states. This paper offers
a comprehensive understanding of the postcolonial dynamics in the
post-Soviet states. It sheds light on not just the historical intricacies
but also the contemporary challenges these nations face, thus con-
tributing to a richer scholarly discourse on post colonialism and its
evolving relevance in the modern world.

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Statement of the problem. The postcolonial theory has signifi-
cantly impacted various academic fields. Postcolonialism delves into
the enduring effects of imperialism and colonialism on social, politi-
cal, economic, and legal structures. By highlighting the ramifications
of colonialism on contemporary postcolonial nations, the postcolonial
theory has not only challenged the perception of these nations as
«backward» or «underdevelopedy», but also provided a more com-
prehensive understanding of the challenges they face these days.
This was only possible with stepping back from scientific knowledge
that was traditionally based on Western perception of the rest of the
world and inclusion of representatives of postcolonial states and na-
tions to the global knowledge production. The post-Soviet space that
maintains the in-between position between the West and the Global
South has been persistently omitted in Western postcolonial studies
despite the Russo-Soviet control of the local populations that lasted
from 50 to 200 years and still exists in certain areas. Furthermore,
much like the West's attempt to control the narratives of its former
colonies during early decolonisation, the oppressed populations of
the post-Soviet space are still predominantly represented in global
academic discourse by the very individuals who oppressed them. We
strive to reconsider the current constraints to the application of post-
colonial theory to promote an inclusive examination of marginalised
societies worldwide.

Analysis of recent researches and publications. Over the
last 40 years, no consensus has been reached regarding the scope
of postcolonial studies. As every group or community, regardless of
their indigenous status, has migrated from elsewhere to these lands
[13], the postcolonial theory, which was originally focused on the
West's conquest of the «Third World», has naturally broadened over
time, and produced a better understanding of the variety of colonisa-
tion processes their impact on societies worldwide. The comparative
analysis of postcolonial experiences has largely contributed to devel-
oping the concept of settler colonialism as one of the forms of coloni-
alism [31]. The primary feature that distinguishes the settler form of
colonialism from the «classical» British-India model is that the former
is primarily aimed at replacement of natives on their lands while the
latter mainly depends on extracting the local resources, including the
native labor. Still, within a certain society, different forms of colonial
relations may take place simultaneously, as in the US, where the in-
digenous population was moved out from their lands instead of being
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put to work on it while the forced labor was imposed on enslaved
Black people [14]. While this broad approach in postcolonial studies
raises concerns about the potential «inflation of the postcolonial the-
ory» and risk of losing the analytic strength, it does not imply an
equalisation of experiences among all marginalised groups [13]. In-
stead, it allows a more comprehensive analysis of the colonisation
past and its effect on the present in different parts of the world, with-
out excluding or diminishing the colonial experience of others.

Nevertheless, while the term «postcolonial» has increasingly
been applied to different parts of the world, including America and
Australia [14], the complex history of the vast region spanning from
Eastern Europe to Central Asia has seldom been examined from a
postcolonial perspective [13]. The limited group of postcolonial
scholars examining the post-Soviet space recognises the presence
of colonial practices in certain regions within this area. However, they
also acknowledge the distinct characteristics of both the Russian Im-
perial and Soviet regimes, setting them apart from Western colonial-
ism, which occupies a central place in academic literature. Our per-
spective asserts that the focal point on Western colonialism in post-
colonial studies, neglecting other societies that played peripheral
roles in Western states' development, stems from Western colonisa-
tion. This inclination mirrors the imposition of Western standards on
«non-Western others».

So, the goal of this paper is to reveal the constraints of tradi-
tional postcolonial theory, in particular in its application in the post-
Soviet space, and to argue the need to study the post-Soviet space
through the prism of this theory, considering the colonial nature of
the Soviet Union. It seeks to provoke continued research and explo-
ration of postcolonial theory in this context, emphasising the im-
portance of understanding the experiences of local nations, inde-
pendent of Western or former coloniser perspectives.

Logic of Colonisation and Debates about «Second World»

Certain paradigms in postcolonial studies have long held un-
questionable centrality, and any attempts to deviate from them face
significant criticism. One such paradigm revolves around racist-
related experiences, which understandably occupy a central position
in postcolonialism. While many colonised societies were indeed di-
verse, the key challenge lies in examining the underlying logic of col-
onisation. It is essential to differentiate between the true intentions of
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the colonisers and the mere «justifications» used to perpetuate con-
quest and colonisation.

The origins of the international law regarding the colonisation of
non-Christian world, that is known today as the Doctrine of Discov-
ery, come from the Medieval Europe. It was based on XV century
papal bulls that justified the Christian European exclusive rights on
«discovered» lands and started with the concept of «terra nullius», or
«uninhabited area», but then was expanded to «uninhabited by civi-
lised people area». Portugal and Spain were the first that started to
apply this legal regime of colonialism, while later it spread among
other European states. Afterwards, in 1884—-1885, the Doctrine of
Discovery was codified into European International Law at the Berlin
Conference, also known as Congo Conference, that regulated the
European colonisation in Africa and justified the superior rights of Eu-
ropeans over African nations [19]. However, since the emergence of
the Doctrine of Discovery, there has been considerable uncertainty
surrounding its rationale. One view was that the non-Christians had
no right for dominium since it is based upon belief in the true God
and may be only granted by the Church. On the other hand, the pro-
ponents of natural law claimed that the dominium if based on the use
of reason and, therefore, may be exercised by the infidels as well
[14]. Clearly, already in medieval ages the justification for the right of
discovery, that the Church officially justified, was highly debatable
from the theological point of view.

However, such a legal framework is more than straightforward if
it is examined from the perspective of international relations and ge-
opolitics. As Patrick Wolfe fairly noted, the «discovery» discourse
was primarily designed to regulate the relations between European
sovereigns regarding their conflicting claims over colonial territory,
rather than relations with natives [14, p. 105]. In other words, «reli-
gious» or «racial» question was rather the justification for the exclu-
sion of indigenous population from the discourse. In his considera-
tions regarding settler colonialism in America, Wolfe pointed out: «So
far as indigenous people are concerned, where they are is who they
are, and not by their reckoning alone» [14, p. 112]. This point plays a
crucial role in understanding the colonial practice worldwide. The in-
digenous populations were primarily targeted for being an integral
part of «discovered» lands, while in order to legitimate this, the colo-
nisers widely imposed their criteria for having rights to these lands,
that within time became acceptable for everyone, including indige-
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nous people. Consequently, race was made to be targeted by having
imposed the perception that it tended to mark those who had no right
for dominium. This logic implies that if it concerned the indigenous
population, it could be seen as inferior on the basis of any possible
characteristic that could mark their belongingness to natives.

Certainly, the long-term colonisation of the African continent had
an enormous impact on the lives of local people and produced or at
least hugely contributed to the birth of racism, that even now in XXI
century remains one of the main challenges to overcome. Still, the
racist-related experience should not be seen as a fundamental char-
acteristic of colonial project. Mykola Ryabchuk proposes the follow-
ing scheme: «If we imagine some axes where the quantified scope
and strengths of colonial subjugation can be located, the racist colo-
nialism would certainly represent its absolute, undeniable crux» [18].
This portrayal does not disregard other instances of colonialism, as
described by Riabchuk as «intermediate» and «more distant», and at
the same time, it does not diminish the significance of the racial di-
mension in the context of postcolonialism.

Notwithstanding, many scholars remain particularly skeptical ap-
ropos of application of postcolonial theory to the so-called «Second
World». Moore [13] suggests that there are two salient silences with
respect to the former Soviet states on the postcolonial side and on
the side of post-Soviet space. Concerning the silence on post-Soviet
side, Moore proposed two possible reasons for the unwillingness of
most scholars in the post-Soviet space to apply postcolonial ap-
proach. Initially, he posited the existence of a clear discursive
boundary between the «East» and the «West» within the USSR. This
led the «Europeany» post-Soviet individuals to believe that there was
a distinct and even racial distinction separating them from the post-
colonial Filipinos and Ghanaians who might otherwise relate to their
circumstances.

The second factor was the fear of Eastern Europeans that ad-
mitting or even considering their colonial status could undermine
their «European identity». Indeed, Eastern European countries of the
former Soviet Union demonstrate the strong will to emphasise their
belongingness to the European community and detach themselves
from anything that could cast doubt on their status in the eyes of the
Western Europeans. This might be explained by the compensatory
behavior, as many scholars including Davide Moore, suggest. The
mutually accepted perception of the postcolonial world as that, which
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lies outside Europe implies that Eastern European states may be
considered as either a part of postcolonial world or a part of Europe.
Individuals whose national identity has been forcefully manipulated
for many years face an evident choice. In their aspiration to re-
establish ties with Europe, a desire Eastern Europeans have con-
sistently harboured, they tend to disregard their colonial past. From
our perspective, embracing a more expansive interpretation of post-
colonial theory, one that transcends geographical and racial limita-
tions, would alleviate the limitations imposed by this decision.

Regarding the silence on the postcolonial side, according to
Moore, it implies the inability of postcolonial critiques to detach them-
selves from the «Three-worlds» model (Figure 1) as well as their
Marxist views. In «Three-worlds» model, the unique position of the
former Soviet republics, marked by a sense of «in-betweenness»,
hinders postcolonial scholars from considering Soviet Union being
similar to the West, but also clearly distinguish them from Global
South, predominantly formed by former colonies of the Western Em-
pire. In today's context, the impact of postcolonial theory has
prompted a reexamination of the legacies and progress in both the
«First» and «Third» world. Regrettably, the diverse histories and ex-
periences of former Soviet states have been neglected in this dis-
course.

The second Moore's point concerns the widespread Marxist
views among postcolonial scholars, which tend to prevent them from
considering Soviet Union from postcolonial perspective. Indeed, both
Marxists and communists have always supported the right of op-
pressed nationalities to self-determination, and the USSR strongly
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supported the decolonisation movement and international human
rights after 1945. This fact has been instrumental in shaping the pre-
vailing perspective that the Soviet Union cannot be equated with
Western imperial powers.

With the victory in WW2, the USSR managed to create an im-
age of itself as a «liberator» of those oppressed, whether it con-
cerned the «Third World», oppressed by the West or the European
states «liberated» from the Nazi German occupation despite the re-
pressions and terror that took place in the territories under Soviet
control. The USSR combined the socialist rule and elements of cen-
tralised empire, that claimed to liberate those oppressed by capital-
ism. However, it not only retained all the territories of the Russian
Empire but also significantly expanded them. While proclaiming re-
gional equality among Soviet republics, the USSR was highly central-
ised, with Moscow as the central metropolis.

The collapse of the Soviet Union entailed the fall of the Iron Cur-
tain. This implied that the previously classified by Bolsheviks infor-
mation regarding the military annexation of foreign lands with their
further transformation into the integral parts of the Soviet Union, rus-
sification, forced deportations of the indigenous population and even
genocides (Ukraine 1932-1933) became available to a broad audi-
ence. Nonetheless, these facts, that were supposed to grab the at-
tention of modern academics, mainly remained out of the scope of
postcolonial studies. This gives the impression that the replacement
of «world model hierarchy» with less derogatory approach did not
manage to transform the general perception of the world in the aca-
demic field. The former Soviet states with their diverse cultures, his-
torical background and unique experiences keep being overlooked
somewhere in-between the former colonisers and former colonies.

Imperialism vs Colonialism, and Historical Negation
of Russian Colonial Expansion

To examine the distinct position of post-Soviet states within the
three-worlds model, it is crucial to commence by differentiating be-
tween colonialism and imperialism, regarding which there is no uni-
fied position. Postcolonial critic Edward Said [21, p. 8] suggests that:
«imperialism' means the practice, the theory, and the attitudes of a
dominating metropolitan centre ruling a distant territory; «colonial-
ism», which is almost always a consequence of imperialism, is the
implanting of settlements on distant territory». Namely, both imperial-
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ism and colonialism involve conquest and exploitation, but they are
different in nature. Therefore, imperialism as phenomenon outlived
the end of colonial era and exist nowadays in different forms.

Alternatively, German historian Jirgen Osterhammel [17,
pp. 21-22] sees imperialism as a broader concept that goes beyond
the scope of colonialism and presumes the determination of imperial
centre to pursue its imperial national interests, whereas colonialism
«might appear to be one special manifestation of «imperialism»».
Osterhammel suggests that imperialism and colonialism may exist
separately and considers two historical cases, by the way of illustra-
tion. Netherlands in the XIX—XX centuries that was one of the largest
colonial powers but had no imperialistic ambitions serves as an ex-
ample of colonialism without imperialism, while the US is an example
of imperialism not including colonialist behaviour.

However, both examples are not convincing enough. In XIX
century, the Netherlands took part in the partition of Africa, and the
activities of the Dutch in the Southern Asia could raise doubts re-
garding lack of their imperialistic ambitions. Maarten Kuitenbrouwer
connects the activities of the Dutch in the Indonesian archipelago
with modern imperialism [9, pp. 8-9]. Still, whether this phenomenon
constitutes modern imperialism, or «old-imperialism-in-the-new-
bottle» is still an open question. For the latter case, indeed, in the
second half of XX century it became clear that the expectations for
the end of imperialism failed. The former colonial powers and other
developed states, in particular the US, extended their influence to
keep control over less developed countries through economic means
rather than military force. While this phenomenon is also often seen
as neo-imperialism or imperialism without colonies the representa-
tives of the oppressed or marginalised groups choose to use the
term «neo-colonialism». Kwame Nkrumah [15], the first president of
Ghana, used the term «neo-colonialism» in his book to describe the
exploitation of the formally independent states by former imperial
powers or other developed influential countries.

We tend to agree with the opinion of Professor Archibald
Thornton [25], who in his article «Colonialism» suggested that «Co-
lonialism is imperialism seen from below». He sees colonialism as
the view of those who are controlled and dominated on the position,
they find themselves. Certainly, while imperialism as phenomenon
has been studied for many decades, the postcolonial studies gained
prominence when those oppressed and marginalised were given the
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voice. Decolonisation, human rights movements, and following ex-
pansion of the concept of the human rights, global migration and ed-
ucational expansion prompted the democratic governments of the
former European imperial states to reconsider their history, and to
begin to call the things by their right names. Unfortunately, this pro-
cess is not flowless and universal, and regarding modern Russia, it
seems that it has not been even set in motion.

Despite spanning eleven time zones and ruling over more than
a hundred ethnic and national groups, Russia has consistently re-
jected the idea of defining its expansion policy as colonial in compar-
ison to European states. The majority of Russian scholars justify
Russian colonialism by utilising the concepts of self-colonisation or
internal colonisation. This theory suggests that the country, starting
from Peter the Great's reforms, developed as a self-colonising state.
The argument is based on the idea that Russia was inoculated
against real colonisation by the West by subjecting itself to a cruel
form of self-colonisation. The roots of this argument can be traced
back to the early 19th-century philosopher Petr Chaadaev, but its
contemporary rediscovery is credited to a 1990 essay by Boris
Groys.

This theory, however, has been heavily criticised by many
Ukrainian scholars for its disregard of the subjugation and even the
mere existence of the native populations within the regions that were
acquired by the Russian Empire. For instance, Vitaly Chernetsky [1]
contends that the theory of self-colonisation upholds certain aspects
of Russian colonialist ideology that ought to be denounced in today's
world instead of celebrated. This is apparent from the ironic influence
of events and phenomena that occurred in Ukraine and Belarus on
the theoretical framework, which in turn further marginalises and sub-
jugates these populations. It is important to acknowledge that this
approach completely overlooks the harsh history of colonial repres-
sion experienced by diverse indigenous cultures within the territories
of the former Russian Empire, thereby perpetuating aspects of Rus-
sian colonialist ideology. Additionally, scholars have employed the
concept of internal colonisation to comprehend the coercive collectiv-
isation of the peasantry during Stalinism, underscoring the problem-
atic nature of this theory.

The institutional perspective of the expansion of the Russian
Empire exhibited many peculiarities. Instead of establishing tradition-
al colonial offices like those seen in European colonial empires, the
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Empire opted for «prikaz», which were offices or departments that
governed the region temporarily until it could be fully integrated into
imperial structures. According to Willard Sunderland's work «The
Ministry of Asiatic Russia: The Colonial Office That Never Was but
Might Have Been» [24] some of the administration approaches ap-
plied by European colonial states were not applicable in Russia due
to its peculiar history and geography. While overseas expansion was
a difficult undertaking for the Russian Empire due to its geopolitical
struggles to secure warm water ports, the land-based expansion was
seen as the best alternative that could fulfil the empire's geopolitical
ambitions. To maintain control over the conquered territories, imperi-
al administrations were tasked with creating a homogeneous state by
blurring territorial and cultural distinctions. This was achieved by re-
stricting the use of minority languages in schools and the press (Tur-
kic) or denying the existence of the local language (Ukraine), control-
ling legal minority religions (Catholic and Armenian churches), out-
lawing some religions entirely (Old Belief, Uniatism), and treating ex-
pressions of minority identity as political crimes. However, it is worth
noting that the Russian colonial project took slightly different paths
on its Eastern and Western borders to achieve this objective.

Russian Colonial Expansion Eastward and Westward

The initial colonial endeavours arose from the eastward expan-
sion of Muscovy (later Russia) in the 16th century, driven by motives
similar to those of European empires, namely the pursuit of profit,
particularly through the fur trade. Muscovy sought to monopolise the
fur trade, which was in high demand throughout Europe by imposing
Yasak (tribute) upon indigenous population in Siberia. For several
decades the state's policy was not aggressive towards natives as
long as they paid tribute. However, those who failed to pay tribute
were killed or exiled convicts from the Russian penal system.

Maintaining fur tribute was considered by Muscovian elites to be
the most profitable until fur-bearing species became over-hunted and
extinct. This coincided with the new state policy associated with the
Western European Enlightenment pursued by Peter the Great,
founder of the Russian Empire [23]. Inspired by its Western peers,
Russia began to regard indigenous population of Siberia as inferior
class, who were not able to properly use the land they possessed, in
the same way as Europeans justified their superior rights in Africa
over natives.

Postcolonial theory and its application to the post-Soviet...

Tsarist government considered Moscow as a «New Jerusalem»
that was supposed to expand and reign over conquered lands under
true Christian Orthodoxy [7, p. 107]. The Russian «holy mission»
was executed through forced conversions of indigenous populations,
and suppression of local customs and languages. During this period,
a large number of Russian peasants began to settle in Siberian ara-
ble lands motivated by the state policy, which provided them with
land grants and tax deductions. In the eyes of Russian elites, the cul-
tural assimilation of unenlightened indigenous people was mutually
beneficial process that made a key difference between Russian and
European colonialism.

Russia's expansion was viewed as a natural progression of the
nation-state, leading to a more homogeneous population [14,
pp. 343-371]. However, this homogeneity came at cost of local mi-
norities, who were still deemed inferior and backward in comparison
to Slavic people. The smaller indigenous groups such as Ket and
Itelmens were slowly eradicated through the assimilation of Russian
culture, a process called Russification. Conversely, larger groups like
the Circassians, a Muslim group who refused to conform to foreign
Christian authority, fell under Russian control through a military inva-
sion that resulted in the Circassian genocide. Nearly 85% of the in-
digenous population was killed or forced out to the Ottoman Empire.

It is noteworthy that, even today, the Circassian genocide is offi-
cially recognised only by Georgia. The Tsarist government achieved
a relatively homogeneous society along its eastern borders by the
time the Russian Empire collapsed. The Siberian territories were
predominantly inhabited by Russian settlers and assimilated indige-
nous peoples who were granted equal legal status to ethnic Rus-
sians and harboured concerns about potentially losing their rights.
Despite attempts at liberation, the Bolshevik regime that took power
in Moscow suppressed such efforts. As a result, unlike many Euro-
pean colonies, Siberia has never been decolonised, and native peo-
ple have gradually come to identify as Russians. The lack of recogni-
tion and discussion surrounding the colonial experiences of Siberians
has contributed to the historical negation of Russian colonialism as a
whole, which in turn affects the efforts of other ex-colonies of Russia
to assert their own colonial experiences.

In recent times, certain scholars in Europe and the United
States have begun to categorise Russia's territorial expansion into
the Caucasus, the steppe frontier, and Turkestan/Central Asia as
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«colonial» in nature. However, they have been less inclined to use
this terminology to describe the association between Russia and its
western borderlands, which encompass Ukraine, Poland, and the
Baltic nations. While it may seem that the relationship between the
Russian Empire and its western borderlands followed different paths
due to cultural and historical reasons, we assume that cultural ties
and a common historical legacy were mainly used as justifications for
the Russian colonial practices that were applied in these areas.

Within the context of Russian expansion westward, Ukraine
presents one of the most intriguing and debated cases. This contro-
versy stems from the widespread Western perception that Ukraine
and Russia share deep cultural and political bonds, believed to have
originated during the historical period of the Kyivan Rus, a powerful
state that dissolved in the eleventh century. However, it is essential
to acknowledge that Ukrainian scholars heavily criticize this interpre-
tation of Ukraine's history.

After the decline of the Kyivan Rus, its territories came under
control of the two competing forces, the Golden Horde and the Lithu-
anian and Polish ally. In fifteenth century, the Muscovy state broke
away from the Golden Horde and gradually became dominant in the
region for various reasons, including its expansion to the east.
Meanwhile much of the territory that comprises present-days Ukraine
and Belarus became part of the Polish—Lithuanian Commonwealth.
During this period, Ruthenians, descendants of the ancient Kyivan
Rus fought for independence from Lithuania and Poland and eventu-
ally formed the semi-independent state of Hetmanate in the seven-
teenth century, which is regarded as a predecessor to the modern
independent state of Ukraine. Hetmanate searched for allies to pre-
serve its independence, which led to its annexation by Muscovy, one
of its military ally, in the eighteenth century. By this time, Ukraine and
Russia had become distinct nations with different historical paths and
cultural influences. This historical context is important for under-
standing of the subsequent events and the logic of Russian colonisa-
tion of Ukraine.

In 1721, the decisive victory over Sweden, supported by Het-
manate striving for independence from Moscow, opened the so-
called «window to Europey» for Muscovian state and made it one of
the European superpowers. Peter the Great took the title of All-
Russian Emperor and renamed the Tsardom of Muscovia the Rus-
sian Empire, underlining its European roots. Later on, Catherine the
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Great followed a similar policy of Westernization of Russians, which
had a significant impact on the position of Ruthenians (Ukrainians) in
the Russian Empire and for the first time posed «Ukrainian ques-
tion». While Kyiv represented an essential centre of historical herit-
age for Russia's image as a European Empire, rebellious Ukrainians
continued to seek autonomy from the metropolis. Bohdan Krawchen-
ko [8, pp. 21-49] highlighted political absorption as a key factor in
Russia's control over Ukraine. When Catherine Il dissolved the Het-
manate in 1762, the state was transformed into one of Russian gu-
bernia (province), directly governed from St. Peterburg. Neverthe-
less, although the elimination of Ukrainian political institutions con-
tributed to Russia's dominance, it constituted only one element of a
larger process of systematic erosion of political, economic, and cul-
tural rights during the course of colonisation.

Russian expansion westward was seen as a nation-state devel-
opment, similar to its eastern colonisation project, but with the dis-
tinction that it was presented in a form of reunition of the populations
considered to be the same nation. To emphasise their shared histori-
cal and cultural heritage, the territory of modern Ukraine was desig-
nated as «Little Russia» and its native inhabitants as «Little Rus-
sians». However, despite the formal recognition of Ukrainians and
Russians as a single nation, two populations had different cultures,
traditions and languages, that presented a challenge for the imperial
government. The solution was to impose a policy of forced cultural
assimilation on Ukrainians through a process known as Russification.
In the XVIII-XIX centuries, the imperial government issued numerous
decrees aimed at eroding Ukrainian (Ruthenian) culture, such as
closing Ukrainian-teaching schools, reorganising education in
Ukraine, banning the use of Ukrainian language in official institutions,
and prohibiting the Ukrainian press.

Furthermore, Ukraine gradually became a resource appendage
to the Russian Empire since its establishment. In addition to being
known as the «breadbasket», the region produced a significant por-
tion of the Empire's natural resources. By the eve of World War I,
Ukraine produced 78 percent of the Empire's coal, 75 percent of iron
ore, 69 percent of cast iron, 67 percent of sponge iron, 56 percent of
steel, and 58 percent of rolled steel [5]. This led to the modernisation
of Ukrainian industry but with infrastructure designed in favour of the
metropolis due to Ukraine's colonial status. Notably, Mykhailo Volo-
buyev, a renowned Ukrainian economist of the 1930s, argued that
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from 1893 to 1910, Russia received nearly 3.3 billion rubles from
Ukraine while only spending 2.6 billion rubles on Ukraine's needs
during the same period [5]. However, the absence of formal colonial
institutions and the perception of Russia as a state rather than an
empire create uncertainty in considering the regime of the Russian
Empire as colonial.

Stephen Velychenko references the views of Petro Maltsiv, who
believed that Ukraine's unfavorable position of Ukraine within Rus-
sian Empire was a result of extreme centralisation rather than coloni-
alism, despite his own investigation on the economic relationship be-
tween Ukrainian provinces and the central imperial government,
which showed the discriminating imperial tariffs and financial policies
adopted in Ukraine to the benefit of central Russia [26, pp. 39—40].
While the supremacy of the imperial centre or any urban centre over
the periphery is a widespread phenomenon, it is important to note
that in Ukraine, unlike in Great Russia, ethnicity played a role in de-
termining one's social status. According to Stephen Velychenko,
Russian migrants who settled in Ukrainian urban centers did not
have to assimilate into the host community, as the administration,
education, print media and the high culture in Ukraine were all in
Russian [26, pp. 86—97]. In contrast, Ukrainians became the minority
in their own land, and had to reject their identity, generally seen as
rural, backward and inferior to the cultural standards imposed by the
metropolis. Despite attempting to distance themselves from their
perceived inferiority by even changing their surnames to sound more
«Russian», Ukrainians were not guaranteed equal opportunities
compared to Great Russians [26, pp. 20-25].

Building on the previous points, it can be asserted that the Rus-
sian imperial regime exhibited numerous parallels to Western coloni-
alism, such as economic exploitation, imposition of foreign culture,
and perpetuation of inferiority complex among the colonised. Howev-
er, certain differences existed in the manner in which these were im-
plemented and rationalised. The proximity of Russian colonies al-
lowed for assimilation programs to be more efficient, and the ab-
sence of colonial offices allowed for a cost-effective use of military
forces. While these circumstances gave rise to a portrayal of state
development as «natural and advantageous for all», a perspective
widely embraced by Russian elites, it was a customary strategy em-
ployed by empires during that era to rationalise their colonial en-
deavours with altruistic motives. The crucial difference between
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Western and Russian colonial history was that after the collapse of
Empires that followed WW1, the socialist movements in the West
went in line with anti-colonial struggle of oppressed populations and
ultimately contributed to the decolonisation and change in the world
order, while the Russian Bolsheviks silenced the anti-colonial re-
sistance of former Russian colonies for decades.

It is remarkable that all the states that once were under control
of Russian Empire and declared their independence after the fall of
Tsarists regime were eventually included in the Soviet Union. Some
of the states, such as Latvia, Lithuania, Estonia, and Finland, had
been autonomous until World War Il. However, the Baltic states
eventually were occupied by the Soviet army for around five decades
[6] and Finland managed to preserve its independence although it
cost tens of thousands of casualties, the ceding of 11% of its territo-
ry, a share of industry and the role of a satellite of the Soviet Union
until its collapse [10]. Other states, including Ukraine, Belarus, Ar-
menia, Azerbaijan, and Georgia, attempted to achieve independence
but were invaded by the Red Army in the early 1920s and did not
even start the decolonisation process. Mark von Hagen described
the short-lived sovereignty of these states and the subsequent re-
newal of Russian domination as a «failed decolonisation» [28].

Failed Decolonisation

The Russian Revolution in 1917 was presumably conceived as
anti-colonial in its essence. Many scholars view seminal works of
Lenin, such as The Right of Nations to Self-determination (1914) and
Imperialism: The Highest Stage of Capitalism (1916) as valuable
sources of postcolonialism. He developed Marx's ideas of national
and colonial issues, having taken into consideration the specific his-
torical contexts. As a matter of fact, in his work «The right of Nations
to Self-Determination» Lenin disagreed with the widely shared
among Western communists’ view that support of the right of nations
to secession implicates support of bourgeois nationalism. In contrast,
he stated that as long as the bourgeoisie of the oppressed nation
fights the oppressor «we are always, in every case, and more strong-
ly than anyone else, in favour», while when the bourgeoisie stands
for its own bourgeois nationalism, «we stand against» [11]. Still, he
underlined that the right for self-determination of nations has no other
meanings than political self-determination, that is driven by strong
economic factors in those states, where the bourgeois-democratic
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reforms have not been completed yet, including Russia [11]. Fur-
thermore, he continued, the national question in Russia is also condi-
tioned by the fact that «subject people» in this nation state mainly in-
habit the border regions, experience considerably stronger oppres-
sion that in neighbouring states, and in some cases such nationali-
ties have compatriots across the border, who enjoy greater national
independence. He concluded that these factors among others make
the recognition of the right of nations to self-determination in Russia
a critical issue [11].

It is important to note, Lenin referred to Russia as to the multi-
national state with a ruling metropolitan and peripheral oppressed
minorities, but never as to colonial empire. Although he acknowl-
edged the marginalised position of «oppressed nations» on the bor-
ders of «Great Russia», he did not include them among world's colo-
nised peoples. While Lenin supported the self-determination of such
nations in a political sense, he still regarded their indigenous territo-
ries as integral part of Russia. This made the striking difference be-
tween Russian Bolshevik anti-imperial thought and anti-colonial
struggles in the periphery of the Russian Empire, where Marxism
was considered as a way to mobilise people against Russian colonial
rule. Stephen Velychenko suggests that the failure of most Russian
Bolsheviks to recognise the nationalism of the ruling Russian nation-
ality was the main cause of the emergence of the restoration of em-
pire under communist rule [26, pp. 93-96].

The first federal Constitution in the Soviet Union was adopted
on July 6, 1923 and ratified on January 31, 1924. It aimed to formally
establish the links between Moscow and other republics: Ukrainian,
Belarussian, and the Transcaucasian, which included Azerbaijan,
Georgia, and Armenia. The Supreme authority was granted to the
Soviet Congress, which consisted of representatives from the cities'
Soviets and provincial Soviets. The Union's Central Executive Com-
mittee had two chambers. One was the Council of the Union, com-
prising 371 members selected by the Congress from among the rep-
resentatives of the republics in proportion to each republic's popula-
tion. The other chamber was the Council of Nationalities, consisting
of 131 representatives — five from each union republic or autono-
mous republic, and one from each autonomous region. These repre-
sentatives were elected by the executive committee of the respective
republic or region. The Council of People's Commissars continued to
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be the body in charge of the implementation and administration of
policies, responsible to the Central Executive Committee.

However, Rett. R. Ludwikowski made an interesting observation
that the Constitution of the USSR and all related official documents
refrained from using the terms «federal» and «federation». Instead,
the state was strictly considered to be unitary, with several partially
autonomous subordinate units included [12, p. 132]. Indeed, the new
Constitution that was expected to divide the powers in the newly es-
tablished union did not substantially deviate much from the Soviet
(Russian) Constitution of 1918 that, as Rett. R. Ludwikowski pointed
out, rather described than prescribed the organisation of power [12,
p. 131]. He refers to W. Chamberlin, who remarked on the Soviet
Constitution that its numerous provisions were merely theoretical as
they were not put into practice. The actual power was held by the
Communist Party, and the Constitution's provisions regarding elec-
tion methods and the frequency of Soviet Congresses were disre-
garded or breached [12].

The theoretical nature of Soviet constitution may be best exem-
plified by Articles 14—15, which ensured freedom of speech, opinion
and assembly. These provisions were later included in Article 125 of
Stalin's Constitution of the USSR adopted in 1936, the period of the
greatest terror in the Soviet Union. Notably, the following Article 126
in Stalin's Constitution for the first time mentioned the role of Bolshe-
vik party, which was «represented the leading core of all organisa-
tions of the working people, both public and private» [2, Art. 126].
This provision was used for justification of the prohibition of all other
political parties from operating within the Soviet Union and the legiti-
misation of a single-party state. Whereas in practice, the USSR was
ruled by a one-party system from the outset of the Bolsheviks' sei-
zure of power in Russia and it was firmly linked with nationalism that
the Bolsheviks claimed to oppose.

The term «nationalism» was extensively applied to other com-
munist parties, but it was never used regarding Bolsheviks, as they
represented the golden standard of Soviet Man («homo sovieticusy),
an average person, without nationality, strictly committed to Bolshe-
vik ideology. However, a closer examination reveals that this stand-
ard, imposed on everyone under Bolshevik rule, was tightly linked to
Russian national identity. To illustrate this point, Stephen Velychenko
refers to CPU (Communist Party (Bolsheviks) of Ukraine, which was
founded in Moscow with less than 7% of Ukrainian members, and
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came to power through the Red Army's occupation of Ukraine. The
primary argument put forth by the CPU to legitimise the renewed
subjugation of Ukraine under centralised Russian control was the al-
leged peril of a counterrevolution that could transform Ukraine into a
colony of international imperialism [26, pp. 93-96].

Ukrainian socialists and Marxists who blamed Bolsheviks for re-
inforcing the old imperial structures of domination through puppet
governments were quickly accused in complicity to bourgeoisie. The
notorious right of nations for self-determination was called a tool of
bourgeois counter-revolution against Soviet Russia, while the military
invasion of Ukraine was named «liberation» [26, pp. 61-63]. It was a
Communist Party of Ukraine, a part of a single centralised Russian
Communist Party, overwhelmingly non-Ukrainian in membership and
the only permitted party in Soviet Ukraine, that, in one month after
gaining the power, declared all the decrees of the Ukrainian govern-
ment regarding economics, finance, labor and communications su-
perseded by Russian decrees, and declared its second most im-
portant task to provide resources to workers of another country, Rus-
sia [26, pp. 20-53]. Consequently, in the period of 1927 to 1928, the
majority of Ukrainian products, such as wheat, were exported to
Russian regions, comprising approximately 89% of all exports [5]. All
the policy tools engineered by Bolshevik regime to suppress the re-
volt, starting with the so-called «indigenisation» (the short-term relief
on cultural and linguistic matters) in 1920s and ending with the Ho-
lodomor (man-made famine that killed millions of Ukrainians and was
recognised as an act of genocide by 19 countries and Ukraine [32])
in 1930s, were applied by the republican soviet government, that
supposed to be independent.

Postulating that the USSR is nothing more than a «hierarchy of
nations in which one nation grows and develops economically at the
expense of other nations» [4, p. 112], Vsevolod Golubnychyi sup-
ported this statement with data from the balance of revenues and
expenditures of the USSR state budget in Ukraine. According to it, in
1940, Moscow did not return to Ukraine 2,051 billion rubles in reve-
nues. To compare, England's annual income from India around 1940
was equal to 2,99 billion rubles, and the income of the imperialists in
China between 1931-1937 was equal to about 349,59 million rubles
annually [4, p. 115]. Disproportions in the resources distribution are
also evidenced by the data on the specific weight of Ukraine in the
USSR by some indicators (Figure 2) and a comparison of Ukrainian
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and the rest of the USSR's indices of national income and capital in-
vestments per capita (Figure 3).

Thus, in particular, Figure 3 illustrates that even when the na-
tional income of the rest of the USSR was higher than in Ukraine,
they received even more capital investments. It means that re-
sources were drained from Ukraine and it was deliberately impover-
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ished. Another aspect was that after all the economic destruction and
looting during WWII, losses of the national economy amounted to
40% of all-Union losses only 19% of all capital investments were al-
located to Ukraine [33, pp. 324-326].

Along with this, continuing the imperial traditions, the colonialist
demographic policy was launched. It tied peasants to the village or
forced them to go to the North of Russia to Siberia and Kazakhstan.
The prohibition on issuing passports to peasants except for actual
serfdom and depriving Ukrainian industry of labor also deprived cities
of an influx of Ukrainian ethnic elements [33, p. 333]. At the same
time, there was a draining of human resources. According to
Golubnychyi, Ukrainian universities graduated 550 000 specialists in
the period from 1925 to 1955. As of 1955, there were only 414 000 of
them in Ukraine. Thus, taking into account other factors, during these
years, Ukraine lost about 21% of its specialists [4, p. 122]. Bohdan
Vynar stressed an issue with «the saturation of the Ukrainian indus-
try’s administrative management apparatus with Russian manage-
ment and service personnel, which does not correspond to the over-
all percentage of the Russian minority in Ukraine» as proof of eco-
nomic colonialism and its national features in Ukraine [29, p. 101].
These data testify colonial expansion of Ukraine by the USSR in dif-
ferent contexts, including economic and demographic.

Imperial views regarding the indigenous populations of former
colonies of Imperial Russia did not contradict, but rather reinforced
the Marxists' ideas of nationalism and nationality, which posited that
nationalism was regressive while small national states were archaic.
Stephen Velychenko suggested that Bolsheviks «nationalised their
communism» much like other Marxist movements in their respective
countries while Lenin's principle of «the right of self-determination»
was used as a pretext for the «imperial reunion» under the guise of
improved conditions. He argues that most Bolsheviks, who had been
educated in lines with the values and beliefs of the Russian Empire,
did not consider Ukrainians foreign, but rather as a non-Russian mi-
nority, that had settled in Russian lands [26, p. 95]. Consequently,
ethnic Ukrainians were officially permitted to join the Communist Par-
ty of Ukraine, work in Soviet institutions or hold high positions in the
factories. However, they had to conform to the «Soviet Man» stand-
ard, which required complete adherence to Soviet (Russian Bolshe-
vik) ideology and rejection of any aspect of national identity deemed
undesirable or inferior by the Party. This unwritten rule was not ex-
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clusive to Ukraine but was also applied in other «Soviet republics»,
such as Georgia and Kazakhstan. Consequently, in the Soviet Re-
publics, it was possible for individuals of different ethnic back-
grounds, including Ukrainians, Kazakhs, and Georgians, to hold in-
fluential positions alongside ethnic Russians. In fact, due to their
non-Russian nationality, they often had stronger incentives to remain
loyal to the Central Government in order to avoid being labelled as
«enemies» of the people.

Similarly, Mark von Hagen argues that the Soviet political order
did not resolve the colonial question or «national question», as it was
called in the Russian Empire, but rather transformed it in a way that
could satisfy the needs of the new political organisation in Russia
[28, p. 159]. Von Hagen also notes in another article, «From Imperial
Russia to Colonial Ukraine», that when the Bolshevik regime came to
power, they criticised Wilson's program as a mere mask for contin-
ued imperialism and colonial slavery [27, p. 182]. However, similarly
to the Entente leaders who chose not to apply the infamous Fourteen
Points to their own colonies, the Bolsheviks retained complete politi-
cal and economic control over non-Russian imperial lands, which
were called «republics».

Despite this, many scholars who acknowledge the restoration of
the Russian empire under Bolshevik rule tend to omit the continuity
of colonial practices in Russia, that leads to misinterpretation of colo-
nialism and its consequences in the post-Soviet space. For example,
Paul Robinson suggests that the mechanism of revival of Russian
empire under Soviet rule was a gradual divergence from international
tensions and external threats [20, pp. 244—-247]. According to Robin-
son, early Soviet ideology was strongly against Russian nationalism
and had an internationalist flavour. However, later on, the emphasis
gradually shifted towards building a nation within the Soviet Union,
that involved a return to «narrative history» that glorified figures from
Russia's imperial past. This shift was brought about by political ten-
sions in Europe in the 1930s, and was further intensified by the Ger-
man invasion of the Soviet Union in 1941. Russian nationalism, thus,
became the basis for rallying population against the external threat,
as it was seen as a safer option compared to the nationalism of mi-
norities who could potentially be viewed as fifth columns during the
war.

While recognising the potential influence of external threats and
tensions on the expansionist policies of the Soviet Union, we hold a
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differing view that these factors alone can account for the regime's
imperialistic actions. As previously discussed, the Bolsheviks' ideolo-
gy inherently viewed Russia as a multinational state and the indige-
nous populations of its former colonies as minorities within that state.
This suggests that colonial impulses were present from the outset of
Soviet rule and persisted even after Stalin's death, which marked the
end of the era of «Great Terror».

Following the death of Stalin in 1953, the Soviet Union under-
went significant transformations both domestically and international-
ly, referred to as the «thaw» period in literature. This era was marked
by a relaxation of propaganda, censorship, and ideology, as well as a
desire for peaceful coexistence with other nations. Moreover, the
USSR surprisingly became a vocal proponent of human rights on the
international arena, particularly in regards to decolonisation, self-
determination, and social rights, playing a crucial role in the estab-
lishment of the post-1945 human rights system. The Soviet govern-
ment vigorously advocated for the inclusion of decolonisation, na-
tional liberation, and self-determination in the founding documents of
the UN, while liberal Western powers held to the notion that only
«mature» populations had the capabilty to exercise self-
determination. In 1957, when Ghana joined the UN, Soviet leader-
ship viewed it as their own achievement and presented the Soviet
Union as a model for the rest of the world. Similar to the Soviet poli-
cies implemented since 1917, Khrushchev claimed that the nationali-
ties who had endured oppression and poverty during the tsarist era
were now experiencing freedom within the Soviet Union. He argued
that through the principles of communist self-determination, these
nationalities had the opportunity to cultivate their distinct cultures and
make substantial advancements in their living standards [30,
pp. 247-259].

Nonetheless, in reality, despite the Soviet Union's sincere en-
dorsement of oppressed nations globally, it did not make any effort to
grant autonomy to its own dependent populations. Instead, it used its
image as a leader of the global socialist and anticolonial movement
to justify military invasions of independent states such as the Baltic
States, Hungary, Czechoslovakia, and Afghanistan. These double
standards raise legitimate doubts about the genuine motives of the
Soviet authorities when it comes to promoting human rights on the
international stage. Indeed, after World War Il, the so-called «Third
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World» became the battlefield in the Cold War between the USSR
and the Western Block.

The internal changes that took place in the Soviet Union after
the Stalin's death followed the similar pattern. Khrushchev initiated
the constitution-making, which was intended to signal a new era in
the USSR. However, despite the new constitution's emphasis on the
democratic foundations of the Soviet system and a significantly ex-
tended chapter on citizens' basic rights, it did not bring any signifi-
cant changes to Soviet law. As Christopher Osakwe commented, in
spite of the official declarations, the new constitution did not intro-
duce any innovative ideas to Soviet law. Furthermore, it does not
generate any significant hopes among the general public, and fails to
establish a new developmental policy for Soviet society [16].

Certainly, most of the Soviet citizens, especially the marginal-
ised minorities, could not expect any significant changes from the
soviet law. As Krawchenko pointed out, the official stance of the So-
viet Union on national relationships was no different from Marx and
Engels' perspective that ideology serves to hide the interests of dom-
inant socio-political groups [8, pp. 175-182]. Although the relative
easing of censorship allowed for the emergence of a strong dissident
movement in the Soviet republics, the Russian Bolshevik regime
used a range of repressive tactics, including bureaucratic harass-
ment, psychiatric abuse, forced exile, and judicial persecution, to
suppress the dissidents [22]. It is worth to note that some Russian
dissidents were also subjected to repression, however they did not
encounter the specific issue of the «national question» that was car-
ried over from the Russian Empire to the Soviet regime. The social
prejudice against indigenous nationalities and the russification policy
persisted under the guise of the «merge» project (Russian — «sli-
ianie»), which aimed to further assimilate these groups into Russian
culture. Krawchenko contends that the notion of Georgians, with their
Ibero-Caucasian language, joining forces with the Finno-Ugric Esto-
nians or the Turkic Uzbeks to create a unified nation with a common
language was illogical. Instead, the practical application of «sliianie»
aimed to assimilate these distinct groups entirely into Russian culture
[8, pp. 175-182].

The new Fundamental Law of the USSR provided a more de-
tailed outline of power distribution between the Union and Soviet Re-
publics, but it did not alter the legal and institutional framework of the
Soviet Union. For example, while Article 72 of the Constitution grant-
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ed Union Republics the right to secede from the USSR [3, Art. 72],
the absence of any legal procedures to exercise this right meant that
it was effectively meaningless. This was evident when the Baltic
states attempted to gain independence through parliamentary votes
and referendums, only to be met with a response from the Supreme
Soviet claiming that their actions were invalid due to discrepancies
with Articles 74 and 75 of the constitution. These articles asserted
the supremacy of USSR law and the sovereignty of the USSR over
its territory, creating a legal gap that many lawyers refer to as a «la-
cuna». The Soviet Union's overwhelming military power combined
with the dependence of the judiciary from the Party effectively en-
sured that the right to secede was never truly granted.

Concerning the economic component of Soviet colonial policy, it
is worth considering the main macroeconomic indicators in Ukraine.
Figure 4 demonstrates the actual constant decrease in most of them,
which is a sign of ineffective economic policy and exhausting exten-
sive economic development. Stepan Zlupko emphasized an essential
factor that is not to be omitted when talking about the dynamics and
efficiency of the national economy in the 1960s—-1980s. All the eco-
nomic decisions, starting from setting prices, distributing capital in-
vestments, directing production, approving transport tariffs, taxes and
so on, were made based on imperial, not Ukrainian interests [33,
p. 342].

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Another side of the coin was that Ukraine had limited capacity to
provide itself with the final product. The integration of Ukrainian in-
dustry in the final product production amounted to 15-20%, while
more than 70% in Russia [33, p. 361].

In general, evidence about Soviet colonialism covers a wide
range of issues and spheres of life. In particular, such an issue as
Soviet ecocide when almost a third of the ecological dirt of the em-
pire was concentrated on 3% of the USSR’s territory, i.e. Ukraine
[33, p. 353]. Or the state of Ukrainian science and language as well.
To demonstrate a colonial-periphery position of Ukrainian economic
science, for instance, Zlupko noted, that «during the entire period of
existence of the Ukrainian SSR, not a single work of the world eco-
nomic classics was published in the Ukrainian language, if we do not
count «Capital» and other works of Marx. All other classics were
supposed to be replaced by the works of Marx, Engels, Lenin, Stalin,
Brezhnev, etc. But the Ukrainian-speaking reader does not have Ar-
istotle, Plato, Petty, Smith, Keene, Ricardo, Keynes, Samuelson,
etc., etc.» which is important to keep pace with the achievement of
the civilized world [34, p. 70].

Building upon the previous points, the Western perception of the
Soviet regime as both anti-imperialistic and anticolonial was shaped
by the role of socialist movements in the Western World and the
USSR's involvement in the global decolonisation movement. Howev-
er, this view fails to account for the domination-oriented attitude to-
wards former colonies, ingrained in the Bolsheviks' ideology inherited
from the Russian Empire, which persisted throughout the Soviet Un-
ion's existence until its dissolution. Many postcolonial scholars find it
contradictory to believe that a country that championed the rights of
the most underprivileged and subjugated peoples would also take a
diametrically opposed stance towards other nations. Consequently,
most of the atrocities committed by Russian Bolsheviks are often
solely attributed to Stalin's «great terror», thereby overlooking the
continuous oppression of nations within the USSR by the Bolshevik
regime, which was carried out through quasi-colonial institutions that
operated within the mainly declaratory in nature legal system. This
continuity of colonialism experienced had a lasting impact on the de-
velopment of ex-dependant states after the collapse of the USSR,
exacerbated by the reluctance of the ex-colonial metropole, the pre-
sent-day Russian Federation, to embrace its colonial past.
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It is crucial to point out that not all former colonies of Russian
Empire perfectly fit into the category of what Mark von Hagen re-
ferred to as «failed decolonization». Latvia, Lithuania and Estonia
were able to maintain their sovereignty for several decades before
the Soviet invasion. As Andres Kasekamp points out, the newly au-
tonomous states encountered numerous obstacles in constructing
their government and establishing their national identity [6]. Never-
theless, they experienced a process of state-building, formed the re-
quired institutions, and fundamentally reorganised their economies,
becoming notable exporters of food to Western Europe by the late
1930s. So, despite the interruption of the decolonisation process by
the new invasion, the years of independence provided significant ad-
vantages to the Baltic States in restoring their independence in 1991.
This sets them apart from former colonies of Russian empire, where
the Bolshevik regime quickly replaced the old imperial regime.

Conclusion. Throughout this article, we focused on the ap-
plicability of postcolonial theory to the post-Soviet states and the un-
tapped potential within this context. By scrutinising the intersections
of theory and reality, we have sought to shed light on the unexplored
avenues within the realm of postcolonial studies in this specific geo-
political landscape.

Analysis of the limitations of traditional postcolonial theory high-
lighted how it often overlooks the complex dynamics of the so-called
«Second World». It was evident that the exploitation of indigenous
populations was rationalised through their perceived «backward-
ness», creating a sense of inferiority based on any distinguishing
characteristic. Colonialism's impact extended beyond mere racial or
geographical boundaries. Drawing from this understanding, we
delved into the colonial practices of both the Russian imperial and
Bolshevik regimes. Despite variations in implementation, these prac-
tices exhibited striking similarities with Western colonialism, including
economic exploitation, cultural imposition, and the perpetuation of an
inferiority complex among the colonised.

Our analysis unveiled that exclusion of former colonies of Rus-
sian Empire from postcolonial studies primarily stemmed from a mis-
perception of Bolshevik ideology, often considered anti-imperialist
and anti-colonial. Our research revealed that the Bolsheviks mo-
nopolised the anti-imperialist communist movement, denying colo-
nies the chance for independence. We also underscored the persis-
tence of colonial practices, such as genocide and forced deporta-
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tions, which have often been overlooked due to the Soviet Union's
anti-colonial stance and the underrepresentation of post-Soviet
states in global knowledge production.

Enriching our comprehension of global colonialism's multifacet-
ed nature, this article underscores the urgent need to view the post-
imperial post-Soviet space through a postcolonial lens. By doing so,
it advocates for a more inclusive examination of marginalised socie-
ties. Our approach supplements the prevailing discourse on Western
colonialism, offering fresh perspectives and deepening our under-
standing of global colonial legacies. After all, a context-specific ap-
proach is indispensable to grasp the intricate trajectories of post-
Soviet states. Such an approach informs enlightened policy deci-
sions and transformative reforms, ensuring that these nations evolve
in ways that resonate with their unique historical contexts. Further-
more, adopting a postcolonial framework facilitates the participation
of scholars from diverse backgrounds in global knowledge produc-
tion. This inclusive approach guarantees representation for various
post-Soviet states, fostering a more comprehensive analysis of the
colonial legacy and its global ramifications.

LANDLORD ENTREPRENEURSHIP IN MAKARIV
DISTRICT AT THE END OF THE 19TH — BEGINNING OF THE
20TH CENTURY: A HISTORICAL HERITAGE

Optimizing the use of local resource potential based on the de-
velopment of entrepreneurship is an important factor in the recovery
of the Ukrainian economy. The purpose of the article is a historical
and economic analysis of the entrepreneurial activities of Ukrainian
landowners, namely the specifics of agro-industrial entrepreneurship
of the Makariv District in the second half of the 19th and early 20th
centuries.

On the basis of a retrospective analysis of the emergence of en-
trepreneurship in Ukraine, the main development trends and specif-
ics of the formation of landlord entrepreneurship are characterized on
the example of the Makariv District. It is shown that the entrepre-
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neurship of the post-reformation era occupied an important place in
the landlord economy. As a result of the combination of cultivation of
agricultural products and their processing, landlords’ farms turned
into agrarian-industrial complexes. Specialization was determined by
natural and climatic conditions. In the course of the research, it was
revealed that the technical processing of agricultural products: sugar,
distillery, tobacco, and flour mill production gained a powerful devel-
opment. The author notes that the existence of a practically closed
production cycle was characteristic of the entrepreneurial type of
landlord farms.

The landowners of the Makariv District introduced such produc-
tions that best corresponded to natural, financial conditions and mar-
ket demands. Simultaneously with the production of agricultural
products, they made investments in distilleries, breweries, mills, and
sawmills that were part of their estates. Combining the production of
agricultural products with their industrial processing provided the
owner with stable profits.

The business activities of the landowners, focused on the most
effective use of local natural resource potential, acquired the charac-
ter of agrarian and industrial entrepreneurship, which, along with en-
suring profits, performed social and economic functions in the devel-
opment of the Makariv District. The formulation of a strategy and
specific ways of regional recovery and transformation of agricultural
production affected by Russian aggression should be based on posi-
tive historical experience.

HISTORY OF THE STOCK MARKET
IN UKRAINE IN THE CONTEXT OF THE FORMATION
OF INVESTMENT MECHANISMS
(second half of the 19th — beginning of the 20th centuries)

The study of economic heritage and the historical trajectory of
the formation of the economic system of Ukraine is an important sci-
entific task. The relevance of the problem of the formation of effective
capital generation and investment mechanisms is increasing in the
conditions of macroeconomic destabilization and the destruction of
economic potential caused by the military attack of the Russian
Federation.
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The purpose of the publication is to present the results of a
comprehensive study of the main factors, prerequisites and trends in
the formation and development of institutions and mechanisms of
Ukraine’s stock market during the second half of the 19th and early
20th centuries. Special attention is paid to the study of the compo-
nents of the institutional structure of this market, which stimulate its
formation and development in Ukraine.

The author defines the peculiarities of the functioning of the
Ukrainian segment of the Russian Empire’s stock market. The circu-
lation of securities on the Odesa, Kyiv, and Kharkiv stock exchanges
was characterized by a lower level of state regulation compared to
other stock exchanges. This contributed to the revival of investment
processes and the accelerated development of stock market institu-
tions and mechanismes.

The author reveals the contribution of Ukrainian economists of
the second half of the 19th and the beginning of the 20th centuries in
the development of scientific analysis of the stock market and practi-
cal approaches to the development of market institutions and mech-
anisms.

A historical regularity in the formation of the stock market under
the influence of state regulation of the circulation of securities has
been revealed. This practice was a driver of the development of the
stock market in the short term, but became an institutional barrier to
the implementation of long-term investment strategies. The banking
structures' monopolization of the over-the-counter circulation of secu-
rities and the establishment of control over transactions on the stock
exchange led to the destruction of the mechanism of market pricing
in the stock market and the increased cost of investment resources.

The conclusion is argued that the first wave of market transfor-
mations in the Ukrainian economy (the second half of the 19th centu-
ry — the beginning of the 20th century) facilitated the development of
institutions and mechanisms of financial support for economic devel-
opment with significant specificities and limitations.

EXPERIENCE OF FINANCING MILITARY EXPENDITURES
DURING THE FIRST WORLD WAR

Continuation of the Russian-Ukrainian war increases the risks of
Ukraine’s increased financial and economic dependence on the polit-
ical will and economic capabilities of our allies, underscoring the im-
portance of studying the experience in developing and implement-
ing measures to transform the country's economic and financial poli-
cies in wartime conditions.

The author analyzes the use of emission, tax and credit instru-
ments to ensure the financial capacity to cover the growing military
needs of the Russian Empire and its allies during the First World
War. Characterized various specifics of the financial policy of the im-
perial government during the initial years of the war, reflecting con-
temporary ideas about state intervention in economic life. On the
one hand, there was an extensive issuance of credit notes to fund
war needs, leading to the spread of inflation. On the other hand, the
authorities sought, through coercion, to curb price increases. It is ar-
gued that the absence of a long-term transformation program in the
financial sphere after the onset of the war forced the government to
resort to excessive expansion of the emission activities of the State
Bank, gradually reducing the gold backing of the ruble, which result-
ed in the proliferation of inflationary processes and negatively im-
pacted economic development. The author characterizes the policy
of state credit, which was actively applied to finance war expendi-
tures. Three components of internal state credit are distinguished:
obligations of the state treasury, essentially interest-bearing money;
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treasury notes that were essentially interest-bearing money; and
bond loans that dominated in covering war expenditures.
