their legal upbringing; The legal tasks, which are solved in the process of legal
education of pupils, are described. Different approaches to constructing the
content of the legal material are described. It is noted that the basis of legal
beliefs is legal knowledge.

It is emphasized that in legal knowledge special scientific, as well as life
experience of man, his outlook are accumulated. The emphasis is on the fact that
beliefs are formed only if the knowledge merges with feelings. It is noted that
the lack of legal education leads to the fact that students often give incorrect
assessments to certain moral and legal phenomena, facts, and based on
inaccurate and false views, misconduct when dealing with a particular issue.

Abstract. The article analyzes the problem of hyperactive children. The
concepts of “hyperactivity”, “hyperactive disorder with attention deficit”,
“attention deficit hyperactivity disorder syndrome” are analyzed. It is noted that
hyperactive children have an increased need for movement, and when this
requirement is blocked, the rules of behavior in a child worsens attention,
reduces performance, increases fatigue. It is found that despite a significant
number of studies of the problem of hyperactivity, among parents and teachers
there is the opinion that hyperactivity is just a behavioral problem, and
sometimes simply «promiscence» of a child or the result of inability to educate.
