Monetary Fund on post-conflict reconstruction. The aim of investigation is the summarizing experience of activity
ofthese international financial institutions in overcoming the consequences of armed confilicts.

Special attention was given to World Bank Group support in Croatia (in 1994—2000) as well as analysis of
specificity of the projects implementation in the areas of rehabilitation of infrastructure, health protection, real

and financial sector of economy.

On the basis of analysis of the financial assistance from IBRD, IDA and IMF to 10 post-conflict countries (Angola,
Cambodia, Republic ofthe Congo, Indonesia, Liberia, Macedonia, Serbia, Sierra Leone, Solomon Islands, Tajikistan)
has been identified trend of increasing credit and loans in absolute (in US dollar) and relative terms (as % of GDP).

The State and Peacebuilding Fund'’s activities, in particular, the project "Conflict Transition, Pilot Project on
Restoration and Capacity Building” in Ukraine has not been left without attention.
