Drug addiction and related crimes are one of the most painful issues not only in
Georgia, but throughout the world. In recent years, drug addiction is considered to be
a phenomenon that threatens not only the health of the population, but also represents
one of the most important issues for national security.

The number of problematic drug users in Georgia is growing. According to data
of 2014, there were about 49,700 problematic (injecting) users in Georgia, while in
2012 this figure equalled about 45,000. The percentage indicator of drugs consumed
by adult population (2.02% 22) is about 3 times higher than the average European rate.
There are also non-problematic and irregular drugs users in the country, whose
number is unknown.

The study of the use of psychoactive substances in Georgia in 2015 shows that
almost every tenth adult in Georgia has received psychotropic medicines at least once
without a doctor's prescription.

In order to improve drug-related situation in Georgia at this stage, we consider
the following to be urgent tasks:

Drug policy is a global problem in the present reality. We present our
vision of what measures the state should take to eliminate the above-mentioned
crime.

Firstly, fighting against drug addiction is one of the major national tasks due to
drug-related situation created in Georgia. In such case, what kind of drug policy and
drug legislation should be established in the country needs to be decided by Georgian
population using plebiscite and not one interested group, no matter whether it is state
or not. It should be noted that in the US in the last presidential election, several states
have simultaneously held a referendum to legalize marijuana, while Italy solved this
issue still in 1993 through a referendum too.

Initially, it is necessary to carry out a sociological survey regarding drug policy
and drug legislation in all regions of Georgia (in large cities) in the language as
understandable and simple for people as possible. The law, which defines the rules of
conduct, along with everything should be moral and it is impossible to deal with any
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law without studying the will of the population, especially in relation to drug
legislation.

Secondly, there is a poor condition in terms of treating drug addicts. The state
can not provide proper treatment to people with drug-related problems in Georgia.
Private clinics are mainly concerned with this issue and the treatment there costs quite
expensive. People who are strongly dependent on drugs prefer to buy drugs again with
this money. Therefore, the government should make a decision and consider it as an
urgent necessity to create anti-drug treatment and rehabilitation system in Georgia.
Such treatment centers should be deployed (as the world practice shows in the regions
most affected with drugging). Treatment in such institutions, despite the fact that their
functioning and keeping is an expensive service, should be free as a rule. The state
should find funds and create such largely trusted long-term medical treatment and
rehabilitation centers for which various funds should also get involved.

Third - lightmotive of the Ministry of Education and Higher Education should
be bringing up and educating teenagers and young generation with anti-drug
psychology. Such work and antidrug special training should be organized and
systematic in pre-school institutions, schools and higher education for which anti-drug
education should become a part of their curriculum.

Fourth - Since Georgia has already been strictly established as an integral part
of the international transit area of drugs, it is necessary to have permanent and active
cooperation with international organizations fighting these problems, and to form
bilateral and multilateral co-operation agreements with drug producers and its transit
states.

Fifth - if we look through the international practice on the use of drugs without
doctors’ prescription or for personal consumption, which is so relevant for Georgia,
so-called alternative forms of the punishment can be used, which involve the use of a
complex medical and psycho-social measure towards the people who have voluntarily
expressed the wish for treatment. For example, according to Belgian legislation, it is
possible to determine a conditional sentence for the first offense or even deferment the
sentence, and also during the following instances of breaking the law if the drug user
gives a consent to be treated. The Turkish legislation is also very interesting, the main
essence of which, is that if drug users voluntarily give consent for treatment, they are
acquitted from criminal responsibility.

Sixth - drug addiction — is a social, predominantly health problem. In general,
there are two main aspects of reduction in the tendency of drug addiction. First, the
reduction of drug access, which is a prerogative of the administrative organs and
second, reductions in the need for drugs, which is a rather hard and complex issue and
requires relevant bodies and ministries to collaborate on joint short-term and long-
term perspective of elaborating and implementing various event programs.

Instead of conclusion — In addition, it is necessary to note that in the previous
years it was initiated several times, including elaborating such program under National
Security Council of Georgia, but unfortunately the government did not have a political
will for that. Together with political will, the state program is capable of ensuring that
funds should be considered for its financial provision in the state budget. Only in this
case the fight against drug abuse can be regarded as a constituent part of Georgia's
permanent national interests.

Drug abuse and related crimes
are the most painful issue not only for Georgia but also for the whole world. In recent years, drug crime
has been seen as a phenomenon that threatens not only public health but also represents one of the major
threats to national security. A modern vision for improving the situation with drug addiction is outlined:
1) development and implementation of modern anti-drug policy and development of anti-drug legislation;
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2) the modern system of treatment and rehabilitation of drug addicts, including free of charge; 3) direction
of the efforts of the Ministry of Education to educate anti-drug psychology in adolescents and young
people; 4) establishment of permanent and active cooperation of Georgia with international organizations;
5) application of alternative forms of punishment to persons who have revealed the will to get rid of drug
addiction; 6) reducing access and the need for drug use through collaborating with bodies on the basis of
long-term programs.
