In this article narrative tension is conceptualized as a complex cognitive and affective phenomenon being ana-
lysed in two dimensions: psychological and textological.

In modern text
theory narrative tension is thought as a specific narrative strategy represented by definite narrative structures
inducing the particular emotional state of the reader
