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embodied her daughters, and four (groundwater, the surface of the earth, the heavens, and the starry sky) were male gods.
Ignoring the male spheres, the Cosmos acquired a three-sphere appearance. Daughters, like the Goddess, were divided into
their triplets (the second «generation»). Hence there are the three «female» symbols in the spheres of the dungeon, life and
heaven. In the symbolics, the division of these last threes into the next three (the third «generation») can be traced. The last
goddesses’ triplets are distinguished by a special cohesion. Apparently from here three mythological Moiras, Parks and others
occure. The author suggests that behind this three-time division of goddesses three «generationsy of primitive deities can hide,
i.e. primitive theogony, signs of which can be traced in a fairy tale and mythology.

Novelty. The author gives his original interpretation of the goddesses triplet in symbolism and ornaments, and
also explores the phenomenon of the triple tripling of goddesses, in which he sees primitive theogony.

The practical significance. The study reveals the possible myth-making logic. It can be used in the study of the
common roots of human culture.
