ments of Empress Maria, the Russian Red Cross, Care homes diligence and workshop houses the Imperial
philanthropic society. Added to this is a large number of charitable societies and institutions were subor-
dinated to different government departments. An active participation aristocrat in providing charitable
assistance to those in need was prevalent both within the Empire and in individual provinces. History of
Bessarabia province is a clear confirmation of this thesis.

One of the well-known institutions in the south of Ukraine became compassionate community of
sisters in Odessa, the occurrence of which is associated with the name of the famous Bessarabians —
A.S. Sturdza. Alexander Skarlatovych — known writer and political and social activist, diplomat, historian,
educator, philosopher and theologian. He was born in lasi in 1791, most of his life in Bessarabia and
Odessa, which moved in 1820.

In 1903 in Bessarabia, in Chisinau Committee was established charity. Like other similar institutions,
Chisinau committee had to support themselves independently through membership fees and donations. Lo-
cal noblewomen participated in the activities of the committee. If at first charity began to collect items and
donations for the soldiers’ families or wounded soldiers, then after a while noblewoman could organize a
real institution. Women's Committee headed Bessarabian governor wife Duchess Sofia Urusova.

A lot of the committee added to the beginning of the Russo-Japanese War of 1904—1905: nurses en-
gaged in equipment Bessarabian squad to the Far East, took care of the families of the soldiers who went
to the front. In autumn 1904 S. Urusov princess and her husband left Bessarabia. Instead, the committee
headed noblewoman Natalia Haruzina.

2 October 1906 Bessarabian charity committee was reorganized into the Society of the Red Cross nurses.
In honor of the local shrine — company took the name of the miraculous icon of Herbovetskoyi God Mother:

The scope of charitable aid opened opportunities for women-nobles in the manifestation of their
active life position. In addition to the opening and maintenance of various boards and private women's
schools, aristocrats own money kept shelters for babies, orphanages, charities created for women, part of
the office of various health committees, etc.

One of the characteristic of the social life of the empire the last third of XIX — early XX centuries was
the creation of communities of medical care, which included not only doctors. For example, it is societys
health, the main task of which was the struggle for the improvement of public health and sanitary condi-
tions. Consequently, in addition to medical and preventive measures (hygienic exhibitions, congresses,
reading and talking about hygiene), engaged in the study of society and the causes of the spread of disease,
finding methods to overcome them or avoid.

The nobility of Bessarabia province took an active part in charitable and custodial work in the field
of medical and health services in the region. Not the least role in this process is played by women noble-
women who, by their devotional service to the cause of public health deserve deep gratitude and historical
memory in the offspring.

POLITIC ACTIVITY OF PROFESSOR S. F. VESELOVSKY AT THE HEAD OF THE
CONSULATE GENERAL OF UKRAINE IN PETROGRAD (1918)

In the article the problem of formation of the diplomatic network in the day of the UNR and historical
whether the existence of an independent Ukrainian state. The peculiarities of the organization of the dip-
lomatic mission of the Ukrainian state in Petrograd, which by nature was really pro-ukrainian. Discusses
the work and contribution of professor S.F. Veselovsky in the development of the diplomatic service of the
Ukrainian State in Petrograd. The causes and character of the diplomatic service, the history and develop-
ment of diplomatic relations between Ukraine and the Soviet government in 1918. It is a separate histori-
cal analysis activity deserves Sergey Veselovsky, patriotic statesman, scientist, economist and organizer of
agricultural science in Ukraine.

Methodological basis of the article are based on scientific principles of historical accuracy, objec-
tivity, continuity, dialectical understanding of historical process. They are based on the priority of the
documents, which give the opportunity to fully analyze the diplomatic activity of S.F. Veselovsky. Impor-
tant ways to solve the problem of this study is the application of scientific typology, classification), inter-
disciplinary (structural-systemic approach), historical (problem-chronological, comparative historical,
descriptive, historical and cultural) methods of research and methods of source study, historiography of
analysis and synthesis. In the research process was also used techniques such as: dialectical and abstract
logic-generalization of the theoretical and methodological foundations for the development of diplomacy.

The role of Professor S.F. Veselovsky in the organization of the consular Affairs of the Ukrainian State
in Petrograd and the Petrograd district to some extent for many years was suppressed only through access to
archival sources and analysis of professional periodicals of that period, you can analyze his personal contri-
bution to the development of diplomatic Affairs of the Ukrainian State in 19171920 XX century.

At the beginning of 1918 year began the process of creating the legal and institutional framework of
the diplomatic service of the Ministry of foreign Affairs. Adopted a draft law on overseas institution UNR,
who claimed such a gradation of foreign institutions in Ukraine: embassies, diplomatic missions, General
consulates, vice-consulates and consular agencies that were led, respectively, ambassadors, envoys or
Ministers Plenipotentiary, Ministers resident, attorneys in business. This act provided for the organiza-
tional distribution of Ukrainian diplomatic missions: the Embassy And discharge (9 employees); Embassy
11 level (7 employees), the Embassy of the Il category (3 employees).Current activities of the Ukrainian
consular offices regulated by the law on agencies for protection of Ukrainian interests outside of the UPR
and charter of consular offices UNR. At this time it was planned to open 68 consular offices in 23 countries
and regions of the former Russian Empire, where were concentrated the Ukrainian community. It was the
city of Minsk, Samara, Tashkent, Thilisi and the Volga region (9 consulates), Siberia and the Urals (35),
Caucasian (6), Far East (4), Turkmenistan and Central Asia. The Ministry of foreign Affairs outlined the
program of training of diplomatic and consular personnel on the basis of Ukrainian economic society.
However, the unstable international situation, the severe economic and financial crisis is not allowed to
implement these plans, but the Ukrainian diplomatic service has done a lot to let the world know about
the existence of an independent Ukrainian state. Foreign Ministers in those difficult and troubled times
were V. Shulgin, V. Golubovic, V. Chekhov, D. Doroshenko, which to the best of their knowledge, and more
importantly real possibilities, formed and directed the diplomatic service of the young Ukrainian state. In
most of these countries the Ukrainian embassies and consulates, ambassadors and consuls appeared in the
lists of the diplomatic corps, enjoyed diplomatic immunity and privileges as defined by international law,
and in several other countries, their status was semi-formal, or only tolerant.

Unfortunately, at the moment there is no specific research on diplomatic and political activities of
professor S. F. Veselovsky in general and within the Consulate General of the Ukrainian State, in particu-
lar. Of particular value to us is represented by letter addressed to the Consul General of the Ukrainian
State Sergey Veselovsky to the foreign Department at the Commissariat of internal Affairs of the Petrograd
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labor commune (July 3, 1918), the letter of the Consul General of the Ukrainian State in Petrograd Sergey
Veselovsky in the Commissioner of the Commissariat for foreign Affairs of the RSFSR (August 5, 1918),
telegram from the Ministry of foreign Affairs to the Diplomatic mission of Germany in Kiev with the re-
quest to transfer to the Ministry of foreign Affairs of the Ukrainian State telegram Ukrainian General Con-
sul in Petrograd S. Veselovsky (October 29, 1918), the letter of the Consul General of the Ukrainian State
in Petrograd S. Veselovsky to the official Ukrainian mission in Scandinavia V. Timrata ( July 10, 1918),
memorandum to the Consul General of the Ukrainian State in Petrograd S. Veselovsky Minister of foreign
Affairs G. Afanasyev on the situation of Ukrainians arrested in Soviet Russia (December, 1918).

Analysis of documents on thematically meaningful representation allowsto separate the major activi-
ties of the Ukrainian consulates. They were defined by functional purpose of the Consulate is to protect the
interests of citizens of the Ukrainian State or ethnic Ukrainians on the territory of the RSFSR. According
to the report of Consul General Sergey Veselovsky within the Ministry of foreign Affairs, filed in December
1918, in Petrograd during the implementation of the «red terror» was carried out searches and more than
450 citizens of the Ukrainian State were arrested without trial, and some of them were shot. Most of those
arrested were officers of the Royal army, or the highest officials of the former government.

Ukrainian Consulate in Petrograd actively cooperated in the protection and support of arrested
ukrainian citizens with the Swedish Red Cross. Subsequently, at the Consulate General in St. Petersburg
was organized by the Department of the Ukrainian Red Cross with 8 sisters of mercy, who managed to get
in contact with detainees with the assistance of the Swedish Red Cross.

The Consulate has received thousands of letters, petitions, telegrams from persons that are not wanted
for whatever reason to go to the red army. It is worth noting that, in principle, at the time, many residents
of the RSFSR could recognize themselves as citizens of the Ukrainian State, to get the documents at the
Consulate, and thus to avoid being drafted into the army. During its work, the Consulate General in St. Pe-
tersburg has issued more than 200 thousand certificates of affiliation to Ukrainian citizenship to individu-
als and transported through evacuation and health departments is almost the same number of people.
