Baranov R.O. Combating money laundering and terrorist financing using virtual
currencies

The emergence of new payment instruments through the development of technology not only
reduces the cost and accelerates the settlements and payment, but creates attractive to
criminals in financing and legalization of illegal incomes outside the scope of traditional
supervision and regulation. There are new risks of financial crime and weakened consumer
protection from fraud. The phenomenon of virtual money becomes reality and needs a clear
vision of the roles of all stakeholders, understanding common schemes and international
experience uzhalanenya prevent the use of such tools for criminal purposes. The scale of
payments and settlements are growing globally, requiring appropriate coordination of financial
monitoring and regulation. Users of virtual currencies face risks that are inherent any payment
systems, as well as specific risk: counterparty risk related to anonymity of the recipient,
exchange rate risk, and investment risk of fraud relating in particular to lack of transparency.
Systems of virtual currencies that can be traded over the Internet, generally characterized by a
lack of direct interaction with customers and can afford to carry out anonymous finance
(financing cash or financing by third parties through virtual exchange offices, which do not
properly identify source of financing). In virtual currency systems monetary unit in settlements
does not correspond to any material currency of fiat money. Virtual money and electronic
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money have common features: the presence of digital interaction and interaction with fiat
money. Attention of financial intelligence should focus on exploring virtual currency for money
laundering and terrorist financing. Intermediaries in virtual currencies have to comply with
procedures for identifying customers and reporting about suspicious transactions.
