The revolutionary transformation of the early twentieth century created a unique foundation for the
formation of civil society and public participation of ordinary citizens in the management of public affairs,
the expansion of the existing legal framework of self-governing institutions. In the early stages of the
Soviet authorities have observed a slight tendency to preserve the traditions localself by engaging citizens
to work in local government. Accordance with the principles of democratic centralism, municipality find
themselves in the system of state power. One of the organizational and legal manifestations of democratic
centralism of the state was dual subordination of executive bodies of local councils. Attempts by the
central government against the backdrop of strengthening the administrative-command system to improve
the system of local government, to increase the range of powers of local government were purely
declarative. Municipality through the intervention of the party has not acquired traits legislative and
administrative autonomy, acting as appendage of the party machine.

Considered range
of approaches to quality assessment processes and results of the executive authorities, compliance with
quality; compliance objectives; alignment of inputs, processes, outputs and results; match expectations or
exceeding customer expectations. Analyzed the principles of "good public administration» (Good
govemance) systems and codes that reflect the key parameters of public administration. Showing
constraints and opportunities quantitative "second generation public administration» (second - generation
governance indicators), designed to measure the ability of the executive to achieve their goals. The basic
parameters of the quality of governance, which should be considered when evaluating the activities of the
executive.
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
