The research is carried out within the framework of elaboration of the investment project of creation of
high-tech agricultural enterprise for production and sale of crop products. The sale of this project allows
creating new jobs, ensures the food security in the region and improves the economic efficiency of
production. Land resources of enterprise will be 12250 hectares and consist of land shares, which are located
at six settlements of Khmelnitsky region. It stipulates that funding for the project will be at its own expense
(5.263 million US dollars) and loan funds (21.052 million US dollars) at 5.0% per annum.

Budgets were elaborated and the figures of production efficiency were calculated on the basis of flow
sheets of agricultural crops growing. The orientation of enterprise to resource-saving technology of growing
agricultural crops will allow producing competitive products with high level of profitableness.

The results of research show that after reaching the project capacity (in 2018) enterprise annually will be
able to receive from selling crops and elevator's services more than 17,038 mln US dollars of receipts,
approximately 4,76 mln US dollars of net incomes, and a level of production profitability will reach 50,7%.

An analysis of breakeven level of production was carried out based on calculation of income and
expenditure, which showed that the breakeven level of production will be reached if receipts amount 5,15
mln US dollar.

If involve 20 % of necessary investment resources with 5% of annual interest rate for credit's usage, the
project will be recompensed after 8 years with internal rate of return 15,1% in year and a level of sales
profitability by net profit will be 27,1%.

The article provides an overview of the market of lubricants and transformations that have taken place on
him in recent years under the influence of macro and micro circumstance. By 2005, Ukraine fully provided
the national economy of fuel from domestic production. Since 2006 the reduction in the production of fuel
has led to the fact that at the beginning of 2014 fuel imports amounted to 75% for gasoline and 84% for
diesel fuel.

In the article we are talking about the main trends of development of the market of oil products in Ukraine
and the world oil market. In the past year, oil prices, as already noted, have fallen sharply. However,
wholesale and retail fuel prices in Ukraine show a steadily growing trend that continues in 2015. The
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primary factor that most influenced the growth of prices for oil products was the depreciation of the hryvnia
against the U.S. dollar, also the effect of different mediators that actively arise between producer and
consumer.

The article focuses on the consumption of fuels and lubricants in the agricultural sector, which since
Ukraine's independence tended to a significant reduction. In Agricultural enterprises reduced use of motor
gasoline in comparison with 1990 9 times, diesel fuel 3.3 times. This helped to reduce the energy intensity of
agricultural production. In 1990, compared to 2013, agricultural enterprises spent 1000 UAH gross output at
constant prices of 2010 6.7 times less fuel, the cost of fuel and lubricants per 1 ha of agricultural land has
decreased by 4.4 times.

The article is quite detailed directions of energy efficiency — the use of simplified tillage technology,
improving the structure of the tractor fleet, implementation of effective crop pattern, replacement of diesel
biofuel from rapeseed oil and the effect they will have.
