The paper aims to study the nature and formation of the structure of ecological and economic mechanism of 
rehabilitation of degraded and unproductive agricultural land based on analysis of scientific sources and 
experimental Land Management. 

The methodological basis of the study were the fundamental tenets of economic theory, environmental 
economics, general theoretical methods of scientific knowledge, as described in the writings of domestic and 
foreign scholars on the issues of degradation and the rehabilitation of agricultural land. 

This paper deals with factors of intensive development of degradation processes in agricultural landscapes and 
types of degradation of agricultural land. The author determines the main environmental and economic 
characteristics of the use of degraded and unproductive land in agricultural production. It was found, the nature of 
ecological and economic mechanism of rehabilitation of degraded and unproductive agricultural land, as a system 
of measures aimed at reproduction of their productive capacity through conservation, rehabilitation, 
transformation and regeneration. It was proved, that the structural components of the mechanism (set of tools) of 
rehabilitation of degraded and unproductive arable land should be considered in unity and interrelation at the same 
time maintaining its independent significance.

The author analyses current state of degraded and unproductive arable land in regions of Ukraine. The author 
proposes when forming ecological and economic mechanism of rehabilitation of degraded and unproductive 
arable land to determine the main components that fit into three subsystems: organizational legal, environmental 
and economic direction. The practical value mechanisms and main areas of land conservation by degradation 
category are studied in the article.

Based on the results of experimental testing land management designing regarding approbation of the 
environmental and economic mechanism of rehabilitation of degraded and unproductive arable land, it was found 
that in economic terms it provides a significant reduction in the losses when using such lands not in arable 
composition, and their transformation into other ecologically safe lands (hayfields, pastures, forest plantations), 
contributes to a healthy environment, improves the environmental quality of the environment.

At 
the same time due to the operation of law of the descending return an increase in the value of depreciation 
deductions per 1 employee of the branch specifies an increase in the profit per 1 cow to a certain level with its 
further decrease.
