The author arqued in the article that the Ukrainian pedagogical Vilna Ukraiinska Shkola journal is an
important source concerning wvarious problems in studying microhistory of the Ukrainian education, such as:
biographical information about teachers; the central and regional educational societies; the types of educational
organizations in different regions of Ukraine and other problems. It is found out that these aspects can be further
studied in the course of historical and pedagogical research that will help to specialize the research field in order to study
a particular problem in detail on the basis of in-depth and thorough study of the source base. On the whole, the journal
is a kind of microhistory, or the form of education, of the little-studied period of the Ukrainian revolution, the formation
of the Ukrainian state. He played a special role in consolidation of cultural, educational, pedagogical forces around the
idea of national educational system formation on the basis of the best national and foreign experience. In general, the
combination of micro- and macroapproaches in the study of the history of education development during the period of
the Ukrainian revolution, as well as during other historical periods, is a perspective one and requires further theoretical
and methodological analysis.

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It was found that the formation of educational periodicals in the twentieth — early thirties of the 20th century is
closely intertwined with the development of children's communist movement. The periodicals (Union, national and
regional levels) with the main problems of children's movement have been founded since the beginning of children's
movement formation. The first special pioneer periodic organ was the newspaper “Young Spartacus” (December 15,
1922, Kharkiv). According to the purpose the classification of periodicals of the twentieth — early thirties of the 20th
century has been made. The mentioned periodicals are the following: general educational periodicals; methodological
periodicals for organizers of children's movement; special pioneer periodicals; youth periodicals. The role of media in the
development of children's movement in the study period. It was found that the most detailed and systematic problems
analyses has been highlighted in such issues for children's movement organizers as Ukrainian magazine «Children's
Movement» («Dytiachyi Rukh») (1925-1934) and the All-Union magazine «Pioneer leader» («Vozhaty») (1924-1988).
Programmes of periodicals and highlights the main problems of children's movement in the pages of periodicals.

The author concludes that the Jesuits interpreted pedagogically Renaissance and humanistic intellectual
heritage to the implementation of the Order implementing schooling some semantic meaning loads of humanism in this
article. Recognizing it as «imitation of ancient people», as an appeal to samples of ancient learning, fundamental
virtues of the Society of Jesus proclaimed erudition, sophistication of Latin, intellectual culture, exquisite taste,
eloquence, perfection scientist speech and public speaking, virtuous behavior. With the Renaissance and humanistic
individualism priorities code integrity Jesuit added active devotion, diligence, active, creative enthusiasm and initiative,
determination and zeal, compassion, rationality and prudence, the Jesuits appreciated the talent and abilities of youth,
drawn attention to the need to care for the physical health etc. Etymological interpretation of humanity as humanity in
correctional priorities Jesuits answered task of building virtues of modesty and politeness, prudent and tolerance,
respect and attention for elders, love and kindness, ethics, partnership and unity. The author analyzed ways to
implement Ihnatius pedagogy of Erazmiv educational ideal of «enlightened piety» and in the context of the unity of
educational tasks author drew attention to the medal educational provision «good art» giving conclusions about ways
of teaching extrapolation Jesuit experience building Renaissance virtues of Christian humanism in the practice of
modernization national educational strategqy modernity.

Some specific aspects of the introduction of new technologies in a learning process in the 20-30ties of XX
century, taking as an example the experience of foreign pedagogics of Dalton-plan, were studied in this paper.
Contemporary researchers unanimously consider Dalton-plan to be the most attractive technology for the Ukrainian
educators. We have the intention to monitor the impact of the introduction of foreign methodology on the innovative
research of the Ukrainian educators in the given period of time. The source of the research was the discussion of Dalton-
plan published in the pedagogical press of that time; teachers-practitioners shared their experience of using the method,
they presented their own vision of the strategy of its application, they explained positive and negative evaluation of the
innovation. The results of the research show that the requirements as to the innovation introduction have been worked
out in the process of the discussion and experience sharing, the most important ones being the following: warning of the
excessive use of a new method and a one-sided and narrow interpretation of the method essence, the necessity of its
thorough studying and testing, its proper financing and qualified methodological support, its adaptation to a local
situation and the best compliance with the foreign conditions where the method was most successfully applied. Despite
further criticism, disfavor and prohibition Dalton-technology appeared to be promising and it returns to contemporary
school. At present teachers-innovators endeavor to use its positive features to reach their educational goals. Modern
innovators believe that Dalton-plan technology has a big potential for individual-oriented teaching in the class-lesson
system, it ensures the development of cognitive independence of a student.

Esperanto - the international language created by Polish doctor and polyglot Louis Lazarus Zamenhof in 1887
on the basis of common European languages, international vocabulary. It is used Esperanto in international
communication, aimed at creating direct and equal opportunities for everyone in the international relations. The author
found that interesting chapter in the development of Esperanto movement is the international language radio that has
acquired different forms in the 20’s - mid 30’s. XX century: Esperanto radio programs radiokontserty, reports and
advertisements, radio courses, radio lessons of radio etc. Esperanto Union and radio existed in the Soviet Union
nearlyl4 years — from 25 April 1923 to the first half of January 1937. During this period, the international language
sounded in the radio broadcast more than 10 cities all four Soviet republics, including Ukraine. Of radio, and other
information radiokontserty and artistic Esperanto programs were a nice addition to the «esperkorivskoho
correspondence», which in this period has gained rapid development. The information that the 20-30-ies. XX century a
number of countries broadcasting conducted artificial languages is one of the evidences of spirituality that feeling
started forming global information space, radio operators and experienced amateurs of the time. Their desire to
experiment in disseminating information globally, becoming a pillar of Esperanto supporters desire to introduce the
language into the everyday life of contemporary society, led to the emergence in the 20’s XX century unusual
information product — auxiliary language message addressed very different and «scattered» around the world audience.
Broadcasting of such messages is called one of the most significant achievements of Esperanto in the history of social
movement.
