Dear colleagues!

It is my great pleasure and honor to welcome you to
the Ukrainian-Polish Days of Paediatric Surgery in Lviv!
The considerable headway in medicine of the Western
region of Ukraine is closely interlaced with Europe and
Poland in particular. Thus, the history of Lviv Higher
Medical School dates back to 1661, when on 20th of
January, by the privilege of the King of Poland John Il
Casimir the Lviv Jesuit College was forward in rank to the
academy, with the grant of a university title to it, consisting of four
faculties: theology, law, philosophy and medicine. In 1805, due to
the geopolitical changes caused by the Napoleonic wars, the Lviv
University was displaced to Krakow. In the former premises of the
Faculty of Medicine, the Medical-Surgical Institute — the univer-
sity medical school —was functioning. In 1817 the Emperor Franz
I signed a patent on the renewal of the Lviv University composed
of of three faculties (theology, philosophy and law), in which the
Medical-Surgical Institute continued to function as an analogue
of medical faculty. The new separate buildings were specially built
for the medical faculty, which were designed for anatomy and
physiology, pathological anatomy, chemistry, obstetrics and gyn-
aecology, surgery, internal diseases, dermatovenerology, otorhi-
nolaryngology and others, in which the theoretical and clinical
departments were located. In the first half of the 20th century, the
well-known scholars from the leading European educational cen-
tres, in particular Krakow, Vienna, and Heidelberg, were invited to
Lviv to teach medicine. Professors of worldwide fame, such as
Henryk Kadiy, Adolf Beck, Jan Prus, Anthony Mars, Ludwig Ridiger,
Anthony Tsieshinsky, Jakub Parnass, Rudolf Weigl took on leader-
ship of various departments of the Medical University.

And today, close cooperation between doctors and scientists from
Ukraine and Poland continues. From the date of our indepen-
dence, Poland is the country whose specialists and clinics are will-
ingly opening their doors, training physicians from Ukraine, ex-
changing their knowledge and equipment. A number of Ukrainian
doctors — paediatric surgeons, urologists, orthopedists-trauma-
tologists, anaesthetists, neonatologists, paediatricians from dif-
ferent cities of Ukraine — have trained in the leading clinics in Po-
land — in Warsaw, Wroclaw, Gdansk, Krakow and Katowice. As a
result, in cooperation with Polish professors, the Ukrainian leading
experts implemented the modern surgical techniques of the birth
defect and acquired pathology correction, including minimally
invasive surgical interventions. The well-known paediatric sur-
geons such as Janusz Bohosiewicz, Dariusz Patkowski, Piotr Cza-
uderna and Tomasz Koszutski have held a succession of master
classes in clinics in Kyiv and Lviv.
