It substantiates the necessity of developing a standard harmonized
with the requirements of amber trading practices in the world
market, which regulates the general technical conditions for amber
in raw materials. It is a prerequisite for ensuring the competitiveness

of Ukrainian amber.

In addition, you will know about prerequisites for the installing
of a new classification of natural stones in URyaine, based on
European and world experience that considered by scientists of
SGCU and the Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv.

Also the publication of S. Finko's materials about protection
of the natural heritage of URraine was continued. The author
urges the Government of Ukgaine to develop and adopt the law
“The protection of the natural heritage in URraine.”
