Summary. The processes of informatization of different spheres of
public life result in appearance of new social and cultural phenom-
ena and processes. Conceptions and theories of informative society
are necessary constituent for its development and research. In our
time appeared a lot of various theories of informative society which
expose its separate sides — economic, politico-legal, cultural edi-
fying. In these conceptions informative society is most frequently
interpreted as narrow-subjected, from the point of view of the influ-
ence of informatization processes on one or another sphere of pub-
lic life. These conceptions need synthesis on a new level of the sci-
entific abstracting which can be the sociological and cultorological
theorizing. Consequently the searches of methodological principles
of generalization of the informative society conceptions, which ap-
peared in the humanitarian thought of contemporaneity, get actual-

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ity. Subjects are the processes of informatization of society and their
reflection in a sociological and cultorological idea. The target is to
consider heuristic potential of the sociological and cultorological
theorizing as bases of generalization of conceptions of informative
society. The conceptual grounds of theories of informative society
are examined in the article. It is stated, that growth of interest to the
problem of development of the informative society, that has been
observed lately, resulted in appearance of great number of theo-
retical conceptions, which interpret the informative society as the
phenomenon of separate spheres of life of society, such as politics,
economy, spheres of development of technologies. This resulted
in fragmentariness of knowledge about the informative society as
integral social and cultural education. The author considers that
the present conceptions fix a brand new role of information in dif-

ferent spheres of life of the society, which it got in a few previous

decades. It resulted in appearance of infosphere as a new compo-
nent of public life. Infosphere mediates all the processes of public
co-operation, results in appearance of new aspects of culture in
wide understanding. A new level of conceptualisation of knowledge
about the informative society can be achieved in the object field
of sociological and cultorological theory, as exactly these sciences
achieve the level of scientific abstraction, necessary for synthesis of
knowledge, received in the subject scopes of more partial sciences.
On this basis a cultorological analysis of the processes, related to
the development of the informative society, is the most perspective

for disclosure of its essential characteristics and construction of

theoretical models for its further research.
