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important. One and the same success some people regard as happiness, others — as a mere luck
and still others — as a normal state of things. As a result, the concept of happiness cannot be con-
sidered constructive enough for the research.

Within the hedonic approach a psychologicalwelfare is determined on the basis of achieving
satisfaction and avoiding dissatisfaction. In this case satisfaction comprises not onlyphysical aspects
but also fulfilment of one's expectations. Supporters of this approach claim “happiness experience”
or “subjective well-being” to be the most general indicator of psychologicalwelfare.

So, dissatisfaction is a state, opposite to satisfaction, a specific psychological phenome-
non of discontent with needs, interests and wishes. It is of long duration, violation of  personal
values and problematic situations are to be expected.

A person not only experiences the life satisfaction / dissatisfaction but also causes it be-
ing a part of the society and a partial reformer of a social life. However, under current conditions
characterized by economic, political and moral instability a person is not ready to cooperate with
society, co-workers, immediate surround, particular people. That fact considerably slows down
the process of development, and makes the issue of life dissatisfaction as the object of society’s
social and cultural activity significant. Comprehension and satisfaction of people’s current and
future expectations and needs are prerequisites for society’s social, economic and cultural devel-
opment.

The life dissatisfaction appears in the lack of coordination between desired and actual
state of things, desired-probable and real, desired and actual results of person’s life.

The feeling and state of life dissatisfaction can be both constructive and destructive for a
person’s life. On the one hand, dissatisfaction may cause self-development and activity, on the
other — self-destructionand lack of activity. So, the life dissatisfaction involves two categories
and their interaction — man as a conscious being and his actions, environment which dissatisfy
him and do not bring happiness, satisfaction.

Consequently, the life dissatisfaction is the feeling and state of dissatisfaction based on
psychological, social, political and physiological problems. Their determinants are a person’s
self-identificationin reference to such philosophical categories as the “meaning of life”, “happi-
ness”, “life satisfaction”and “welfare.

SUMMARY

It is significant to note that if you examine the nature of the phenomenon of the common
cause it in itself is an activity that is directed to the achievement of the common aim in all its
variety of its demonstration. And the individual’s activity is characterized by the existence of his
aim. If there is no aim, there is no variety; there are only single accidental actions. Namely the
person that is guided by the far motivation, views the nearest aims only as a necessary stage like
a step on a path leading to the achievement of the most important aim of his activity.

A person as a social being lives and acts in the society. That is why her activity is
submitted to society and in one way or another serves to the satisfaction of the social needs. But
personal motives join with the common aims in the real conscious activity. Harmony and co-
ordination of the aims of the common cause is the index of the successful common activity of its
participants. The general aim of the common cause is the most important component of the
structure of the common cause. It is an ideally represented the future result that is pressing
towards to aim the community of the individuals. The common motive of the common cause
prompts the community of the individuals to do the common activity: that is to say directly
stimulus.

The common actions of the common cause that is directed to the realization of the current
and perspective tasks of the common cause. They are actualized with the help of the numerous
methods of the realization of the common activity. In which connection with the help of the
individual methods as well as group methods, ways and devices. The general aims, tasks, that are
produced in the process of interaction, become the base for the unification of energies. Thereby
every part defines the general aim of the common cause and concretizes its role, individual aims
that image the general positions, taking into account the social roles, opportunities of the
participants of the aim’s define. The aim of the common cause can be consisted in the creation of
the final material product or in answering of the organizational questions and others.

That is why the interaction in the collective activity becomes apparent above all in the
form of its organization, in other words, common actions that are directed to the general object of
the work. Exactly they — the common actions —excite the necessity of the use of the main
structural parts of the activity (aims, motives and others).

Things that have an influence on person’s formation and behaviour are those: economic,
political and class relations, different forms of ideology, the nature of work, conditions, those
around one and others. The aggregate of all this conditions and their influence on the person
determines the variety of acts and their behaviour, interests and needs, ideology.

The common cause appears when the general aim becomes visible in the process of
activity of the social organisms and can be presented in the interests of some union of people,
class, nation, strata of society or folk. The valuable of the folk that is in the concrete historical
conditions can include its needs, ideals, aims and interests relative to the things, appearances and
processes of natural, social and spiritual origin.

For the organization of the common cause spatio-temporal agreement is also necessary.
In the process of the common cause the interaction can occur with the earlier unknown people
that are connected, because they do some common task. The interaction permeates the collective
activity, at the same time forsees that the subjects change the socio-psychological states, valuable
and expectancies each other by turns and mutually in the course of the common activity. It is
significant that the common cause is like a correlation of activity with different subjects that are
connected with the common for them needs and interests.
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
