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Summary

The article deals with the attempts of defining the concept of tale. From the point of view of linguistic
analysis a tale represens a set of tropes, such as metaphor, simile and proverbs, which proves people’s
ability to verbally express their own sensitively experienced existence. As for phylosophical comprehension
of the concept of tale it should be said that this aspect is not researched enough.

A concept can be defined as an idea that has various semantic fields. A tale’s idea is in existence of a
Word as a form of people’s mental power and potential energy of the objective reality. The article gives a
wide range of linguistic and philosophical notions of concept. The research investigates the dialectical link
between words, on the one hand, which create a narrative form of a tale’s text and context, on the other
hand, which is generally go far beyond the words. Despite having uncertain time and space, quite abstract
characters and almost absence of nature’s description Word itself moves on actions and events as if Word is
the main character of a tale.

The tale concept in the philosophical aspect can be characterised as interlacing of diverse issues of
onthological and epistemological character as well as the problems of values. A tale usually depicts and
solves moral or social issues (which are mutually connected) in the naive but not primitive way. A tale is a
people’s attempt of recreating the world on the basis of dignity, kaw and justice. As a form of people’s
worldview reflection a tale contains all aspects of social and individual life: religious beliefs and life
knowledge, silly gossips and threatening surestitions, conceptions and feelings. People’s perception of the
surrounding world is closely linked to words, the meanings of which are the essence of the concept of tale.

A tale has been originally meant to be told not read. Tales can’t be considered by researchers if they
say nothing of imagination, memory and phantasy of a narrator. These are the key elements of any
storytelling. The images of a tale include except real characters the ones which exist solely in the narrator’s
mind. Collective people’s imaginative memory has preserved nationally coloured unreal and supernatural
creatures which are correspondingly have their notions in the language and gain the form of a symbol.

All things considered, it should be mentioned that a concept of a tale is a complex notion though it is
quite democratic as allows different interpretations. Any tale as a knot of philosophical senses or it can be
given a name of a hypertext which can be read with a hope for readers’ further quest of themselves in the
real world. A tale raises questions of sense of life, existence and non-existence, senses of power and
subordination, destiny and happiness, beauty and ugliness, justice and punishment, life and death, poverty
and wealth as well as foolishness and wisdom.

Concept of tale is versatile. However, both linguistic and philosophical approaches to its exploring all
together can be of great use.

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MAN IN THE PHILOSOPHY OF EXISTENTIALISM

Summary

Existentialism or philosophy of existence is one of the largest areas of the XX century philosophy. The
central question of existentialism is human existence, the meaning of life and the fate of the world —they are
in tune to any man who thinks about its existence as a human being. That is why existentialism is so popular
today. Existentialism comes from the subject, believing that existence precedes essence.

So, Sartre believes that every subject (person) is not only an individual entity. In terms of J.P. Sartre,
true comprehension of person as itself (personality) can’t be any other than «Cogito ergo sumy («lI think,
therefore I exist"). Spirit takes being effect in every individual. However, with «cogito» person opens not
only itself, but also it opens other people. Through the "I think" person understands itself in the face of the
other, and the other person just significant as it is.

We can say that freedom in philosophy of existentialism has two main features: firstly, it is the choice of
the human purpose, or freedom of the will; secondly, it is the ability to achieve human goals or freedom of
action.

Therefore, the credo of this philosophyis in freedom of choice and action.

According to existentialism, the human person is an aim in itself for its existence and development. True
freedom is an existential freedom, "freedom for", and it starts outside the social sphere, in the world of
spiritual life of the individual. Freedom is opposed to chance, it is defined as autonomy, self-determination
efforts of personin what was given, by giving this reality to itself, constantly renewing it in space of own
interpretation, acquiring a certain attitude, a certain sense of the choice. Beingself-conscious, person is
totally free and responsible for the world and itself in it. Person projects itself withself-causality as a value.

Therefore,it depends just on the person, what will it be, and what will the world be. Human nature is
neither good nor evil. It is free.

In fulfillment of freedom the role of human consciousnessis extremely important. Itenablesisolation of
its value from the phenomenon of uncertainty. Consciousness allows a person to choose goals; then it
creates the ability to act in order to achieve these goals; and finally, it imparts the ability to reach this goal.
It shouldn’t be confused with freedom of conscious staging of purposes. Freedom is not approved in them,
but in so-called primordial choice, or the initial project. This is the tragedy of human existence. From the
first moment of the appearance of person it is not clear how the initial choice occurs: first of all - to be or
not to be.
