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CRITERIAAND WAYS OF FORMATION OF NATIONAL CONSCIOUSNESS
OF PUPILS AT MUSIC LESSONS

The problem of national consciousness is complex and multifaceted. It requires a deep understanding of
the nature of this phenomenon in the philosophical, sociological, psychological and pedagogical aspects.

The article deals with the essence of the phenomenon of national consciousness and identifies its structural components
and spheres of manifestation. The authors analyzed the materials related to music of the Western Ukraine of the nineteenth the
beginning of the twentieth century. The criteria and levels of formation of national consciousness of Junior schoolchildren by
means of national musical art ave highlighted. The authors developed the theoretically justified way of formation of national
consciousness of students in primary classes by means of Western music of the nineteenth the beginning of the twentieth
century. The authors described the technology of training of pupils of initial classes, which are used in the music lessons.

The theoretical analysis of the structural components and spheres of manifestation of national
consciousness has allowed to identify five criteria of formation of national consciousness. According to certain
criteria was allocated three levels of formation of national consciousness: high, medium and low. So, the study
proved the possibility of successful formation of national consciousness of Junior schoolchildren at music
lessons at comprehensive school by means of the creative heritage of the Western Ukrainian composers of the
nineteenth and the beginning of the twentieth century.

Conducting of the ascertaining phase of the experiment showed that the level of development of national
consciousness among the younger students is quite low and about the same in control and experimental groups.
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In the experimental class with a high level of development of national consciousness (4%) children; of

the middle level — (36%), low (60%).

In the control class: the high level of development of national consciousness was not defined either in

one child; the average level (40%); low (60%).

Therefore, we experimentally confirmed that the music, expanding the scope of aesthetic consciousness
and as a powerful mechanism of empathy, able to act as one of the effective means in the formation of national

consciousness of the student.

THE FEATURES OF DEVELOPMENT OF THE EDUCATION SYSTEM OF THE
TRANSCARPATHIAN LANDS OF THE INTERWAR PERIOD

The article is devoted to the description of the education system in the Transcarpathian region in the
interwar period. The main educational levels inherent to the Transcarpathian schools of outlined period have
been analyzed. The contemporary education system in Transcarpathian region included the following links:
the preschool education; a primary (folk) school, the lower secondary schools (urban schools), the secondary
schools of higher education (gymnasiums, teacher seminaries, professional schools).

The reasons of the educational transformation in the region have been revealed. The tendencies of the
development of the educational system in Transcarpathian region in Czechoslovakia have been defined. The
adoption of the “Small School Law” resulted in a number of educational changes: the implementation of the
eight-year education was introduced; the network of public schools was expanded. There were improved the
curricula in which six-eight hours of weekly work was devoted to the study of the mother tongue, four-six hours
for studying mathematics, 2 — 3 hours for studying the natural science, and subjects for native land, households
for girls and households for boys. Also, the content of education in high schools of Transcarpathian region was
unified according to the curricula of Czechoslovak Gymnasiums, taking into account the language unit.
