THE PEOPLE’S MEDICINE AND MAGICALTREATMENT OF CARPATHIANS IN THE
STRUCTURE OF ETHNOLOGICAL KNOWLEDGE OF UKRAINIANS

The article analyzes the achievements of local scientists in the field of study of Ukrainian folk medicine.
1t is an object of attention not only of physicians, but also of anthropologists and historians. We give a brief
description of the major works in the field of Ukrainian medicine and methods of treatment. The birth and
education of child have been an important family function since the ancient time.

This article contains the important and interesting information on traditional medicine, which stands as
one of the most important aspects of alternative medicine, more used in everyday life of modern society, difference
from conventional medicine, which not everyone knows and does not always know how to use.

The mountain residents performed this function using folk hygienic knowledge. The folk hygienic rites
connected with the birth and education of children includes folk traditions, folk experience and folk empirical
knowledge. All these led to different protective and prophylactic actions. The traditions influence the child's
life since the very birth traditions influenced all actions connected with the child's early life-dressing, bathing,
educating etc.

One of main features of folk child care was the protection of child’s health.
