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THE SPECIFICS OF EDUCATING HUMANITY FOR JUNIOR SCHOOLCHILDREN
DURING EXTRACURRICULARACTIVITIES AT SCHOOLS-ORPHANAGES

The article discusses the specific factors of educating humanity for junior schoolchildren during
extracurricular activities at schools-orphanages.

Humaneness is the person’s quality which is based on humanistic principles, such as love to mankind,
respect to a person, and belief in their selves, dignity, and potential.

In order to study the specific nature of educating humanity for junior schoolchildren we need to take into
account two groups of factors.

The author refers the following factors to the first group: the potential of the extracurricular activity at
schools-orphanages during educating humanity for junior schoolchildren. It includes the wide use of drama, role
plays, educational situations; the involvement of junior schoolchildren into various types of emotional and value
activities which aim at ascertaining humane qualities; vulnerability of this age to educate humaneness for children
of this age (high sensitivity of nervous system, the development of persistent stereotypes of moral behaviour and
activity, an ability of empathy and emotional reflection; the interest in moral rules, life, and adult activity). Moreover,
Junior school age is characterised by a gap between the knowledge of moral standards and an appropriate
behaviour, children have a limited moral experience. Their behaviour is determined by copying the others.
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The second group consists of factors which make the process of educating humaneness for junior
schoolchildren more complicated. They are social orphanage, the specific nature of students of orphanages
(the presence of deprivation syndrome, increased vulnerability, the tendency to nervous breakdowns, the feeling
of loneliness, decreased empathy, aggressiveness, difficulties in communicating with others),; the peculiarities
of organising the lifestyle of children of school-orphanages that is students’ constant presence in a community,
forced adaptation among a big number of peers, diminished intimacy and trust in communication, limited
communication with other people; shortage of establishing meaningful and long-term relationship between

the junior pupil and a certain adult).
