THE CONTENT OF TRAINING OF SPECIALISTS OF HEALTH INFORMATICS FROM THE
PERSPECTIVE OF THE RECOMMENDATIONS OF PROFESSIONAL ORGANIZATIONS

The article is devoted to the pedagogical problem of health informatics professionals’ training. Nowadays
health informatics (also medical informatics) is considered to be a new, rapidly evolving science and specialty.
It covers a wide range of issues regarding the informatization and computerization of medicine and health care
sector. It is aimed at improving the quality of health service delivery that is virtually impossible without highly
qualified health informatics professionals.

The author stresses the main focus on studying the approaches of development of content of professional
training of health informatics specialists from the perspective of the professional organizations’
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
