THE UKRAINIAN FOLK TOY AS THE MEANS
OF EDUCATION OF SENIOR PRESCHOOLERS

The article deals with some theoretical aspects of using of folk toys in the educational work with
preschoolers. The analysis of normative documents, the theoretical and methodological sources has revealed
that using of folk toy in practice of educational work with children of preschool age forms their care, creative
activity, responsibility and others qualities. The teaching of children from the beginning should be built on the
native ground, on which the child is growing up, should be tied firmly with the impression that has been laid in
the child's soul by family and native home.
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1t may be noted that the folk or modern toy for the child is the cultural instrument, which helps to cognize
the enormous and compound world. Throughout the childhood, the game and folk toys occupy the most important
place in the life of the child. At an early age, children play with different things and learn to use them. Later the
creative games appear. During playing the dialogues are used where linguistic etiquette is trained, some attitude
to friends is produced. In addition, the memory is trained when children learn certain poetic texts by heart.
First, in the children’s playing activity they reflect those actions, which they observe in the immediate

surroundings, in the family.

It has been determined the importance of this process for the formation of national, cultural and ethnic
self-consciousness of the child. The article specifies that the folk toy is the means of forming of senior
preschooler’s worldview, who perceives it as a real image of the object of the real or fairy world, a partner, a
friend; understands its external features and other characteristics as the embodiment of artistic, technical and
other kinds of culture. The toy is a part of the subject-game environment and the precondition of the game’s
development. The child uses the image of the folk toy creatively in the subject-game environment, according to
the purpose, content, classification, uses the toy to show the social relationships of people.
