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VERBAL STEREOTYPES OF GERONTIC GROUPS: THE GENDER ASPECT

Summary. The article is devoted to the problem of age-related speech stereotypes. It reveals an correlation between a number
of lexical-and-semantic and phraseological units and social characteristics of the language personality. The results of the research
can be used for criminal expert examination of documents when identifying the age of the author of the anonymous text.

The age-related heterogeneity of speech stock organization is obvious. There’s no doubt as to the symbolic nature of units
providing it. However, the process of defining the totality of language means that can serve as age indicators, is presently far
from being finished. Modern diagnostic conditions giving the average native speaker’s ideas can’t meet ever-increasing demands
of forensic scriberology. New considerations reflecting vital, deep processes of the «age-related» speech communication are needed.
Turning to extensive and intensive synonymy during the investigation, keen attention to the specific use of special stylistically-
coloured lexis can be a very productive means of determining the age of the text author.

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THE SOCIAL STATUS OF POSITIVE EVALUATIVE SPEECH ACTS PARTICIPANTS
(on the samples from English artistic discourse)

Summary. The article analyses semantic and pragmatic peculiarities of approval, praise, compliment and flattery positive
evaluative speech acts. The object of evaluation in these contiguous speech acts has been differentiated. The object of approval is
inanimate things, ideas and phenomena. The object of praise is a person’s moral and intellectual qualities, skills and actions of an
interlocutor or of the third person, and the third person’s appearance and manners. The object of compliment is the addressee’s
appearance and achievements. Flattery speech act is directed towards the same objects as praise and compliment speech acts. The
article also reports on the social status of the participants of positive evaluative speech acts. Approval has been referred to neutral-
status speech acts, and praise, compliment and flattery — to labile-status speech acts. It has been established, that praise is mainly
directed from a superior communicant towards a subordinate one, while flattery, on the contrary, is directed from a subordinate
communicant towards a superior one, and compliment is more often addressed to a socially equal communicant. An important social
factor of compliment speech act is considered to be the sex of its participants: it has been found out that appearance compliment
is more often addressed to a woman, which differs compliment from other positive evaluative speech acts.
