LAND ART AS AN INCENTIVE TO NEW TRENDS IN LANDSCAPE DESIGN

This article highlights some of the basic examples of land art and landscape design, which
allows analyzing the value of an experiment, carried out by the artists of land art and seeing the
possibility of further development of ideas on the scale of the urban environment. The geoplastic
changes of landscape are the most typical for early artifacts of land art. They identified two groups of
works that have names: conditionally-associative and geometric volumes.

Conditionally-associative volumes represent someone or something that exists. The land art
example is Buffalo Rock State Park (1983—1985). The basis of the park is the reliefs of creatures:
“Water strider”, “Snake”, “Turtle”, “Catfish” and “Frog”. In landscape design — it is the Park of
C. Jencks “Northumberlandia” (2005-2012). The terrain of the park forms an image of lying naked
woman.

Another group of geoplastic landscape changes presented in early artifacts of land art by
simple geometric volumes. They form or archetypal either simple geometric shapes. Construction with
archetypal forms — is “Earth Mound” H. Bayer (1955), land art park “Crawick Multiverse” (2015) C.
Jencks.

Simple geometric forms in artifacts of land art creates R. Smithson (“Spiral Hill” (1971) and
“Broken Circle” (1971)), in the practice of landscape — C. Jencks (“The Garden of Cosmic
Speculation”, “Landform Ueda” and etc.)

The land art founds also another experiments in space which were developed in landscape
design: a series of mirrors of R. Smithson (1969) and one of the themed gardens “Garden of Mirrors”
in the Park de la Villette; multiple repetition of similar forms in the land art (U. de Maria ( “Lightning
Field” (1977)), “Blue trees” K. Demopoulos) and lamps, as imitation of trees in Sydney (designer
W. Langley) and on the “Grand Canal Square” in Dublin by Martha Schwartz Partners.

Action of R. Smithson “Monuments of Passaic” (September 30, 1967) has created a precedent
of ready-mades (like ready-mades by Marcel Duchamp) in land art. This vision was continued at Gas
Works Park in Seattle, (USA). “Monuments of Passaic” has become a reference point for the
emergence of urban parks with industrial facilities in which the latter acquire new meanings and new
utilitarian functions.
