The article deals with and proves that interactive teaching methods are effective technologies in a foreign language learning, that
allow to intensify a speech activity of students-philologists. The specific of philologists training is oriented in social and communicative
course. The main task of higher school is the implementation of effective methodologies and technologies that have to form foreign language
communicative skills.

Based on available research and conclusions contained therein, we select components of moral activity: theoretical
assimilation of moral norms; analysis of actions that occur on the basis of their allocation moral standards and moral aspects of
these actions; expression of personal attitude to the events; and develop their own personal and meaningful moral views, attitudes,
feelings about what is happening; design courses drawing on moral position.

The processes of social and psychological maturity of people, their ability to dialogue, cultural communication, active and
self-expression come to the fore in a globalized world. In this regard, today changed the nature and function of professional
education: it should not only transmit knowledge, build skills, but also develop the ability to self-determination, to prepare a future
professionals to act independently, learn to bear moral responsibility for themselves and their actions.

Ability to influence the moral personality through activities using modern interactive technologies, recognize the importance
of moral and civic orientation.

At the same time,
humanistic orientation training, and eventually professional training provides humanizing relationships in the professional
environment, inhibits expression of interpersonal aggression, intransigence during social conflicts and conflicts.
