PREPARATION OF FUTURE FOREIGN LANGUAGE TEACHERS TO MONITORING ACTIVITIES:
THE CONTENT ASPECT

In this article, the author substantiates the features of design and implementation of the content aspect of the professional
and pedagogical preparation of future foreign language teachers for monitoring activities. The goal and tasks of the basic module
"Monitoring in the sphere of foreign language education" are specified. The ways of preparing students for conducting their own
poring research related to the quality of professional and pedagogical activity of foreign language teachers were discovered.
Attention is concentrated on the sphere of foreign language education, as well as on the empirical methods of educational
measurements. In the long term, the implementation of this module in the content of pedagogical training of future cadres for the
education system is recommended.

The basis of the module is the definition of educational monitoring as a system for collecting, processing, storing and
disseminating information about the educational system or its individual elements, which is focused on the information management
of the control, allows to draw conclusions about the state of the object at any given time and gives a forecast of its development. It
has been demonstrated that monitoring in the field of foreign language education combines three important administrative
components: analysis, assessment and forecasting of processes in education, a set of methods for tracking processes in education;
collection and processing of information in order to prepare recommendations for the development of investigated processes and
making the necessary adjustments. It is specified that monitoring is based on these components, but does not replace any of them,
since there can be no control, expertise or information support system. Instead, the social nature of educational monitoring is
determined by the fact that it serves as the main means of monitoring and accounting for the transfer of social experience (the
content of foreign education) to younger generations.

There are three areas of research related to discussions about the functions of these systems; study of the reliability (validity)
of the received information; analysis of the role of monitoring in the systems for assessing and controlling the quality of educational
services in the field of foreign language education.

The results of the conducted research allow to draw the following conclusions: taking into account personal wishes and the
specifics of the professional activity of future foreign language teachers, the content of their teaching should be updated with
theoretical issues of educational monitoring and methodology of monitoring studies in the field of foreign language education.

FORMATION OF READINESS OF FUTURE TEACHERS TO WORK WITH CHILDREN OF EARLY AGE

The article deals with the problem of forming the readiness of future teachers to work with children of early age. It is noted
that the readiness of future educators should be understood as the ability at the professional level to promote the comprehensive
and harmonious development of young children.

An early childhood (from 1 to 3 years old) is one of the important stages in life of a baby . During this period, the child starts
to walk well; is developing speech, substantive and cognitive activity, communication with adults and peers. That is why special
attention in the work of preschool institutions is paid to the professional readiness of a teacher-educator for work with children of
early age. The readiness of future teachers to work with young children should be understood as a complex integrated notion that
includes interrelated components: motivational, cognitive, operational and reflexive. It is these components that determine the ability
of future teachers to interact professionally with young children.

Formation of readiness of future teachers for work with children of early age should be considered as a certain process of
development of a specialist, his personal qualities, and character, arising under the influence of economic, social, psychological and
pedagogical factors. Formation of a person is defined as a certain level of his achievements.

In order to achieve a high level of professional readiness for future teachers to work with young children, appropriate
pedagogical conditions need to be created. In our opinion, the most expedient pedagogical conditions are: creation of positive
motivation of students to study; theoretical knowledge and practical skills in the development, education and upbringing of children;
passing the practice in groups of young children; use of modern programs for their development and scientific and methodological
support of future teachers. Promising areas for further scientific research on this problem are the development of a scientifically-
based pedagogical system for forming the readiness of future teachers to work with young children.
