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FOR THE ATTENTION OF AUTHORS

By the resolution of the Presidia of National Academy of Pedagogical Sciences of Ukraine of May 16,
2013 about presenting publications of scientists of NAPS of Ukraine in the worldwide system of scientific
communications, there have been heightened some requirements for professional editions of NAPS of
Ukraine; it is also necessary to keep to requirements set by the Resolution of the Higher Certifying Commis-
sion of Ukraine (of January 15, 2003, Ne7-05/1), which toughen requirements for professional editions in-
cluded to the lists of NAPS of Ukraine and the requirements set by the resolution “About publications of re-
sults of dissertations for obtaining scientific degrees of Doctor and Candidate of Sciences and their approba-
tion” (p. 5 of the resolution of NAPS of Ukraine of February 10, 1999, Ne1-02/3).

P.3 of the resolution runs as follows:

“Editorial boards must organize appropriate reviewing and thorough selection of articles for printing.
They must accept for printing in editions only the articles having the following necessary elements:

- raising of the issue in general and stating its connection with important scientific or practical tasks;
- analysis of the latest research and publications which initiated tackling of the issue and are the guide for
the author; pointing out of an unsolved up to now part of a general issue to which the article is dedicated;

- formulating objectives of the article (setting the task and aim);

- setting forth the main research material with full substantiation of obtained research results;

- conclusion from the research held and prospects of further investigation in the given direction.

Note: Authors (excluding Doctors of Sciences and the Candidates of Sciences who haven'’t been approved in
the journal “Hayka i Ocsita") should along with the article submit to the editorial such attested documents:

- in case of the first publication — review - testimonial of specialists in the corresponding science branch (by a
Doctor or Candidate of Sciences);
- an excerpt from the chair's minutes (laboratory) about discussing the article and recommending it for publication.

The structure of the article:

1. The number of U.D.C.

2. Information in the language of the article (Ukrainian, Russian, English): Last name, first name and pa-
tronymic of the author; information about the author (academic status, scientific degree, name of the organi-
zation where the author works, city, country).

3. The title of the article.

4. Summary and keywords in the language of the article.

5. The text of the article.

6. References laid out according to requirements of the Higher Certifying Commission of Ukraine pre-
sented in the Bulletin of the Higher Certifying Commission of Ukraine Ne 3, 2008.

7. Presented in English information about the authors*, the title of the article**, address data of the au-
thors (hame of the organization, institution, departmental pertaining, organization address, city, country), the
author’s summary within the scope of 100-250 words, keywords.

8. References in the Latin alphabet***,

* first names and last names are to be transliterated, the title of the article and the rest of the informa-
tion - to be translated. When transliterated it is obligatory to keep to the requirements of the resolution of the
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine “About regulation of transliterating the Ukrainian alphabet into Latin” of Janu-
ary 27, 2010. Ne55. One can use the service of the Portal of the Ukrainian language and culture "CnoBHuKk.
ua" http://WWW slovnyk.ua/services/transloit.php.

** The title of the article is to be informative, without abbreviations and transliterations (except for proper names).

*** References in Latin is to have the following structure: authors (transliteration), translation of the title of
the article, book or periodical etc. into English, the name of the resource (transliteration), information about
where or when the book was printed, indication of the language of the article in brackets.

9. “Information about the author” — the last name, first name and patronymic of the author (in full), scien-
tific degree, academic status; if the author has no such distinctions — “competitor” or “postgraduate student”
with statement of the scientific degree of the scientific adviser (signature and recommendation for publication
of the scientific adviser are necessary), the author’'s working place, contact telephone numbers, address for
correspondence and e-mail address.

10. The article is to be printed in "Times New Roman", font size of 14 pt., A4 Paper Format, 1,5 -space
manuscript.

In case of not adhering to the requirements the article will not be published.
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
