PSYCHOLOGICAL GROUNDS OF THE EMOTIVE-COMMUNICATIVE METHOD OF INTENSIVE
TEACHING FOREIGN LANGUAGES

The article is devoted to the problem of psychological characteristics of University intensive foreign language
teaching. The notion of intensive teaching has been broadened, approaches, principles and factors of its organization
have been in vestigated. There have been analyzed psychological determinants of foreign languages’ acquisition. The
procedure diagnosing progress in a foreign language acquisition has been offered and empirically proved. It consists of
three indices, they areprognostic (peculiarities of attention, memory, cognition, perception), linguistic (lexical and
grammatical skills) and communicative (communicative skills).

The emotive-communicative method of teaching foreign languages which consists of communicative, cognitive,
emotional-motivational components has been worked out and checked. This method is effective due to taking into ac-
count individual psychological characteristics and adequate psychological and pedagogical ground. There have been
pointed out and described four psychological types of students according to different ways of their foreign language
acquisition in terms of intensive teaching (motivational-purposeful, emotional-optimistic, communicative, intellectual).
The motivational-purposeful type is characterized by well-developed personal motivational structure, emotional maturi-
ty, self-regulation, empathy, activity, imagination, will, extraversion and soon. Representatives of the emotional-
optimistic type have a good expressiveness, empathy, psychomotor, intellectual and communicative emotionality, pictu-
resque memory, imagination, self-regulation, analytical thinking and other characteristics. Students of the communica-
tive type are light-hearted, open-minded, tactful, realistic, responsible, independent, self-assured, expressive etc. A per-
sonoftheintellectualtypecanbedescribedasabletosolveabstractproblems, quick-witted, calm, moral, responsible, exact-
ing, active, motivated and self-regulated. Nevertheless, it has been proved that emotional and communicative qualities
are important in all described types of a foreign language acquisition.

This investigation is not exhaustive. The personality of a teacher working in the intensive paradigm is to be studied
in our future researches.
