FACTOR STRUCTURE OF ADVENTUROUS AND NON-ADVENTUROUS PERSONALITIES

The article presents the results of the empiric study focusing on psychological peculiarities of people having high
and low intensity of adventurism proneness. The investigation involved sixty one individuals aged from twenty five to
fifty. The research allows us to note that adventurism proneness is considered as a stable personality trait, certain emo-
tional mood, way of thinking, behavior, that are characterized by actions free from any external requirements and con-
ventionalities of behavior to attain easy and quick success in most cases without taking into account a particular situa-
tion. We used the universal procedure of “Self-placement on the conventional scale of adventurism proneness” (modifi-
cation of the method developed by T. Dembo and S. Rubinstein), “Test-questionnaire of adventurism proneness” by O.
Sannikova, A. Sannikov, N. Melenchuk, and “The Sixteen Personality Factor Questionnaire” (forms A, B). It is estab-
lished that the members of the group of adventurous individuals are characterized by social boldness, sociability, sym-
pathy, kindness, the tendency to free expression in behavior, commitment to the commonwealth, carelessness, impul-
siveness, carelessness, extraversion, imagination, daydreaming, etc. Members of the group with minimal expression of
the general indicator of adventurism proneness show inherent dependence on other people, the need for support, focus
on group norms, conformity, trust, discernment, prudence, high self-control, perseverance, responsibility etc.

EMPIRICAL STUDY OF THE INTERCONNECTION SYSTEM OF STUDENTS’ TOLERANCE AND
PERSONAL CHARACTERISTICS

The article is devoted to theoretical and empirical study of tolerance, systemic analysis of the tolerance structure and
levels of determination: psychophysiological, individually psychological and psychosocial. The study examines
psychophysiological, personal, existential and humanistic, psychosocial and situational approaches to the study of tolerance in
the domestic and foreign Psychology. The necessity of a systematic study of tolerance can go to the understanding of this
phenomenon as an integrated system and personality characteristics with three levels of determination: psychophysiological,
individually psychological and psychosocial. The theoretical analysis shows that tolerance is a system of integrity competence
of tolerant behavior, cognitive complexity in the perception of contradictory world, readiness for empathy, personal values
and attitudes to coexist in peace. The study of this phenomenon should systematically take into account physiological,
cognitive, emotional, behavioral and value-semantic aspects. It is found out that the latter level (value orientations, personal
maturity, social adaptation) is the most important one, the individual psychological one (divergent thinking, empathy) is of the
less importance and the psychophysiological level plays the smallest role in the determination of tolerance. The author also
reveals a relative importance of factors of tolerance: it is shown that the tolerance is a part of the system of personal maturity
and social adaptation, it is determined first of all by value orientations and the degree of divergent thinking development. The
results of the correlation analysis of students of both genders give reasons to note that value system of boys is (in a lesser
degree compared with girls) connected with their attitude towards other people, particularly, with the level of tolerance. The
system of girls’ tolerance is more integrated in its connection of personal, constituent and behavioral components.
