THE RELIGIOUS WORLD VIEW OF THE «<MEDIEVAL UKRAINIAN»

The article reveals the peculiarities of the religious worldviewof the “medieval Ukrainian”, there we analysed contradic-
tions which are caused by the change of religion. Grounded causes and consequences of the adoption of Christianity as the state
religion in Kievan Rus. It was showed the essence of the phenomenon of dual faith in the worldview of medieval person. The
worldview known as a complex of some inner experiences, feelings,which imposed personal meanings, so images of surroun-
dingworld appear in individual interpretation of the subject. As for the religious world viewherebecause of categoricallycom-
plianceof cleartruths, system of rules, what are dictated by this or that religion, we can speak about the common religious world
view axis, the religious picture of whole epoch. Substantial changes in the religious world view of inhabitant of Kyiv Rus in X
century happened as a result of adopting Christianity by prince Volodymyr in 988, acceptance of it as only state religion, forced
mass implanting of Cristianity. Although this step is acknowledged by researchers of “Ukrainian” Middle Ages rather as political
(recognition of Kyiv Rus on the world arena, in the circle of other Christian states), and implanting of Cristianity of that time is
interpreted as a powerful mean of influence on a local population with the purpose of political, economic and social obedience,
however nobody denies the powerful influence to world view of such state policy. Forced implanting of Cristianity caused deep
psychological trauma — worldview split, the so-calledphenomenon of “dual faith”. The peculiarity of this phenomenon became
the syncretism of main features of both religions. As paganism was archetypically close and organic for the native population of
Kiev Rus, but Cristianity just the opposite was strange and incomprehensible, official power so was not able to change the me-
thod of understanding of the world by old Ukrainians. Dual faith is firmly rooted in the spiritual world of Ukrainian, handed
down from generation to generation, and still speaks in his worldview orientationsThe irrefutable factremains, that the religious
worldview of the “medieval Ukrainian” until now contains close symbiosis of Christian dogmatics and pagan traditions.

DEATH ATTITUDE AS A SUBJECT OF PSYCHOLOGICAL RESEARCH

The article summarizes the researches ofattitude toward death, ideas about it; proposed classification of thematics of
researchesin the context of the described problem; a description of results of empirical research attitude toward death in
adolescence.Using the modification of a method of incomplete sentences we try to understand what understanding of death
prevail among Ukrainian youth. The incomplete sentences were: “The death is...”, “When I think about death, I...”, “Faced with
death, I...”, “T perceive death as...”, “Death seems to me...” After the completing incomplete sentences by students for
processing data we used the content-analysis. The result of our investigation was detection of 4 levels of death perception:
emotional level, rational level, irrational level and existential level. On emotional level the death connected with such feelings like
“fear”, “anxiety”, “horror”, “grief”, “sadness” and “discomfort”. But on this level not only negativ feelings exist. With less
frequency students mentioned “calmness”, “beauty”. So, perception of death, on emotional level is bipolar and negative polar is
dominating. On rational level death is seen as a logical and natural end of life. On irrational level death is realized as natural and
necessary end of the life, as normal integral part of the life and in the same time — as not the final. Death is perceived as crossing
the line and transition to another form of life, a better life; or — as sleep, as “foolishness”, as “it must not be”. This level is
associated with a religious worldview or with high levels of anxiety about death and in this way attempt to protect yourself from
it.On existential level death is seen as a thing that can help find the meaning of life. On emotional level perception of death is
usually associated with negative feelings and fear of death. Although on rational level death is realized as natural end of the life,
on irrational level young person can’t accept it and try on existential level find the sense of the death, and think about death as one
way of staying on the desire for meaning in life.So the fear of death is implicit motivation for finding the meaning of
life.Analyzing the existential level of death perception, we identify two main aspects: experience, which can give someone else
death — the death of another person forces students to rethink their views about it; meaning of their own death - own death is seen
as a catalyst that encourages appreciate "every minute of life, view the history of life, a greater appreciation of life" and so on.A
number of student answersallows to speak aboutthe perception of death as a stimulus to the revaluation of property values—
thought of death motivates a rethinking of the nature of perception of good and evil,as evidenced by the thesis"I think what ‘“bad”
and “good” I made in my life".We also pay attention to the appearance of a certain existential fear - fear of not being realized in
life (this appearance is connected with the fact of death).This is confirmed by the sentence of students,I think that I still did not
manage to do in life”, “feel the fear, because did a little in my life”, I fear, because I didn’t leave any mark in life”. The main
conclusion we can make: thesis of Yalom “fact of death destroying us, but the idea of death could save us” is completely rightful
for Ukrainian youth.Experiences related to the idea of death are fundamentally different — death is authentic condition of
existence — the students are rethinking and reinterprets the history of life, appreciate life more, precisely because realized that
death is possible.
