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REGULATORY FRAMEWORK OF STUDENT SELF-GOVERNMENT IN HIGHER EDUCATION
INSTITUTIONS OF UKRAINE

The article analyzes the regulatory framework that supports the student self-government at the higher educational institu-
tions of Ukraine. The Bill of Ukraine "On Higher Education" affirms that the student self-government is an integral part of the
public self-government, which the people who study in higher education institutions take part in. Student self-government is
necessary for studentship because it is a practical school for those who wish to explore the position of a manager, administra-
tor, or leader. Student self-governing bodies give an opportunity for the execution of projects of public importance, that will
do good to the entire student community. Student self-government acts as a model of local self-government, so it can be re-
garded as one of the first steps towards civil society, the possibility for the members of student society to acquire the skills
needed to be a leader. It is the participation in the activity of student self-government, engaging students to the organization
and management academic and extracurricular university life that contributes to the formation of leadership skills, citizenship,
initiativity, creativity, development of skills needed in future profession. Generally approving the bill of Ukraine "On Higher
Education” regarding regulatory support of student self-government bodies’ activity, we consider it expedient to focus its at-
tention on the educational work with students. We believe that the content of the student self-government activity as a whole
should be aimed at education and organization of students' self-education. Given this, we consider it necessary to introduce
into the activity of the student self-government such a direction as the formation of value-conscious attitude towards students'
health. The involvement of the student self-government in the process of forming value-conscious attitude towards students’
health contributes to the preservation and enhancement of physical and mental health of young people.

THE PROBLEMS OF STUDENTS’ ADAPTATION TO NEW CULTURAL REALITY IN THE MIRROR
OF SOCIOLOGICAL METHODS

In this article the author, taking into consideration empirical data, analysed social orientations and positions of students in
new social conditions. Besides, innovative capacity of students was also estimated. Social adaptation was investigated through the
prism of bringing students’ and student groups’ behaviour in accordance with the dominant system of norms, rules of society.
That is why special attention was paid to the study of terminal and instrumental values. In the article we tried to estimate the ex-
tent to which social orientation of students may be defined as normal or deviant. In the article the author attempted to estimate the
depth and scale of deviant socialization, taking into consideration empirical sociological data. Long-term researches, that were
being held from 1999 to 2014 by the laboratory of sociological investigations (at Department of philosophy and sociology of
Sumy National Agrarian University) gave an opportunity to the author to propose and substantiate a number of positions , that
were submitted in the article. First of all it is the conception of socialization norm and characteristic of deviant behaviour. The
main task of our research was the study of changes of values and norms in consciousness of a student as a molding personality
and future specialist. This problem was considered as up-to-date and very important from the position of possible and necessary
corrections in educational process at the University.
