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“CHILD CREATIVE CONSTRUCTOLOGY (PROLEGOMENON)” AS EFFECTIVE THERAPEUTIC
METHOD

The article presents an efficient therapeutic method, which is the program of developing children’s creative thinking
called “Child creative constructology (prolegomenon)”; it means using different methods, psychological and pedagogical
principles of effective teaching. The solution of creative tasks stimulates creativity, inventive and adaptive abilities of children,
normalizes their mental state. The impact of using creative training, achieving rehabilitative, therapeutic, developmental goals,
the formation of creative and strategic thinking trends of children depends on the success of the integrated use of various
methods of psychological and pedagogical principles of learning as part of a phased solution of their creative tasks. Psycho-
pedagogical conditions (creating developmental environment, organizing the learning process, integrating various creative
activities, encouraging creative initiative, providing an atmosphere of success, etc.) activate children’s creativity and motiva-
tion of creative activity. They take into account the principles of their creative work, including the following: the principle of
humanism and pedagogical optimism, the principle of objectivity, scientific correctness and availability, the principle of com-
prehensiveness, consistency and system, the principle of individual and personal approach and so on. The use of various tools
(examples, instructions, explanations, conversations, clarifying, activating questions, communication with peers, motor, musi-
cal therapy, excursions etc.) and forms (frontal, collective and individual, in subgroups) of cognitive activity is also extremely
important for children. With the help of these techniques children’s mental state normalizes, their skills of creative strategic
thinking are gradually formed. Assimilation of thinking gives children an opportunity to solve their problems in a creative
way, thereby improving their cognitive processes, productive activities, broadening the adaptive capacity of the mind and
psyche in the whole. Productive, friendly activity improves children’s mood, eliminates negativity, helps in the process of
self-realization and forms protective psychological mechanisms.

PEDAGOGICAL INTERACTION AS ONTOLOGICAL SPACE OF IDENTIFICATION

The concept of identity is considered in the context of psychology of the pedagogical interaction which, as a
whole, determines the specific characteristics of its elements. It is shown that the identification reproduces essential
features of the system within which it exists as a mechanism required for establishing level of similarity of the subject
of activity to another subject. It is grounded that identification is a mental mechanism which provides continual adapta-
tion of an individual to the environment due to an assignment of its features and regulation of his/her behavior accord-
ing to them. It is stated that on the basis of individual’s relation to the environment there are the following types of iden-
tification: a) identification-assignment — relationships of subordination are accompanied by considering the characteris-
tics of another as desired and imitating them; b) identification-balance — the relationships are equal, interactive and an-
other individual is considered to have characteristics similar to one’s own; ¢) identification-transmission — relationship
shows signs of leadership which indicates the intention of the individual to transmit his/her own signs which are consid-
ered to be important to another one. The conclusion was made about the system-based dependence of identification pro-
cesses on general social context and the features of the system "individual - individual™. Each of these types contains a
common feature of seeing in certain similarity with the subject of identification in another individual. They differ from
one another in accordance with the reason which induced an individual to identify. It is stated that the determinants of
identification is of dual nature: it is located both in the system "subject - environment", and in the middle of the subject
itself.
