looks like something copied off the side of a pyramid. Then you have to use two-factor
authentication — pulling up a constantly changing number from an app in your smartphone.
Security experts love the two-factor system, but it’s a pain in the net (Scott Canon, “Cyberhacks
are Becoming an All Too Common Occurrence”, The Kansas City Star, May 6, 2016).
