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The article deals with the system of television journalism genres, their structural components and characteristics. 
Genesis concept of talk show, its place and role among other television programs, potential drawbacks and operating 
conditions on modern television is investigated. Measures of genre notions and versions of talk show as such are 
outlined. The main attention is paid to learning the history of this genre on Ukrainian and Russian channels.
