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Summary. The article deals with the analysis of plant-calendar astral sign system represented
in the novel «A Game of Thrones» by J.R.R. Martin. There has been identified that Martin’s poetics is
characterized by a combination of traditional symbols as part of cultural and historical display and
the author’s individual symbolism. The main signs are associated with the leading characters — the
representatives of the ruling houses, and their emblematic animals correspond to the four zodiacal
constellations — Lion, Aquarius, Scorpio and Taurus. Heraldic lion of Lannister’s house is identified
with zodiacal Leo. The northern house of Stark with heraldic sigil of direwolf stands in opposition to the
Lannisters. In astrology the sign of wolf is interpreted as sign of Aquarius, respectively located opposite
the sign of Leo. The constellation of Aquarius is known in astrology as Wolf’s Chamber (or white dog ).
The companion of lord’s Stark bastard is a white direwolf Ghost.

Dragon as the sign of the Targaryen’s house is another name of Scorpio. In astral mythology Scor-
pio is reborn from the ashes as the protagonist of the novel Daeneris. In alchemy dragons symbolize
eternal change. These monsters are nothing but a personification of the sun, storms, desert winds, large
depths, the rivers which flood their banks, or other harsh natural phenomena. Not surprisingly, that
Daenerisis called «Stormborn». The choice of the proper name in the novel is clearly motivated and has
got a specific task.

In opposition to Scorpio is Taurus — the sigil of Baratheons, deadly enemies of Targaryen. The
sigils of the houses and their zodiacal prototypes are interconnected with the periods of solstice, which
signify the time of reign of each dynasty.

Specific symbolization of the world of wild and fruit trees, tied to temporal milestones, is the re-
flection of Celtic mythological tradition. Wild trees symbolize historic events and ancient traditions of
the Seven Kingdoms, whereas fruit trees, such as peaches, plumps and lemons, are the signs of human
nature and temporal milestones.

The structural composition of the novel is not typical for the modern fantasy, when the leading
motives of it multiply repeat themselves. Each of them is revealed on various semantic levels — nomina-
tive, chronotopical, symbolical. The analysis of plant-astral symbols of the novel makes possible deeper
comprehension of the main ideas of the author and enables disclosure of the hidden senses on various
layers of this work of American literature.
