Slyusarevskyy M. M. Social psychological thinking: its essence and
forms

The author continues to discuss the problem of clarifying the contents, po-
tential opportunities, and perspectives of social psychology development, the prob-
lem which has been developed by him for already several years. It is mentioned that
this issue has been studied actively in the historical context during the recent dec-
ades; however, the available historical accounts do not fully solve the tasks at hand
because usually a huge array of non-scientific knowledge is simply left out. An as-
sumption is made that the notion of social psychological thinking can be a conven-
ient epistemological tool to overcome the abovementioned gap. The author made
conceptualization of the notions “social psychological thinking” and “form of social
psychological thinking”. He proposed classification genetic model of the forms of
social psychological thinking which embraces prescientific forms, proto-scientific,
scientific, non-scientific forms in the narrow meaning as well as those forms that are
between scientific and non-scientific (ideological and psycho-technological) forms.
It is argued that social psychology nowadays not only has to obtain social psycho-
logical knowledge by its own means, but it also has to extract this knowledge in the
products of the other forms of social psychological thinking, and shape the found
knowledge as scientific.
