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Sivers Z. F. Social Representations of Young People Concerningof Their
Rights as an Indicator of Expectations of Institutional Justice

The article is devoted to almost unexplored in the domestic social and psy-
chological science problem of the phenomenon of political and legal consciousness,
in particular, to psychological factors and mechanisms that underlie political and
legal consciousness and may affect its formation. The author justifies the choice of
the concept of social representations by S.Moskovichi as a methodological basis of
the study. Having carried out an overview of the main provisions of the concept of
social representations, the author focuses on the characteristics of the social repre-
sentations, which are of particular interest in the context of the author's research,
gives a definition of the political and legal consciousness and political justice. Ana-
lyzing the development of the idea of human rights from the Great Charter of liber-
ties (1215r.), Acts early constitutionalism (British Bill of Rights, the -1689, the
Declaration of the Rights of Man — the French National Assembly, 1789) to the Uni-
versal Declaration of Human Rights, adopted in 1948 UN General Assembly, the
author points to the unidentity of individual rights and citizen rights, gives a descrip-
tion of the political and legal status of an individual. It is theoretically justified that
an individual's social representations of his/her rights, state and legal institutions are
psychological basis for expectations of political justice in relationship between a
person and a state. But level of awareness of their rights is a definite criterion of
fairness expectation in respect to state and political power.

Zhadan 1. V. Socialize Discourse as a Factor in the Structuring of the
Political World View of Students: an Empirical Model

The article provides analysis of the findings of the psychosemantic research
focused on peculiarities of structuring university students’ political world outlook. It
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presents an empirical model of the youth political world outlook structure, which has
the following components: fundaments of interaction between authorities and an
individual, social motivation, values of democracy, representations of the causes of
actual political problems, directions of social changes, and liberal attitudes. Regional
peculiarities of the basic constructs structuring youth political world outlook have
been identified. They are: significantly lower level of social motivation of the youth
of the eastern and the southern regions; significantly lower level of pragmatism and
financial discipline of the youth in the west; significantly lower level of tolerance
and civic involvement of the students of the southern region; higher level of irration-
ality of the electoral choice of the students in the south and the east; higher political
mercantilism of the youth of the central region. On the basis of the analysis of the
youth political world outlook structure and representations of its components com-
pared with the propositions of the socialization subjects, socializing discourse and
provision for its main functions have been analyzed.
