Korol O. Analysis of international tourist flows in Austria. The inbound and outbound tourism flows in Austria are
researched in this article. The number and structure of tourist arrivals and departures in Austria in 19962008 are described.
The tourist receipts and expenditures are estimated. The structure of international tourist flows in Austria by countries of
origin and destination tourists was considered also.

The international tourism depending upon whether a person is travelling to, from or within a certain country the following
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forms can be distinguished: Inbound Tourism — involving the non-residents received by a destination country from the
point of view of that destination; Outbound Tourism — involving residents travelling to another country from the point of
view of the country of origin.

Inbound international tourism

In 2008, the number of international tourist arrivals was 21.9 million (up 5.6% on 2007). Worth mentioning is the average
increase of guests from eastern European countries compared to previous years (a rise of 46% in arrivals from the Russian
Federation and Ukraine to a total of 323 100, an increase in overnight stays of 38% to 1.3 million). Both the winter season
(November 2007 to April 2008) and the summer season (May to October 2008) reached their highest level ever: 15.2 million
arrivals (up 7.8%) and 63.3 million overnight stays (up 6.6%) during the winter season and 17.3 million arrivals (up 3.8%) and
62.4 million overnight stays (up 2.4%) during the summer season.

Outbound international tourism

In comparison to the review period the 1% increase of outbound trips to 9.7 million trips was three percentage points slower
than the review period CAGR of 4%. This is because the review period saw a strong increase in departures in 2007 that
slowed down in 2008 and 2009 due to lower disposable incomes.

Whilst there were trends for specific countries, Austrian tourists liked to experience different places and tended to visit a
new country each year. Whilst it was part of the culture to go on at least one trip per year, travelers were disloyal to a specific
destination country and liked to explore new places each year.

Air remained the largest mode of transport with 50% of all trips followed by land with 45% of departures. Since Austria is a
landlocked country and many like to go further away, for instance, to visit locations by the sea in Greece, air is the most convenient
mode of transport. Whilst for incoming tourists, Austria is often part of a larger European trip, many Austrian tourists go to only
one destination when they go for vacations. Additionally, business travelers usually preferred air to save time.

Italy and Germany remained the most popular outbound destinations in 2008. Whilst traditionally Austrians took their car
and camped on one of the Italian beaches relatively close to Austria, tourists shifted towards culture visits where they
would take a plane to one of the many prestigious Italian cities and enjoy culture and cuisine there.

In terms of turnover, outbound leisure trips had 78% of outbound trips. Most leisure travelers departed by land as the two
most popular tourist destinations remained the neighboring countries Germany and Italy, closely followed by air as an
increasing number of tourists like to travel to a new destination. Interestingly, most Austrians liked to travel in groups
accounting for 22% of all outbound trips. The typical groups include students and local pensioner clubs.
