The article is dedicated to determining the specifics of zoonyms as a means of
representing concept ANIMAL in children’s belles letters discourse. The zoonyms singled
out from the works by B. Potter are divided into five groups according to their structural,
semantic and functional characteristics. The first consists of lexemes-names of animals
which undergo occasional discursive personification. The second group consists of
anthroponyms metonymically transferred to animals. The third group consists of zoonyms
formed by personified lexemes-names of animals with the addition of typical greeting
forms. The fourth group consists of zoonyms which combine lexemes-names of animals
with characterizing elements. The fifth group consists of zoonyms-nonce formations
coined by the author for specific purposes. The research demonstrated that zoonyms when
used in children’s belles letters discourse contribute to forming systemic connections both
within concept ANIMAL and children’s lingual worldview in general.
