REQUIREMENTS FOR PAPERS IN “SCIENTIFIC MESSENGER
OF THE UNESCO DEPARTMENT OF KNLU”
Series PHILOLOGY ¢ PEDAGOGY ¢ PSYCOLOGY

The Journal invites papers (including articles, reviews, opinions, etc.) from scholars in the field
of linguistics. Papers are acceptable for publication on condition they have never been published
before; their topics are relevant to the “Messenger’s” research focus and the text is presented
in a predetermined format. Papers must describe the current state of the investigated problem
and comprise the new findings revealed in the course of research. Theoretical approaches must
be supported by the appropriate illustrations.

A scientific paper must include final or intermediate results of the study and highlight a single
issue of the prospective dissertation or another research paper; it must consolidate the author’s leading
position in the research area and introduce his achievements into operation. A paper submitted
for publication must be completed in compliance with the requirements of the Ministry of Education
of Ukraine comprising the following mandatory elements:

— problem statement indicating its connection with the important scientific and practical objectives;

— analysis of recent researches and publications cited by the author;

— identification of the study’s goal and objectives;

— presentation of the research supported by detailed illustration of the theses;

— conclusions and prospects of further investigation in the field.

Languages — English, French, German, Greek, Russian, Spanish, Ukrainian.

A paper must consist of:
0,5 p. p. for an analytical article;
0,3 p. p. for an article;
0,25 p. p. for a review;
0,2 p. p. for a chronicle
Paper format: the text and references must be typed in 1.5 space (title of the paper, name
of the author, institutional affiliation, summary in 1 space) in regular font with no hyphens at the end
of line. Font size — 12 pt. in Times New Roman (title of the paper, name of the author, institutional
affiliation — 14 pt., abstracts — 10 pt.). Margins — 1.5 cm all the way around. Paragraph indention —
1,25 cm. Any extra fonts used in the paper must be supplied separately, like characters and illustrations.
Quotes and definitions are enclosed in quotation marks (“word”). A hyphen (-) must be clearly
distinguished from a dash (-), e.g.: “Discourse —is ...”, but “lexico-grammatical meaning”. Fragments
of the paper containing illustrations must be typed in italics. Topicality, aim, and objectives of the study
must be placed in the introductory part of the paper, typed in a light font and underlined. Gaps
in quotations must be indicated in the following way: [...]. Any footnotes are not allowed.
Instructions for preparation of papers for publication: every paper must be filed separately
and submitted in duplicate, the 1st page containing Universal Decimal Classification index, Library
Bibliographic Classification index, second name of the author with his initials in Latin (e. g., Ivanova S. O.)
and the title of the paper or any other publication in English. The title is typed on the following
page in all capital letters in bold (14 pt.), centred at the top of the page. The Second name of the author
and his initials are placed below the title in all capital letters, typed in bold. Institutional affiliation
is on the next line (in italics). Two abstracts sized from 500 to 700 words (1st — ukrainian language,
2d — in English) are to be found below followed by the key words after each. Abstracts and key
words must be typed in 10 pt., Times New Roman, e. g.:

All citations are given in square brackets and drawn in compliance with the numbering in list
of bibliography and the list of illustrative material, e. g., the work by R. Jackendoff: [2, p. 15]
or the illustrative material “A Dictionary of Symbols ” [7, p. 23]. Introducing citations in the text can
be exemplified as followes: “... in F. MacMillan’s work ...” [4]; “J. Kristeva introduced the new
concept in modem linguistics ...” [3, p. 439]. Citation of a series of works of the same author or several
authors is marked by a semicolon, e. g.: [3. p. 464; 7, p. 65]. If pages are indicated from ... to ...,
these are separated by a dash dash (—), not a hyphen (-). Temporal segments are presented likewise:
XII-XIII c.

Instructions for paper submission.

The editorial board accepts:

— a paper on a CD-R/CD-RW;

— 1 printed copy of a paper;

— information about the author on a separate sheet and in a separate file including: full first
and second names, patronymic name, degree, rank, place of employment or training (postgraduates
should indicate the year of training), position, phone numbers, home and e-mail addresses;

— extract session of the Department / Academic Council on recommendation of the paper
for publication; review of the submitted paper by the scientific supervisor for a postgraduate.

All materials are submitted in a folder, indicating the date of their reception by the editorial board.
