In this article attention has been focused on rank position of health and healthy lifestyle in the hierarchy of life values of the
students of 6-9th classes in the conditions of after-school educational institutions. In the context of the analysis of the value
attitude of the students towards health and healthy lifestyle a research has been conducted concerning a rank position of health
and healthy lifestyle in the system of values of the students of 6-9 grades. Due to results obtained the following one can make
the following conclusions: health was chosen as the most significant value for students of 6-9 grades. Among the other high
priority values were family happiness, education and good friends. The educational process has been studied in the after-school
educational institutions which allows us to describe the organizational and pedagogical conditions that would encourage forming
of healthy lifestyle as value in a juvenile environment. Described are the basic methods of education through which it becomes
possible to develop health and healthy lifestyle oriented values. It has been noted that the after-school education has a more
mobile and variable system of education and development, which gives opportunity to respond effectively to the changes in

education and to make alterations in educational programs.
