Analyses of educational programs and the integrative possibilities of “Sport games
and methods of teaching” course, as well as subjects of Nature and Science are defined. It has been
researched that integrational training lessons in sport games should be implemented into teaching-
educational process at the expense of inter-, and cross-subject integration. There is expediency of
introduction of integrational employment, sporting games and disciplines of cycle of naturally-scientific
preparation built on material, and efficiency of their influence on knowledge and ability of future teacher of
physical education.
