The article presents the main results of the experimental work aimed at checking the effectiveness of
methodical system of teaching engineering-graphics disciplines of future teachers of technology.

Volunteer work also raises some doubts,
because voluntary professionals are not working, and without a decent pay for qualified work and training on
quality performance of tasks by the probation service one can only hope.

The article examines trends in the processes of formation of the probation service in Ukraine on the basis of
the reorganization of the criminal-executive inspection, as well as the selection and training of specialists
probation service.
