RADUL Valeryi Viktorovych, RADUL Olga Sergiivna. FORMATION OF TEACHING STAFF OF NATIVE
UNIVERSITIES IN THE XIX — THE BEGINNING OF THE XX CENTURIES

Formation of the teaching staff of native universities in the 19th — early 20th centuries was determined by the
statutes of 1804, 1835, 1963, 1884 and separate Rules of the Ministry of National Education. According to the statutes of
the first half of the nineteenth century professors (ordinary and extraordinary), associate professors, and lecturers
belonged to university professors. Since 1863, there have appeared positions of associate professors and private associate
professors. The main degrees were a candidate, a master and a doctor, and according to the rules of 1819, a real student
was added. Statutes determined the requirements for obtaining academic degrees and the filling vacant positions oral and
written exams: giving public lectures (designated by the university and of their own choice), writing a scientific study. The
right to provide academic degrees was granted to the Councils of Universities. The title was approved by the trustee of the
educational district and the minister of education. At the beginning of the 19th century foreigners prevailed among
teachers. Since the 20s, the process of gradual replacement of foreign teachers with native ones has begun. This was
facilitated by the creation of universities, pedagogical institutes, the professor's institute in Dorpat (1828), biennial
foreign travels for young scientists to improve in sciences (for which special funds were provided), as well as the right to
leave the best students from those who graduated from university to prepare for professorship, who received special
scholarships. One of the ways to prepare for the title of the professorship was the private associate professorship. All
these measures lead to a steady trend of forming the teaching staff from their own students.

PROGRAM THAT BLOCKS INAPPROPRIATE INTERNET CONTENT ON THE DAILY DURATION OF
INTERNET USE AND THE UTILIZATION OF LEISURE TIME AMONG MODERN YOUTH: PROBLEMS AND
PERSPECTIVES

The «Google» company was formed 20 years ago. Since, then, our life has changed irrevocably, undoubtedly thanks
to Google. The question is — to what degree has high school students' internet use changed? School children find any
information they need during their school years on the internet. This has completely changed the perceived role of school
teachers. From knowledge agents they have become mediators, who explain and teach proper use and analysis of the
endless online information, thus changing the modern learning experience beyond recognition, after remaining
unchanged for centuries. The world of knowledge has utterly changed. From learners, our students have become
«wanderersy — everywhere, at any time, anything.

In the last decade, the internet has become an inseparable part of people’s life — adults, teenagers, and children. It
is used to locate information, for purposes of communication, entertainment, etc. Accordingly, the time devoted to this
activity is rising, particularly among the young. With the benefits, awareness of the disadvantages of this tool has also
risen. Problematic internet use might create various problems such as exposure to inappropriate contents for the user’s
age, mental distress, and addictions; all these are caused, among other things, by pathological internet use.

Following awareness of the problems mentioned above, various programs have been developed, including
NetSpark, which enables the blocking and/or filtering of internet systems. In Israel, the management at several schools
decided to install the program in the mobile phones of most or some of the students. The purpose is, of course, ethical, and
compatible with the school’s ideology: maintaining students’ safe use of the internet even when not at school. In the past,
schools would block or filter websites on school computers, but it is now possible to filter inappropriate contents on the
students’ Smartphones, as use of the internet has expanded to this mode as well.

The study examined the association between having NetSpark on one’s Smartphone and utilization of spare time
among students who had or did not have the program installed. The assumption is that when the program is installed
students will be more inclined to engage in non-internet related activities, such as spending time with friends, and when
the program is not installed they will be more inclined to stay at home and be on the internet and will display less active
life of other types.

The research population included 120 9"-12" grade female students at the Ofra religious high school, aged 14-18.
Half were students had had the NetSpark program installed on their phones, and half had not. The study used three
questionnaires: a sociodemographic questionnaire, a questionnaire on Smartphone usage patterns, and a questionnaire
on utilization of leisure time.

The research findings show no association between use of Smartphone applications and of the internet among
students in whose phones the program had been installed versus those in whose phones it had not been installed.
Secondly, no association was found between utilization of leisure time among students in whose phones the program was
installed versus those in whose phones it had not been installed. Furthermore, no difference was found between the total
time for which respondents had been using cellular phones of by religiosity, and no difference was found in the joint effect
of religiosity + program on the variable daily duration of internet use. Moreover, no difference was found in use of
cellular applications between respondents who had / did not have the NetSpark program installed, however use of cellular
applications was found to be higher among respondents who ranked themselves less religious than among respondents
who ranked themselves as highly religious. Finally, no difference was found in the utilization of leisure time (various
activities) among respondents with different levels of religiosity.

The article found that the primary problem in modern pedagogy is the problem of teaching motivation. The
components of competence of the future specialists of the tourism industry are singled out.

KUZMENKO Yulia Vasylivna. MUSIC EDUCATION IN UKRAINE: HISTORICAL AND PEDAGOGICAL
ASPECTS

In the article on the basis of historiographical analysis of information sources, the main directions of the formation
and development of musical education in Ukraine up to the XVIIIth century are outlined. Music education did not arise in
a particular historical moment, it gradually evolved during the evolution of human society.

During the times of Kievan Rus, compulsory education for boys from rich families was a training in «youth houses2
playing musical instruments, singing and dancing.

After the baptism of Kyivan Rus' musical education began to develop in the direction of church music — the training
of the first professional singers and teachers of church singing. The main center was the Kiev-Pechersk Lavra, here was
formed a powerful professional school of masters of mono-significant church singing. It should be emphasized that the
main task of educational institutions at this time in the context of musical education was musical and church education.
Therefore, it is quite logical that active development in this period in Ukraine has acquired such a direction of musical
education as church singing. In many schools at the theological lessons students studied the basics of musical literacy and
sang church songs.

At the beginning of the seventeenth century, students at the fraternity schools and colleges studied musical literacy
and music singing, learned how to sing and play instruments, the art of conducting, and to create their own music. One of
the leading educational institutions of the time, where musical education was a powerful development, became the Kyiv
Collegium.

In the 18th century the Kyiv-Mohyla Academy became the center of musical education, where music education was
not only applied but also had a specific professional orientation.

In the period of the end of the seventeenth and early eighteenth centuries musical training of musicians and singers
was also practiced in music workshops. The professional orientation was the transfer of knowledge and experience from
master performers to students.

In the second half of the eighteenth century, professional music was acquired in manor farms: serfs and choruses,
instrumental and vocal chapels, theaters. Significant investments were made by landowners in the musical education of
their serfs.

The conclusions emphasize that the development of musical art (church, secular, folk music and songs) had a direct
impact on the formation of musical education in Ukrainian lands.

SAVCHENKO Nataliia Serhiivna. STRUCTURAL PECULIARITIES OF HIGHER EDUCATION IN POLAND

The process of integration of the Ukrainian state into the European Union with the simultaneous growth of
globalization demands and demands of the society of knowledge led to the necessity of reforming higher education aimed
at training highly skilled specialists of various fields for the development of the country, the formation of a competent,
competitive person with intellectual abilities, and a civic position.

In order to realize and fully adapt modern structural changes in higher education in Ukraine, we consider it
necessary to examine and analyze the directions of the development of higher education in Poland.

During the period of democratic development of Poland and its accession to the European Union, the structure of
higher education has changed radically, as more than 460 higher educational institutions began to function in the market
of educational services.

The analysis of scientific and statistical sources shows that the structure of higher education in Poland has
undergone significant quantitative transformations through the establishment of non-state higher education institutions.
An extensive network of non-state universities is one of the structural features of higher education in Poland.

The analysis of statistical indicators of Poland and Ukraine suggests that over the past twenty-five years there has
been a significant increase in the number of educated population in both Poland and Ukraine. Nowadays, the process of
adapting educational systems is being implemented, which enables the growth of mobility among students, and as a
consequence, the strengthening of the migration processes of labor resources takes place.

The analysis of the outlined problem gives grounds to assert that the system of higher education in Poland has
structural features that are manifested primarily in the types of educational institutions, the number of universities, the
total contingent of students, the quantitative ratio of students of different forms of education, the acquisition of education
by foreign students and the adult population of the country.
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1t has been established that the multilevel system of training has been successfully applied over the years in Poland,
it guarantees not only the gradual accumulation of the necessary amount of knowledge, skills and competences at a
certain level, but also the possibility of professional development upon completion of each of the levels.

METHODS AND CHARACTERISTIC FEATURES IN DOCUMENTATIONS

Casework is an integrative and multidisciplinary model used in medical, psychological, and law practice and uses a
number of other technologies: needs assessment, early intervention, crisis intervention, and service provision.

The typical features of case management are that: based on this model, one can help a person solve his psychosocial
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problems; promote better socialization to the environment; It is a progressive process that includes training, diagnosis,
treatment, assessment, etc.; he requires knowledge and skills in establishing a professional relationship; mobilizes the
capabilities of individuals and resources in the environment, ensures personal development.

Dealing with a case involves observing a clear algorithm of work: appeal, message, decision to open a case; initial
assessment, service contract (social support); a comprehensive assessment of needs; a plan of social support;
implementation of the plan; review of the plan and monitoring; case closure (social support); impact assessment.

A social worker in the process of working out a client card, a contract, an act of assessing the needs of the client, an
individual plan and other related documentation.

The model is implemented through the organization of cooperation between a social service specialist and a client,
during which the case responsible carries out needs assessment, plans, organizes and coordinates the process of
providing services in order to optimize the client's life, the ability to overcome complex life circumstances or minimize
their negative impact on their own. In his work, a social worker conducts a considerable amount of documentation, in
which all the features of the work and the process of the process are recorded. The model itself involves the use of a large
array of methods, most of which are used surveys, analysis, questionnaires, diagnostics, surveillance, counseling.

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The article deals with the realization of interactive teaching methods in professional training of the future teachers
of musical art.

The disclosure of the theoretical foundations of interactive teaching methods was
carried out in due time by Yu. Babanskyi, M. Potashnyk. However, these studies reveal the identified approaches to
educational activities, but they are not aimed at analysing their application in music-pedagogical activity in the process of
professional training of teachers of music art.

Most families in the risk group do not see and do not understand that their life may be
aggravated, at first glance, by invisible problems that will further adversely affect their children, and many do not believe
that they can change something. in the destiny and destiny of their loved ones. In such families, as a rule, is insufficient,
psychological physical, social and economic resources. These families are classified basically on the basis of violations of
family functions.

OF STUDENTS’ REFLECTIVE THINKING IN THE PROCESS OF STUDYING PHYSICS

The development of reflexive thinking in modern youth is an urgent requirement of the present. Physical education
provides ample opportunities for the development of reflexive processes among students of technical educational
institutions of Ukraine. Skillful use of teachers of various forms of studying theoretical material in physics, the
implementation of a physical experiment, solving problems in physics contributes to the development of reflective thinking
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of students, because it is based on a conscious implementation of their educational and cognitive activity.The introduction
of training, focused on the development of critical thinking, is an urgent methodological problem of modern education.

Reflection is one of the content components of critical thinking. Based on research on this issue we believe that
reflection is a complex synthetic phenomenon that acts both as a student's quality and as a mental process - reflective
thinking. The analysis of psychological, pedagogical, and philosophical literature revealed that many scholars studied
the problem of developing reflective sphere of students.

However, the possibility of development of reflection as a mechanism for the formation of students’ critical thinking
in the process of studying physics was not considered. In the process of our research, we found out that physics education
provides enough opportunities for students to develop reflective processes.

The purposes of teaching physics at colleges include the need to provide a standard of physics education and
prepare students for studying the subjects on speciality. It encourages teachers to implement interdisciplinary connections
and involves the systematic developing of the cognitive motivation of students, as well as solving of polytechnic and
production tasks.

All of the abovementioned has allowed us to identify some forms of educational and cognitive activity in teaching
physics, which, in our opinion, will contribute to the development of reflective thinking of students. These forms are: the
problem situations while studying new information, student-teacher cooperation, involvement in reviewing information
from different sources (text, student's answer, film), short-term creative projects, assignments on finding mistakes etc.

In the modern world, musical art is considered as part of the general world culture, but at the same time, it serves as
an integral part of the overall process of learning the world, and in general expresses, in the sound images significant
moments of life, while being a specific form of aesthetic activity.

creative search, empathy and emotional habitation of the work are not necessary. The pupil’s interest is an element of the
process of mastering the skill, which allows him to form his own discipline of classes and affects the technique of the
game. The teacher-guitarist, therefore, must share his own know-how with his students, and also instill in the student’s
experience of listening and sensual-emotional experience of musical creativity, which brings to the forefront the aspect of
mentoring. The system of music education implies, on the one hand, the mass of studies in musical schools, on the other
hand, the discovery on this basis of the most talented students who have the potential to become professional performers
and continue their studies at colleges and conservatories. It is possible to distinguish four categories of pupils, based on
their musical and motor talent. The training of mastery of the game on the guitar is aimed at developing the four main
characteristics of the performer: agility, strength, endurance, and speed.

PLAYING TECHNOLOGIES IN THE LIBRARY-INFORMATION SERVICE OF LIBRARIES FOR CHILDREN
(1950-1980s)

Playing is one of the activities and it has always attracted the attention of people along with learning, work and
communication. At the same time, researchers in the field of philosophy, psychology and pedagogy believe that it plays a
leading role in the process of forming a personality. It is while playing that children and teenagers can show their
creativity, be enriched, so they have a daily need for playing activities. It is one of the methods of social impact upon the
individual. Its purpose is to create a system of certain social values for the formation of a worldview, views on life, for the
education of socially significant qualities. Playing activity is not only one of the forms of person's life (communication —
playing — learning — work — communication), but also a certain mechanism of developing of cognitive, emotional and
communicative components. Playing is a special act in which the spiritual, socio-cultural, and practical components of
the person's activity are concentrated. Playing activity is also a multifaceted subject of study in pedagogy, psychology and
librarianship. Since the middle of the twentieth century, the works on the history of playing have been showing a different
attitude to playing activity at different times and among different peoples.

He analysis of scientific papers on librarianship of the 1950-80s shows that using playing elements in the work with
children and the playing activity in general were seen as a means of activating children and their full development. Of
particular importance was the involvement of them in the library as an educational center, for acquiring knowledge,
reading skills, for reading the works of children's literature. The problem of guidance for children's reading and using
playing forms for reader service in the children's libraries has become particularly relevant. The widespread forms of
organization of mass events were literary matinees, literary evenings, reader conferences, evenings of fairy tales,
meetings with writers.

The analysis of scientific works on library science convinces that the introduction of various forms and methods of
cultural and educational work on the organization of playing leisure through the combination of teaching, educating and
developing functions of library and information services for children greatly contributed to the personal development of
readers of children's libraries and allowed to involve children actively into the sphere of literature and art.

YAZLOVETSKA Oksana Valentynivna. FORMATION OF PEDAGOGICAL MASTERY OF FUTURE
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TEACHERS OF PHYSICAL CULTURE

The scientific article is devoted to the study of the problems of improving the professional training of future teachers
of physical culture by forming their pedagogical mastery in the process of studying psychological and pedagogical
disciplines during the professional training in the university.

The content and structure of the scientific concept «pedagogical masteryy is substantiated, the specifics of the
formation of pedagogical skill of future teachers of physical culture are revealed. The meaning of pedagogical mastery of
the future teacher of physical culture is specified. The study of the main components of the activity of the teacher of
physical culture made it possible to determine the optimal structure of his knowledge, to identify and classify
professionally significant skills, related to abilities and psychological qualities, to establish the features of creative
solutions to specific pedagogical tasks.

Researchers in pedagogical skills in the field of physical education and sports believe that the creation of a
scientifically grounded method of raising the pedagogical mastery of the future teacher of physical culture can be based
on the elucidation of the processes of forming his personality and the socio-psychological structure of his activity. The
solution to this problem is relevant at the beginning of studies at a higher education establishment, when the attitude
towards the chosen specialty is formed and its social essence is recognized. At the same time psychological and
pedagogical disciplines, which have powerful capabilities in the personal and professional development of students,
should be considered as a means of entering the future teacher into the world of the profession. The basis of the formation
of students' pedagogical skills is the step-by-step activity of the teacher, aimed at helping students to self-identify their
opportunities for teaching, mastering the knowledge of pedagogical theory and their implementation in practical activities
in the process of independent search for ways to solve pedagogical problems.

The analysis of the real process of professional training made it possible to identify the necessary conditions for the
formation of the pedagogical skills of future teachers of physical education in higher education: the purposeful formation
of positive motivation for students to master pedagogical skill; ensuring the integrity, continuity and systemic content of
the development of the pedagogical skills of future teachers of physical education; use of active teaching methods and
newest educational technologies for the development of pedagogical skills of students. The introduction of well-founded
pedagogical conditions into the practice of preparing the future teacher of physical culture, the provision of the ability to
master the ways of analyzing and realizing the actual professional tasks significantly increase the efficiency of the process
of training teachers.

BABENKO Andriy Leonidovych. THE IDEA OF THE INTEGRATION IN THE HERITAGE OF THE
UKRAINIAN SCIENTISTS-TEACHERS OF THE 20-1ES OF THE XX CENTUR

The article reveals the development of the issue of integration in the 20-ies of the XX century. The conceptual ideas
of such pedagogues as O. F. Muzychenko, 1. O. Sokolyanskyi, J. F. Chepiga are highlighted. Their impact upon
determining the directions of today's pedagogical integration is determined. The article alleges that the Ukrainian
scientists-teachers highly pay attention to the fact that today the development of education should be realized through the
system of knowledge that form the holistic, systemic thinking rather than mechanical acquirement of knowledge. Increased
interest in the issues of integration in science and education is observed. In view of this there is growing interest in the
history of the Ukrainian education, particularly in the first quarter of the XX century, which was filled with school work
and demonstrated the alternative approaches to reform school. The recourse to the pedagogical heritage and experience
of the famous Ukrainian scientists, educators and public figures, whose names are associated with the entry of the
pedagogical ideas of integration in the Ukrainian education, is getting special relevance.

This article analyses the key works of G. Ivanytsya, O. Muzychenko, I. Sokolyanskyi, J. Chepiga who developed the
ideas of the comprehensive learning. It is noted that G. Ivanytsya considered the comprehensive learning as an important
factor in the evolving of the new school in Ukraine, and 1. Sokolyanskyi defended the introduction of the comprehensive
learning, and O. Muzychenko was a supporter of it.
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At the stage of the development of the Ukrainian education the conceptual ideas of the prominent Ukrainian
pedagogues of the 20-ies received their new incarnation. Increased interest in the issues of integration in the science and
education has been observed since obtaining independence by Ukraine. Scientists explore the phenomenon of integration
in the education, systematize and conceptualize their scientific ideas, summarize the advanced pedagogical experience. In
the last decade the Ukrainian education actively explores different aspects of the strategy and tactics of the integrated
learning.

GROZAN Svetlana Viktorovna. INSTRUMENTAL TRAINING OF THE FUTURE TEACHER OF MUSIC ART
IN THE CONTEXT OF PROBLEM-DEVELOPING EDUCATION

The article deals with the questions of instrumental preparation of the future teacher of musical art in the context of
problem-developing learning, which predetermines the development of musical thinking of the future teacher.

Any sphere of professional, in this case, musical and pedagogical activity is the source of various kinds of specific
scientific problems, some of which have already been resolved, and the other — only outlined and subject to future
resolution, then the educational strategy should be focused on the system of problem or problem-developing teaching. The
problem approach to learning opens not only a fundamentally different view of the learning process, which consists of the
transition from reproductive activity to creative, but also allows to radically change the attitude of the student (student) as
a subject of creativity. Taking into account the specificity of the training of future teachers of musical art in musical-
pedagogical and artistic faculties, which includes both theoretical knowledge and instrumental execution, the complete
abandonment of traditional reproductive education, the purpose of which is the transfer of knowledge in the finished,
concentrated form, is inappropriate. While fulfilling the limited but developing possibilities, reproductive learning
contributes to the development of imaginative memory, reproductive thinking, emotional sphere, and more. It seems
appropriate, in our opinion, to combine the educational process of reproductive technologies with the principle of
problem-solving, which is implemented through the inclusion in the learning process of problem situations that promote
the development of students' educational or intellectual qualities, creative, productive thinking, cognitive and creative
abilities. By opening up the possibilities of creative collaboration between a teacher and a student, this approach not only
contributes to a more profound and strong awareness of the educational material, but also forms cognitive and research
interest, activates the search activity, prepares the future teacher of musical art for professional creative activity.

DEMCHENKO Yulia Mukolaivna. METHODOLOGY OF PREPARING STUDENTS FOR GIVING MATH
LESSONS IN PRIMARY CLASSES

The article runs about the experience of preparing would-be teachers for giving math lessons in primary classes.
The approximate structure of the lectures on the methodology of mathematics and examples of types of methodical tasks
that are offered to students in practical classes are given. The observation of the work of young primary school teachers
and the analysis of students' lessons during the pedagogical practice and preparation for practical classes are
highlighted.

The work on the upbringing of students in the creative approach to mastering the course of mathematics is carried
out at lectures, practical classes and during consultations. Practical classes, where the students solidify the knowledge
gained at lectures, learn to freely know the stuff of methodology of the subject, apply knowledge in practice, deserve
particular attention. It is achieved through various teaching methods: student speeches with reports, making up
summaries of lessons, presenting fragments of lessons for practical classes, analysis of textbooks, independent
development of tasks and exercises, etc.

Observations on the work of young primary school teachers and students' lessons analysis during pedagogical
practice have shown that they make a series of methodological mistakes. That is why, there is much concern about the
issue of improving methodological preparation of students.

Therefore, in this article we have shared the experience of preparing would-be teachers for giving mathematics
classes in grades I-IV at lectures and practical classes with students. All the tasks offered by students in practical classes,
have a certain significance in the learning of psychological and pedagogical, and methodological knowledge, develop
thinking, are a means of forming a professional orientation, prepare for the giving math lessons.

Pedagogical practice is very important in students' professional preparation, since during the practice a student
falls into conditions close to independent work at school. However, the methodology and organization of pedagogical
practice is a special, complex issue requiring further disclosure and study.

ZAKHAROVA. Oksana Vitaliivna. MEANS AND METHODS OF SPECIAL PHYSICAL AND PSYCHO-
PHYSIOLOGICAL PREPARATION OF FUTURE AVIATION SPECIALISTS

The article substantiates and broadens the idea of the meaning and content of the professional-applied physical
training of future specialists in the aviation profile, and discloses the means and methods of specialized physical training
of future aviation specialists. It is established that in the process of professional-applied physical training a large complex
of psychophysiological, personal qualities necessary for the employee in his professional activities is successfully formed.
Most scholars outline three areas of physical education as a pedagogical process: general physical education, physical
education with a professional orientation, and physical education with a sports orientation.

The tasks of general and special orientation are solved in the process of physical training. Proceeding from the goal
of general physical training, its task is broad physical education, as well as achievement (or maintenance) of the basic
level of comprehensive development of vital physical abilities.

Special physical training (SPT) is a process of education of physical qualities, which provides a predominant
development of those motor abilities that are necessary for a particular type of work activity, while it is oriented towards
the extreme degree of development of these abilities. The task of special training is to improve the motor skills and
abilities necessary to achieve sufficiently high results in the chosen work activity, which, however, does not exclude the
further realization of the tasks of general physical training.

A kind of special physical training is professional-applied physical training (PAPT), which was formed in an
independent direction of physical education and is aimed at psychophysiological training of a person for professional
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activity. Elements of professional training of future aviation specialists are: theoretical preparation of professional-
applied physical training of future aviation specialists; general physical training (at the training sessions the following
means of physical training are used: physical exercises, exercise devices and means of personal and social hygiene;
corrective physical training; preventive physical training). General physics exercises include: Athletics; Performing
exercises with a partner (with and without objects), with a load; aerobics. Special exercises include: sports games;
Combined exercises and relays using elements of sports games; ping-pong,; swimming. General physical exercises using
special techniques can be applied as a special tool.

TRAINING OF GRAY FOR SPIRITUAL TOOLS

The article analyzes the most natural interconnections between the performance of respiratory resonators and
ambulance, as the basis of the integral nature of the sound-forming apparatus of the musicians-ocher. The methodology of
the article is based on the fundamental system of scientific principles. Many mistakes in the process of reproduction on
wind instruments are related to the artist's inability to use breath. The purity of the intonation, the firmness and
expressiveness of the sound depend on the correct breathing. The article gives practical recommendations for the
development of performing breathing, which will improve the quality of the educational process of future musicians. Each
singer on brass instruments must master the full range of musical expressions and various techniques of the game, which
are often associated with the performance of the breath. The technique of breathing a musicians-ocher is, above all, a
technique of sound ownership. Performing breath differs from the usual breathing, which a person is accustomed to enjoy
in life. The basis of learning games on wind instruments should be knowledge of human anatomy and physiology,
especially those bodies that are directly involved in the execution process. Breathing is one of the main factors in the
sound formation of wind instruments, in fact it is our main musical instrument.

The game of wind instruments requires adequate breathing and continuous air control for sound production. A
professional game on a wind instrument can be considered as a continuous training of the respiratory muscles. The basis
of performing breathing is the ability to control exhalation. To do this, learn to manage the diaphragm. A large amount of
air in the lungs during the game interferes with its slow exhalation and exerts a high pressure on the lips of the performer,
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thus causing excessive tension of the lumbar muscles, it becomes very difficult to keep the sound from breakdown and
errors in intonation. In the process of individual classes, the musician must provide solutions to such tasks as: work with
the instrument and without it, inflate the volume of lungs from the artist, and work out the rate of inspiration. Learn to fill
your breath in the game so that it does not violate the integrity of the musical phrase. Influence of breathing techniques
has a great impact on the quality side of the sound. Volume, duration, equality and some other sound quality directly
depend on the breath while playing the instrument. But one can not talk about the role of breathing in isolation from other
elements, such as hearing, facial muscles, muscle of the lips. These components are indistinguishable elements when
playing on any wind instrument.

Such ways of mastering skills in the future will provide an
imaginative understanding of each violin reception and its exact choice in expressing the content of musical works, which
can become the basis for the birth of a professional creator.

The development of modern technologies and changes associated with a diverse organization of work in recent
years have led to significant changes in the types of knowledge and in the ways of obtaining it. It is indisputable that the
Internet has found its way in everyday life in various fields of science. In the field of education, the Internet offers a global
platform for storing information and its presentation in text, visual, graphical or in any other form. It also serves as a
means of synchronous and asynchronous communication between a teacher and a student. It is entirely logical to expect
that online (distance learning) education will only become popular, and the network of virtual faculties will continue to be
actively distributed in the future. Unfortunately, the electronic form of training has not yet become widespread in Ukraine.
Most of the Ukrainian population simply does not imagine another, different from the traditional, way of studying the
educational material. Potential students are little aware of the advantages and disadvantages of e-learning. Expanding
the use of e-learning in Ukraine would contribute to the development of higher education and the involvement of the great
amount of the population.

The article deals with the features of e-learning. Its main advantages have been investigated, such as: individual
curriculum and pace of training; self-determination by the student of the educational institution and place of study,
depending on their own preferences; saving money and free time, territorial mobility; remote access; a combination of
performance of duties and training; improving student productivity and self-expression.

The following disadvantages are highlighted: lack of live communication and teamwork; using the asynchronous
method of studying the material in online courses, the need to develop and adapt to new information technologies, the use
of the Internet; the need for a high level of self-organization of students; the threat of a loss of a sense of interpersonal
living communication, and, accordingly, the possibility of a negative impact on a further professional career; limited
range of courses available online; problems with the recognition of diplomas by employers.

The article deals with the problem of periodization of the development of preschool education of the South of
Ukraine. The authors provide an analysis of the existing periodizations of the development of preschool education in
Ukraine, identify the criteria and indicators, which became the basis for the established stages. Among them are: the
development of preschool pedagogy, the system of preschool institutions in certain regions, social preschool education in
certain historical periods, scientific and methodological support for the development of preschool education, the content
of educational work in preschool institutions, etc. Drawing on these criteria the periods of development of preschool
education and preschool establishments of different types in the South of Ukraine during the second half the 20" —
beginning of the 21*' centuries are indicated. The first period — (194-1972) — «development of preschool education of the
South of Ukraine in the post-Soviet ideological and political days», the second period — (1973—1990) — «development of
preschool education of the Southern region in conditions of reforming and educational changes on the territory of the
Ukrainian SSR»; the third period — (1991-2012) — «the development of national preschool education of the South of
Ukraine during the independent Ukrainey.

The possibilities of using the summarizing materials in the further consideration of the mentioned problem are
specified. Among them are: the need for identify, taking into account positive and negative experience, the characteristics
of the prospects for the further development of preschool education in the Southern region of Ukraine in order to

LI Yue. SPECIFICS OF ARTISTIC AND SENSE IMAGES IN PIANO PERFORMING: METHODICAL
ASPECT

Artistic and sense images are viewed in the article as apperceptive cognitive and emotional actions that create
outbreaks of artistic consciousness due to artistic and imaginative memory and experience accumulated during the
creative perceptual processes of processing and transforming the knowledge about imaginative and sense peculiarities of
works and their performing realization. A specific feature of artistic and sense images concerning the piano performance
is the factor of obtaining artistic information from various channels. Consequently, they are characterized by
multimodality and the function of generalizing all sources of artistic information, which comes in the course of learning
the piano play. Artistic and sense images are best arranged in the conditions of their activation and harmonious
combination of all modes of the performing process: mental, auditory, visual, tactile and sensory, motor and motion,
emotional, which are consciously directed by the performer to the search for the work’s artistic meaning and its sounding.

The variations of the images include: artistic and aesthetic, musical and stylistic, musical and auditory, visual,
sound and timbral. But the key principle among these variants is artistic and sense image. Piano performance as a
pedagogical resource for the development of artistic and sense images implies penetration into the content of musical
works through their comprehensive analytical understanding, emotional and imaginative perception, concentration of the
educational process on the two-fold goal: comprehension of the artistic and imaginative content of the musical work and
provision of various conditions for its expressive reproduction on the instrument.

Taking into account the fact that the problem of developing artistic and sense images is reflected in the
methodological heritage of pianists and teachers of the past and present, the generalization of their methodical
recommendations and the elaboration of the author’s technique for developing artistic and sense images at all stages of
the future music teachers’ piano training seems to be urgent.

The Article is devoted to the coverage of the results of the ascertaining experiment, during which the levels of
formation of the readiness of future teachers of foreign language for monitoring activities as active participants,
organizers and modern managers of foreign language education have been characterized. Based on the use of means of
the criterion-level approach, the criteria (content, technology and orientation) and integral indicators (quality of
professional knowledge on the theory of monitoring activities in the field of foreign language education, the degree of
mastering of the methods of conduct of monitoring activities, the extent of motivational attitude towards the teacher of a
foreign language as the guarantor of quality foreign language education), for which it is advisable to measure the levels
of formation of the readiness of future teachers of a foreign language for monitoring activities spine have been
concretized.

It has been demonstrated that in the emergence of levels (high, sufficient, average, low) the formation of the
readiness of future teachers of a foreign language for monitoring activities it is appropriate to determine the quality of
their professional knowledge in the theory of monitoring activities by the following types, namely knowledge-methods of
professional thinking, knowledge- understanding, knowledge-reproduction, knowledge-recognition. When concretizing the
degree of mastery of the methods of realizing the monitoring activities by future teachers of a foreign language it is
appropriate to differentiate in the format of creative, constructive, reproductive and adaptive approaches. The extent of
motivational attitude of students to the role of a teacher of a foreign language as a subject of monitoring activities in the
field of foreign language education should be distinguished by their professional position (researcher, diagnostician,
participant, observer) on a positive-active, positive, indifferent and situationally not defined attitude.

The result was the selection of texts and
tasks, even from foreign languages, in such a way as to glorify the work of workers in various fields, to guide students into
obtaining a working profession. Focusing on the positive experience of introducing foreign language learning in
elementary school. The processes of development of education in the native language of national minorities in schools of
the Ukrainian SSR are covered.

FIRSOVA Iryna Volodymyrivna. FORMATION OF THE PROFESSIONAL POSITION OF THE FUTURE
TEACHER IN THE PROCESS OF PROFESSIONAL SOCIALIZATION

The socio-cultural character of the educational life objectively does not allow the teacher to close up within his
professional activity tasks. The worldview that is formed in real activity and the reflection on the problematic situations
that arise in this activity lead to awareness of oneself not only as a subject teacher, unilaterally directed in own
development of a professional, but as a holistic personality, ready and capable of versatile mastery and many-sided
attitude towards natural and social world, that is, awareness of oneself as a subject and representative of culture.

In this regard, the problem of the professional position of the teacher, the formation of which is evidence of his
professionalism and a prerequisite for personal self-improvement, receives a special significance. It should be noted that
"position" is an interdisciplinary concept and has many meanings that reflect different aspects of the phenomenon under
study.

The professional position of the teacher in the pedagogical context is considered as a system of attitudes of the
teacher to the world, to pedagogical reality and to pedagogical activity, in particular, based on the intellectual, active,
volitional and emotional and appraisal potential of the individual.

1t should be noted that scholars identify the concept of «position» and «roley, emphasizing that in one’s position a
teacher realizes a variety of professional roles, showing his own creativity and individuality. Such roles can demonstrate
the multifaceted attitude of the teacher to the students and the professional environment.

Any position of a person is defined by scientists through the category of «personality», based on its characteristics,
such as activity, purposefulness, motives, arrangements, views, interests and beliefs. Professional position is a set of
typical behavioral acts, a stable line of conduct and activities. The professional position of the teacher-pedagogue is the
basis of his activity.

Consequently, the professional position of the future teacher-pedagogue is a conscious system of attitudes towards
different sides of his profession, pupils, colleagues, pedagogical activities, the profession as a whole, in his profession and
determines the behavior, actions. The position is a way of self-determination of the future teacher-pedagogue, which
depends on how fully one identifies oneself with the future profession, teaching activity, internalizes the values and
settings of the professional subculture, and perceives the rules of behavior due to social role and socio-professional
status.

FUTURE ELEMENTARY SCHOOL TEACHERS

The article reveals the essence of the concepts of «modely and «modeling». The analysis of the scientific literature
made it possible to conclude that the models play an important role in most pedagogical researches.

Scientificity, content-richness, integrity, purposefulness, flexibility are the main requirements for the creation of the
model. The following units such as the target unit, theoretical and methodological unit, content and organizational unit,
diagnostic and productive unit have been identified and justified as part of the model of the process of forming the
methodological competence of future elementary school teachers during the study of natural sciences.

The target unit defines the strategy of the pedagogical interaction and is an important system-forming component.
Within the framework of the target unit, goals, tasks, structural components of the methodical competence are defined.

The theoretical and methodological unit of the model includes approaches (activity, competency-based, synergetic,
holistic, comprehensive, biocentric, learner-centered approaches), principles (the scientific principle, principles of
accessibility, systematicity and consistency, individualization and differentiation, consciousness and activity,
humanization of the content of natural sciences, developmental and educational training).

The content and organizational unit of the model in accordance with the stages of the pedagogical experiment,
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which in general is a procedural part, contains disciplines, determines the means, forms of work, technology, pedagogical
conditions.

The diagnostic and productive unit of the model is represented by criteria (motivational-value, cognitive-
intellectual, effectively operational criteria) with corresponding indicators and levels of future teachers’ methodical
competence formation (high, sufficient, medium, low).

DU Jilong. CHARACTERISTIC PROPERTIES OF FORMATION METHODS OF POP-VOCAL SKILLS FOR
ELEMENTARY SCHOOLCHILDREN

The article deals with the problems of educative and developmental influence of content and methods of classes at
elementary school level by pop singing teaching. The attention focuses on the dubious role of the passion on pop
entertainment by the modern children and on the need to develop and apply a methodology making it possible to use this
phenomenon to the benefit of their personal and musical development, stimulation of creative imagination, activity,
communication, education in each of them of social abilities, communicational culture and stage behavior.

1t is described the method of skills formation of vocal intonation in children with unformed coordination of auditory
imaginations and vocal intonation, different temperament and perception types. The specifics of vocal-variety skills is
explained, to be formed by schoolchildren at the elementary level, as well as methodical techniques, which take into
account the specifics of perception and activity of pupils at this age period.

The author has generalized the research data exposing the essential differences of new Generation Z. These children
have grown in the age of digitization, the Internet, computerization, cyber games and virtual communication forms. It is
emphasized the influence of pupils' interest in the virtual space on the development of their personality traits. There are
indicated the ways of taking into account these special aspects in the organization of popular singing classes for pupils
with different development levels of musical and vocal abilities.

There are described the features of the pop art repertoire, as likely related to choice of music teachers for their
lessons at the elementary school. The author explains the reasons for their repertoire choosing and practices of its
preparation for stage performance, as well as the significance of artistic-figurative content of songs performed by young
singers for their comprehensive development. There are presented the methodical techniques to promote the formation of
emotional-expressive intonation skills, disengagement of artistic temperament, ability to natural, unassembled scenic
behavior by the elementary schoolchildren.
