The vision of the mobility of specialists by foreign scientists is presented. In particular, French comparator
scholars have created a concept for the mobility of a European teacher. Its basis is the ideal of the future of European
society, which «guarantees the freedom and natural mobility of every person within the framework of open
integrationy. American scholars have identified the training of fully-developed specialists who can self-assert and
open, make decisions in difficult conditions. Therefore, training in this country is based on the principles of
fundamentalism, multiculturalism, and prognosticity. In the UK, the main task of the country's education is wide-
ranging training with the ability to «switchy from one specialization to another. Therefore, «professional mobility and
adaptation in the world of information space» comes to the fore.

1t is noted that the classification of professional mobility, presented in the article, makes it possible to organize
various movements from unified positions, to submit them as separate manifestations of the overall process of
vocational and pedagogical mobility, to determine what kind of mobility provides for the fulfillment of certain social
functions. It has been found that mobility can be differentiated into intrigeneration and intergenerational. By subject
distinguish mobility individual and group; by direction-internal and external. The classification of employees
according to their attitude to mobility is shown, which can be divided into the following groups: actually mobile;

BYRKA Marian Filaretovych. THE DEPENDENCE OF TEACHER PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT
SYSTEM ON SOCIAL AND STATE CONDITIONS

The professional development of natural and mathematical sciences teachers is a dichotomous phenomenon,
which, on the one hand, is realized as a process of updating of his professional knowledge, skills, ways and means that
ensure the high efficiency of teacher professional activity, and on the other hand, as a system in a socially determined
educational environment, which is determined by a certain hierarchy of the purpose, tasks, functions and
subordination of the lower level to the higher.

The system of professional development of natural and mathematical sciences teachers takes part of the meta-
system — the Ukrainian educational system. In this meta-system all communications are not only subordinate, but also
informational, which makes it possible to build partnership relations and cooperation between all subjects of teacher
professional development.

On a horizontal level, the system of teacher professional development is directly dependent on the teacher
professional activity in secondary education institution and teacher training courses at a regional postgraduate
pedagogical education institution. On a vertical level the system depends on the activity of secondary educational
institution and regional postgraduate pedagogical education institution.

The main purpose of the professional activity of the teacher of natural and mathematical disciplines is to provide
education and upbringing of the younger generation (pupils' youth) in the field of natural sciences and mathematics,
and the purpose of teacher professional development is to ensure the compliance of the training with the requirements
of a constantly changing society.

Among the special conditions for the organization of professional activity of the teacher of natural and
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mathematical disciplines in the modern conditions should be distinguished: constant self-improvement and raising the
level of professional competence; studying and taking into account personal factors that influence the level of
professional self-improvement of a teacher; determination of the need for further development of his creative qualities,
mastery of skills and skills of professional self-education. Also becomes important the introduction of innovative forms
of professional activity and professional development, especially the use of modern information and computer
technologies.

BOCHELIUK Vitalii Yosypovych. SOCIO-PSYCHOLOGICAL FEATURES OF PUPILS' EMOTIONAL
STATE DEVELOPMENT AT SPECIAL EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS

The article reveals the socio-psychological peculiarities of the pupils” emotional states development at special
educational institutions. The purpose of the article is to study the peculiarities of the emotional development of
mentally retarded children and to determine the methods of special work on the formation and correction of
understanding of emotional states, which is a prerequisite for their successful social adaptation. The author points out
that an important role in the emergence of emotional deprivation of children educated in special educational
institutions is lack of communication, because of which they do not develop adequate forms of communicative
behavior. As a result, many pupils of special institutions are characterized by low contact, combined with external
frustration, obsession, emotional excitement, aggressiveness, etc. The article provides a correctional program for
improving the understanding of emotional states and acquiring adequate communication skills, which are necessary
for, further social adaptation of mentally retarded pupils. The program for forming an understanding of emotional
states of pupils with intellectual disorders envisaged: teaching children to understand the emotional states of people
which transmitted by verbal and nonverbal means; formation of abilities and skills of expressive movements practical
possession (facial expressions, gestures, pantomimetics),; the development of adequate evaluation activities aimed at
analyzing their own behavior and actions of people around them; development of self-control in relation to the
manifestation of their own emotional states in the process of communication; education of interest to others,
development of a sense of understanding and the need for communication; enriching vocabulary emotional states.
Together with the decision of the main goal — the formation of understanding of emotional states and the development
of communication skills — a great place in the program is paid to the development of language, as one of the most
important means of communication. The program is based on the main didactic principles: systematic and
interconnected learning material, its specificity and accessibility. It traces the concentricity of forming the children
with the necessary skills. The teacher and the psychologist must specify the requirements and content of the program
sections, taking into account the peculiarities of the child’s development, taking into account their actual knowledge
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and abilities. Significance in the program is given to the development of language, as one of the most important means
of communication. This is done in dealing with a storyline, in an interview by definition of emotional states, and so on.

Particular attention given to the enlargement of speech development objectives aimed at improving
understanding of emotional states in subjects formed and resolved in each case according to the specific
characteristics of the activity. At the forefront was the task of filling the vocabulary, explaining the emotional states of
the character, learning to explain the content and sequence of the task execution, or planning the course of work. It
was very important to change the content of the educational material in which the emotional-value component of
interpersonal interaction should be expanded in the form of an increase in the number of tasks, exercises, texts, poems,
illustrations, reproductions of paintings by well-known artists, containing a variety of communication situations
(human interaction) and many variants socially acceptable expression of emotional states.

Correctional and pedagogical work on development of children’ emotional sphere ensured that we developed a
system of psychological and educational problems, exercises and the use of additional methods as psychological
training conducted by experts. Psychological training elements used during lessons (rhythm, drawing on speech
therapy and music lessons, etc.) in the form of individual exercises that naturally intertwined with the lesson of the
lesson. Experimental work was carried out individually and in groups (4-6 persons) in different types of activities. It
was attended by children of primary school age.

OUTCOMES IN TEACHING BACHELORS OF MEDICAL DIAGNOSTICS AND TREATMENT
TECHNOLOGY: CHEMICAL ASPECT

The adoption of the new standard of higher education by the specialty 224 «Medical diagnostics and treatment
technologiesy, specialization «Laboratory diagnostics» at the first (bachelor) level of higher education presupposes
the possibility of elaborating on its basis new educational curricula and academic programs in specific subject areas
including chemistry ones.

As the result of the analysis of the content of new standard of higher education, the chemistry component was
defined, as well as the learning outcomes of teaching the target category of specialists, the content of students’
chemistry competences and their learning outcomes as the result of teaching them chemistry subjects have been
formulated.

The competences mentioned have been specified in our research in the frameworks of chemistry competences as:
the ability to apply the habits of critical thinking to state the interdependence between the content, structure and
qualities of chemical compounds and their medical and biological significance, between causes and consequences of
physical and chemical processes typical for human liquids; to apply analytical methods of research, chemical
equipment, vessels and reagents; to analyse qualitative and quantiative content of chemical compounds using
appropriate methodologies; to perform safe activites in a chemistry laboratory; to perform an independent analysis of
modern profession-related scientific information in chemistry, to perform researches concerning the chemical content
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of biological liquids of a human, of environmental objects and food products, to present the results of this work in
different forms (as an abstract, report, publication in scientific sources).

The results of teaching chemistry subjects include the following: a student understands the essence of
professionally-oriented chemistry concepts, methods of conducting chemical researches, ways of applying laboratory
equipment, safety rules in a chemical laboratory; conducts mathematical calculations, connected to solutions
preparation, prepares solutions; equips a working place with laboratory equipment, reagents, personal safety means
according to the methodology of conducting chemical research; finds relations between the composition, structure,
qualities of chemical substances and their medical and biological interpretation; implements analytical methods of
research, chemical equipment, supplies and reagents; plots curves of relationship between indices that are researched
in chemical experiment, is capable of working with them; conducts mathematical calculations of numerical content of
substances and their mixtures; sticks to the safety rules while working in the chemical laboratory; conducts
exploratory researches of the chemical content of substances and their mixtures; processes, systematizes and presents
information obtained using contemporary computer and information technologies.

The hierarchy of competences has been designed. The matrix of relations between the learning outcomes of
teaching chemistry subjects and the chemistry related competences of the target category of bachelors has been
created.

The results obtained will be useful for the development of new educational professional programs and curricula
in the field of the research. It is planned to substantiate the methodological approaches towards the formation and
evaluation of the results of teaching students chemistry courses.

CONDITIONS OF TECHNICAL EDUCATION DEVELOPMEMT IN LATE NINETEENTH - EARLY
TWENTIETH ENGLAND
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The article reveals the historical and socio-economic conditions of technical education development in England
alongside with the growth of the national education system within the period of 1870-1914. The subject of this matter
is acute nowadays in the terms of the world integration process, which directly influences on the vocational-technical
system of education in Ukraine. Ukraine is facing new educational aims and tasks on its way of reformation. To carry
them out it is necessary to study the foreign countries’ systems of education. In the process of current transformations,
it is also required to take into consideration the historical experience of the highly developed countries of the world.
Revealing first principles, substratum of technical education building and shaping it could definitely help to avoid
some mistakes in the perspective policy-making steps towards the further development of technical education in
Ukraine. In this respect, Great Britain’s experience and practice is very useful being one of the highly developed
countries with powerful industry based on up-to-date achievements of science and technique and well-organized
technical education ranged with wide system of technical and polytechnic institutions some of which are in the top in
the world university rankings.

Studying the matter of technical education development one should observe the main factors and basic grounds
of both historical and socio-economic development of England to determine the conditions, which promoted the
beginning and growth of technical education, and the reasons of its underdevelopment.

First, it should be mentioned the consequences of the industrial revolution in England in 18201840, gave burst
to mass working class education. The economic growth in England was marked with scientific achievements and
technological developments that positively resulted in many spheres of economic life, such as metallurgy, textile
industries, transport, machine building and others.

The changes in economic life caused the need in qualified specialists. That fact, in its turn, provoked working
personnel’s competiveness and automatically led to self-education aimed atraising professional skills to be able to
work with and maintain modern equipment. Manufacturers and enterprisers were greatly concerned with
underdevelopment of technical education in the country because of the lack of specialized professional technical
schools preparing the future engineers with profound theoretical basis alongside with general education.

The second factor that influenced the technical education is agrarian crisis when thousands of farmers moved to
cities and town searching for working places at the factories and it caused the pressure in the labour market.

The third factor of technical education development is the improvement of population standards of living until the
late 19th and early 20th centuries that gave opportunity for parents to give post-elementary and professional education
to their children.

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uninteresting and impractical lecture or doing tasks on the Internet is a priceless experience with some or other
children. Therefore, American teachers know how to work with problematic children and implement this experience in
the educational process of the United States.

The electronic interactive poster is considered in the article as the new presentation of the polygraphic
educational poster. Its definition is provided. The examples and the specificities of its usage are given, that distinguish
it from the other electronic educational resources. The relevance of the elaboration and the usage of the electronic
interactive posters as vehicles of the new format teaching is revealed.

It is proved that the usage of interactive posters allows to realize the individualization of study in lines of
universal educational-teaching process. In the process of study with the usage of interactive electronic posters,
students of universal educational establishments or students of higher educational establishments are involved in
active activity, focused specifically on them. Electronic interactive posters give an opportunity to choose the optimal
pace of learning, to control and correct the course of learning of teaching material. The result of the work can be seen
almost immediately, not after a while. Besides, applicants of knowledge (students) get an opportunity to realize their
own methods and techniques of learning of teaching material. The paradigms of the one-level, two-level and three-
level electronic interactive posters are improved, the structure of each type and the navigation are described. It is
determined that one-level posters, as a rule, are working area with the necessary educational material and a set of
different interactive elements. Two-level interactive posters consist of several one-level posters. Three-level posters
may consist of two-level and one-level posters. The advantages of the usage of the electronic posters in comparing to
polygraph ones are proved. The results of the research can serve as a basis for further research of the problem of
designing interactive electronic posters. We consider that the research of software tools has a perspective by means of
which teachers of universal educational establishments and teachers of higher educational establishments will have an
opportunity to create the interactive electronic posters.

OLEKSYUK Olga Nikolaevna. INTEGRATED APPROACH TO ORGANIZATION OF EDUCATIONAL
CLUSTER IN MUSICAL EDUCATION

In the article the theoretical substantiation of the integrative approach to the definition of the principles of
organization of the educational cluster in artistic education is carried out. The main focus is on the characterization of
principles, among which: value-target coherence of the activities of the educational cluster entities while maintaining
the balance of interests of each of them, collaboration of cluster participants horizontally and vertically in order to
provide educational continuity with the basic role of spiritual values; the formation of educational universals as a
condition for the spiritual development of subjects and continuity in continuous artistic education.

Phenomenological-hermeneutic approach focuses on reaching the cultural integrity of the cluster (the
relationship of nature, society, man whose problems are reflected in science, education, art, technology). In the
clustering of artistic education, a powerful spiritual potential is laid. In the cluster there is the possibility of creating
transcultural forms of work with students — the organization of interconnected diverse activities of subjects of the
educational process on the general spiritual and value basis. Therefore, in the organization of educational and
management activities, it is necessary: understanding that the global perception of the world is inextricably linked with
the understanding of the uniqueness of cultures; awareness of the idea of personal responsibility of every person for
what is happening in the natural and social world in which the global and local are equivalent; reliance on the
interdisciplinary approach, consideration of all the diversity of the world through the time factor; understanding that
the purpose of the development of the social system should be a person.

The above factors are active elements of influence on the pedagogical process of higher artistic education.
Implementation of the principle of dialogue interaction between subjects of the pedagogical process means that each
ideal plan of teaching activity (from its element to the planning of the final result) should be considered only as a
certain simplified idealized model of future real activity. The formulated provisions take into account the requirements
of the modernization of artistic education and form the basis of the concept of the development of the Boris Grinchenko
University of Kyiv.

OROS Ildiko Imriivna. TRAINING PROFESSIONALS FROM SOCIAL WORK FOR ELDERLY PEOPLE
IN THE GREAT BRITAIN

Considering that for professionals working in the educational environment with professionals who would receive
special training in adult education, this problem is solved in the UK by training pedagogical staff to work with adults,
training staff training enterprises workers in production, training of social work specialists for the elderly. The
training of adult teaching staff is carried out in accordance with the following programs: CELTA (Cambridge
University) Certificate Program (Certificate in English Language Teaching to Adult); The program «DELTA»
(Diploma in English Language Teaching to Adult) at Cambridge University. The analysis of these programs of their
comparison with the integral and role position of the andraghog shows that the programs are structured at a high
scientific and methodological level.

The most widespread and developed institutions of education on the socialization of the elderly (third) age are
analyzed — universities of the third age, in which, performing their main functions — educational and social — the level
of social integration of the individual and the quality of life of the elderly is increased, which also contributes to the
implementation of the concept of active and the positive aging of a person.
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Three cycles of social work education that are currently in the Great Britain are considered. The development of
all levels of education in social work in the Great Britain was key to the research strategy in the field of social work in
the 2006-2020 Social Work Strategy and the development strategy for 2017-2023. In 2010 Twenty-first Centers of
Doctoral Training Centers (DTCs) were created, which included 46 outsourced (12 — separate OBOs and 9 ZWO
consortia). Centers were later transformed into Doctoral Training Partnerships (DTPs), which provide in-depth
training, enhance the interdisciplinary component of doctoral training, and its application aspect. The possible areas
of doctoral education in social work are highlighted and examples of preparation of specialists in social work at the
universities of the United Kingdom are given.

EDUCATIONAL PARADIGM

In the article the reasons for the systemic crisis of the classical model of education and the main approaches to
the development of a new personally oriented educational paradigm are considered, its main principles and directions
of implementation are described. The article reveals the possibilities of developing a new educational paradigm in the
direction of humanization of education, pedagogical anthropocentrism, the concept of self-realization and self-
development, the introduction of personally oriented teaching technologies, the priority of common cultural and
cultural approaches. The purpose of the article is a critical analysis of the traditional, classical model of education
and description of the main approaches to the search for a new educational paradigm. Classic models of education
have almost exhausted their potential and require a critical rethink with further search for new landmarks in the
development of education.

AND DEVELOPMENT OF UKRAINIAN CHILDREN’S LITERATURE IN THE NATIVE SCIENTIFIC WORKS
OF THE SECOND HALF OF THE XX CENTURY

The content peculiarities of the works of the native scientists of the second half of the XX century on problems of
children’s reading and development of Ukrainian children’s literature are revealed in the article. The interest of Yu.
Stupak in the problems of children’s reading, the history of children’s literature, which was inherent in him throughout
creative way, is noted. The scientific work of Yu. Stupak is summarized, covering textbooks and a series of articles on
the subject in which the scientist refers to the works of Ukrainian writers of the XIX century (M. Kotsiubynskyi,
L. Hlibov, Marko Vovchok, Lesia Ukrainka, P. Hrabovskyi, et al.), addressed to the younger generation. It is proved
that the works of new and modern literature laid the foundations of Ukrainian literature for children; the first attempts
of its theoretical substantiation as a separate branch, understanding of specifics, functions (aesthetic, ethical,
educational and didactic, etc.) and significance in the formation of the child’s personality were made, emphasizing the
expediency of their study and extended use at the present stage.

1t is stated that in numerous works the scholar used primarily a personified approach, but although the activities
of each of the artists were covered in various ways, the scientist tried to focus on the essence of their pedagogical
views. It is found out that the scientist focused on determining the place of a certain writer in the history of national
literature and culture, a general description of the «child’s vector» of creativity, developments in the field of children’s
literature with a detailed critical analysis of their works for children. The attention of the scientist to the problems of
upbringing children of preschool and school age by means of fiction literature is argued. It is emphasized that well-
known enlighteners of the past in their work focused on the great educational potential of children’s literature and
emphasized the necessity of its wide use in school practice, because successful solution of the problems of forming
personal qualities of younger generations required creative improvement of existing forms, methods, techniques and
means of educational influence on child. It is found out that, analyzing the subject and content of the works of
children’s literature, Y. Stupak emphasized attention of the authors to the life of ordinary people, how they took into
account peculiarities of children’s world perception, their desire to form moral beliefs in children, and understanding
of contemporary social processes. It is stressed that in the historical-pedagogical developments of the last century the
place of children’s literature in teaching and upbringing of children in the family, the role of parents (especially
mother) in this process, the meaning of the native word and samples of oral folk art in the formation of a nationally
conscious younger generation are thoroughly covered, proving the expediency of their study and expanded use in
contemporary socio-cultural conditions. After all, reading intensifies and enriches child’s knowledge, contributing to
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the development of critical views, accustoming to assessing life events, influencing development of positive character
traits.

1t is emphasized that creative searches in the field of children’s reading and development of Ukrainian children’s
literature, initiated by enthusiasts in the 1950s and 1960s, have become widespread at the end of the XX century and
continue to be actively explored in modern, already independent and free Ukraine.

LEARNING ENGLISH FOR SPECIAL PURPOSES

One of the main distinctive features of today’s education is the problem of developing new technologies of classroom

activities. This process is usually accompanied with a series of obstacles that do not leave the teaching and learning
process unmarked.

MATROS Olga Aleksandrovna. MAIN PERSONS OF SOCIAL PROTECTION AND SOCIAL AND
PEDAGOGICAL INTEGRATION OF DISABLED PERSONS IN UKRAINE: BENEFITS AND PROBLEMS

The article outlines the basic principles of social protection and social and pedagogical integration of people
with disabilities in Ukraine, which has undergone a long path of evolution, modified according to the needs of the time.
1t is revealed that the state and society's duty is to ensure proper social protection and support, social and pedagogical
integration, to create equal opportunities for self-realization, full-fledged life, education and employment, and the
inclusion of persons with disabilities in spiritual, cultural and sports life. Some aspects of the problems that arise in
persons with disabilities with self-realization and self-affirmation, in particular, in connection with employment, are
presented in the study.

The conditions for the implementation of those principles and principles stated in the documents, in particular,
the change of negative stereotypes for the part-time people in the Ukrainian society, are determined. The legal system
of social security of persons with disabilities is disclosed. It has been found that policy development does not always
take into account the needs of people with disabilities or policy measures and standards; people with disabilities are
much more vulnerable to the lack of services such as health care, rehabilitation, and support and assistance; poor
coordination of services, insufficient staffing and low level of professional training of staff.

Article examines the psychological characteristics of self-confidence isolated and described its species.

Author determined types of self-
confidence, self-confident, cognitive, motivational, emotional, demonstrative, cognitive-motivational, cognitive-
emotional, cognitive-behavioral, motivational and emotional, motivational and behavioral, emotional, behavioral,
intuitive, unwarranted, emotionally unstable, hidden, uncertain. The characteristic peculiarities of their manifestation
in adolescence. Experimentally determined distribution of those features of adolescence by type of confidence. The
specificity of cognitive, emotional - assessment, motivational- purposeful, behavioral components of self-confidence in
young adulthood.
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The main tasks of the program of psychological support are related to the structure of self-confidence
(motivational-target, cognitive, emotional evaluation and behavioral component). In implementing the program, the
peculiarities of the development of structural components of confidence in early and late adolescence, identified at the
stage of the study, were taken into account. In particular, the low level of development of the cognitive component in
senior pupils and the lack of development of the emotional and appraisal component of self-confidence among
students, which, above all, is expressed in unmotivated anxiety.

The system of measures of psychological support for the development and self-confidence correction
designed to ensure a targeted impact on the harmonization of the development of self-confidence through the
awareness, analysis and evaluation of young men and girls of their own confidence, as well as the acquisition of new
ways of behavior. Thus, a specially organized system of educational measures, psychocorrectional classes and
counseling help the subject to realize himself, the level of his own confidence and the real means of its development
and correction.

MOGA Nikolay Danilovich. POSSIBILITIES OF MYOTONOMETRY IN THE DIAGNOSTICS OF
PHYSICAL DEVELOPMENT OF EARLY AGE CHILDREN WITH SPASTIC PARARES OF CEREBRAL AND
SPINAL ORIGIN

The article discusses various options for the study of muscle tone in children. Emphasis is placed on a
comprehensive study of the possibilities of tonometry in its various modifications as applied to the study of muscle tone
in young children with central paresis. At first, traditional approaches to tonometric studies of muscles were
considered, their strengths and weaknesses were identified. Next, we analyzed the modified methods of tonometric
studies of the muscles, allowing us to obtain more accurate information about their tonic state. The possibilities of
using a number of innovative techniques in relation to young children with spastic motor disorders have been studied.
The method of conducting a tonometric study and the interpretation of the data obtained are described in detail. Along
with the positive aspects of the use of tonometric studies, an analysis was made of the shortcomings of the proposed
methods for young children with spastic types of paresis. These include a certain subjective (psychological) and
objective painfulness of the procedure when the probe of the tonometer is immersed in the muscular abdomen. Against
the background of the existing spasticity of the muscles, this can cause a pain of varying degrees in a child and reduce
the purity of the study of tone. There is a need to modify the proposed tonometric methods, as well as their combination
with more accessible subjective methods of visual-palpatory diagnosis.

PAVELKIV Katerina Mikolayvna. PILOT STUDY OF THE ROLE OF FOREIGN LANGUAGE
COMPETENCE IN SOCIAL SPHERE

The main purpose of the publication is to highlight the results of a pilot survey of social educators and social
workers on the role of foreign language competence in their professional activities and the needs for its formation. The
necessity for empirical researches of the level of the social sphere specialists’ foreign language competence is
determined. The results of the survey of 119 social workers and social pedagogues from different regions of Ukraine
were submitted using the Questionnaire on the role of foreign language competence in the social sphere (author's
modification of O. Mozharovskaya’s questionnaire).

The main tasks of the survey are: to assess the need for the specialists of the social sphere to possess foreign-
language competence in professional activities and the construction of a career in the social sphere; to determine the
level of proficiency in foreign language and its application for the fulfilment of professional tasks; to diagnose
motivated specialists to form foreign language competence.

In the study it was established that low level of foreign language competence creates restrictions on the
professional and career development of respondents; insufficient level of foreign competence of the prospective
specialists in the social sphere does not allow them to design and organize effective social partnership with
representatives of other countries due to the existence of a language barrier. A significant part of the respondents has
the need for foreign language business communication, but they implement it with the help of translators. More than
half of the survey participants are working as social educators and social workers who are not prepared to make real
efforts to learn the language and increase their own professional competence. The conclusion is drawn about the
potential threat to reduce the quality of social services due to the lack of professional communication and
familiarization with foreign experience in the field of social technologies; the urgency of deepening the foreign
language preparation of prospective specialists during the study at the university is determined.

RAKITYANSKA Lyudmyla Mykolayivna. PHENOMENON OF EMOTIONAL INTELLIGENCE IN THE
DISCOURSE OF SCIENTIFIC COGNITION

The article notes that the XXI century in the history of mankind is characterized as an era of industrial
civilization, which, along with the «benefits» brought to the humanity crisis phenomena in all spheres of public life. An
anthropological crisis is considered threatening, among others, which can lead humanity to self-destruction. The
instability of modern life, frustration and confusion, the loss of spiritual and moral orientations, gives rise to violence,
vandalism, cruelty, aggression and the like. All this, unfortunately, has become a direct reaction of people to living
conditions in modern society and is perceived as its «normy. The authors of the theory of emotional intelligence see it
as a kind of «panacea». The phenomenon of emotional intelligence is presented rather widely both in scientific-
theoretical aspect, and in applied relevance in modern scientific literature. Developers of the theory of emotional
intelligence, the American scientists, note its priority and bigger demand as a key competence among professional
qualities of the expert in modern market working conditions.

Today, not so much intellectual abilities and possession of academic, professional knowledge and skills are
considered to be a priority indicator of the professionalism of a specialist in any specialty, but his/her ability to
interpersonal interaction and communication. On the basis of recognition of emotionality as a more effective factor in
comparison with intellect in professional activity, especially human-to-human type activities, the scientists emphasize
on the importance of emotional intelligence as determinants of the life and professional success of an individual. In a
broad sense, emotional intelligence is the ability of a person to be aware of his own emotions, to be able to control
them and to regulate and establish positive relationships with others, based on an understanding of their emotional
state and mood. Today, this phenomenon is addressed by representatives of various sciences, which indicates its
relevance and practical significance.

Consideration of the emotional intelligence phenomenon in the discourse of scientific knowledge as an idea,
problem, hypothesis, concept, theory allowed us to trace and analyse the evolution of its origin and development from
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prehistoric times to modern times. It has been found that, as a phenomenon, emotional intelligence arose in primitive
society and was gradually transformed into the idea of the relationship between rational and sensual in religious
beliefs and philosophies. In the period of antiquity, this idea acquired signs of a problem. The hypothesis of the
occurrence of this phenomenon is also associated with the primitive principle. Different approaches of modern
scientists to the study of this phenomenon led to the emergence of various research concepts. The generally accepted
and unified theory of emotional intelligence today does not exist, its development is topical. Various approaches of
modern scientists to studying of this phenomenon caused emergence of various research concepts both in foreign and
domestic science. The research of emotional intelligence in the context of a scientific discourse also allowed to
comprehend its nature, intrinsic contents, and manifestation forms more deeply.

RZYEVSKA-SHTEFAN Zlata Oleksandrivna. SELF-RESPECT AS LEARNING PROCESS MOTIV

The work represents results of a research into motivation of self-respect of university students. Relevance of the
research is determined by the necessity to bring the learning process on a new more effective level under the
conditions of current reformation of higher education system in Ukraine. It is motivation that directs and promotes
learning activity, giving it personal sense and importance. The most relevant learning process motivation is intrinsic.
At the same time the conditions of control pressure and directive teaching make this motivation form to be quite fragile
and hard to sustain. The self-respect motivation exploration gives new opportunities to stimulate learning process
positively under conditions of low intrinsic motivation. Being a part of the motivation continuum suggested by R. M.
Ryan & E. L. Deci, self-respect motivation belongs to extrinsic forms of academic motivation and induces the
individual start the activity proceeding from realizing its importance and value.

Self-respect motivation promotes activity effectiveness and comparing to extrinsic form of motivation doesn’t
prevent individual’s wellbeing. In our research we took an attempt to distinguish the place of self-respect motivation in
the hierarchy of academic motivation of university students. 41 first-year students and 25 four-year students of a
pedagogical university took part in the research. Techniques of «Academic motivation scales» by T. O. Hordeyeva and
«Higher education institution study motivation» by T. I. Ilyina were used. The results suggest that self-respect
motivation plays significant role with first-year students when they demonstrate low inner motivation. For the froth-
year students the value of self-respect motives is equally high in both cases: when their learning activity is led by
intrinsic motives or extrinsic. The self-respect motives obtain dominant position in motivation hierarchy of those first-
year students who are sure in their professional choice, while with the fourth-year students they dominate when
students have strong doubts as for choosing profession. We assume that growth of self-respect need of the 4" year
students can be caused by the professional self-realization crisis and growth of their professional self-esteem after
teaching practice. It is expedient to promote students’ self-respect motivation using positive ways of achieving self-
respect: making efforts, overcoming obstacles, gaining competence.

SAHACH Oksana Mykhailivna. COMPETENCE APPROACH IN A PARADIGM OF CONTINUOUS
PEDAGOGICAL EDUCATION

It is analyzed in the article the essence of such categories as «competence approachy, «competencey,
«competencyy in academic literature as a content component of the paradigm of continuous education. It is determined
the relevance of the competence approach as one of the conditions for the continuous professional growth of the
teacher in the process of modernization of the educational system.

The determinant of the continuous professional growth of the teacher is the dynamic of this process, which is
expressed through the usage of advanced world experience, the experience of teachers-innovators and professional
experience of colleagues, in a constant search and their desire to adjust their own professional activities in developing
their own technologies and teaching methods, curriculum or their adaptation to introduce innovative components in
the pedagogical process. So, the teacher approaches professionalism mastering the new professional knowledge.

Professionalism is a concept that is broader than competence, but first and foremost, teachers must be highly
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competent specialists in their business, namely: to own the relevant information about the sphere of a subject, to be
aware of knowledge of modern pedagogical technologies; to be authoritative and able to generalize own experience
and transfer it to colleagues. Professional competence can be considered as the basis of professionalism, because it
combines such components as organizational, predictive, gnostic, communicative skills, and its essence lies in the unity
of pedagogical knowledge, experience, and qualities that allow them to carry out professional and pedagogical activity
in order to continuous professional development of the teacher. It is noted that in the process of mastering new
professional knowledge and learning new experience in order to increase the efficiency of the own pedagogical
activity, the teacher is approaching professionalism. This process is characterized by dynamism which is the
determining condition for the continuous professional growth of the teacher. One of the fundamental characteristics of
a teacher's professionalism is his/her professional competence.

In the modern Ukrainian and foreign academic literature, the notion of «competence approachy is interpreted.:
as the focus of the educational process on the formation and development of competencies that are basic; as the
orientation of the educational process to its result both in activity-oriented and personally oriented spheres; as the
direction of the specialist to implement his/her professional activity and solve problems based on gained knowledge
and experience; as orientation towards the future that is manifested in a personal and professional growth. In the
modern pedagogical scholarship are considered different aspects of the competence approach to the system of
continuous education. There are several approaches to the interpretation of such concepts as «competencey and
«competencyy. Some authors equate these concepts, the others note that competence is the part of competence. The
third ones define competencies as a combination of concepts and principles of theoretical and practical knowledge,
and competence as the ability to actualize and realize the acquired professional knowledge and skills. In general, the
concepts competence and competency are meaningfully correlated with each other because of their interconnection.
Nowadays, the competence approach becomes the basis for the ideas of continuous pedagogical education.

The competence approach lies in transformation of the content of education, in changing the methods of learning
and the introduction of innovative technologies, in its relevance which is related in the desire to identify the changes
that occur in the education system, because the educational outcome corresponds to its goals as a mobility in the
professional pedagogical activities, expansion of professional horizons, ability to study, professional development and
lifelong growth.

THEORETICAL ASPECT

General approaches to the definition of the concept of adaptation and adaptive processes, the regulators of
which are: motives, knowledge, will, skills and abilities have been considered in the article. The interpretation of the
concept of professional adaptation as a specific type of adaptive processes is given. It is determined that professional
adaptation is multifunctional. First, it is a prerequisite and, at the same time, a means of optimizing human interaction
with professional activities and the professional environment. Second, it promotes human development and is an
integral part of professional development of the individuality. Thirdly, it is necessary in mastering any professional
activity by a person. In addition, the specific features of the professional activity of the social pedagogue, who is an
intermediary in the system of interaction between the individual and the society, have been substantiated. According to
his professional purpose, the social educator focuses on identifying and overcoming negative phenomena. The basic
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characteristics of social pedagogues and social workers, regardless of profile and specialization have been outlined in
the article, based on the practical experience of social work. An important role in the professional adaptation of a
social teacher is motivation, self-esteem, self-reliance and professional «I-concepty. In particular, in the context of
personal professional adaptation, motivation for success and motivation for the fear of failure have been highlighted;
approaches to the implementation of the professional «I-concepty: the real («which I am a specialisty) and the ideal
(«whatever I would like to be a specialisty) have been revealed. The approaches to professional self-evaluation and
self-reliance of the social pedagogue are determined. Self-reliance is described as the general orientation and «a sign
of the person’s attitude to himselfy. Self-esteem is a specific evaluative expression of self-reliance, which often appears
even quantitatively. The operational-activity and personal aspects have been selected in the structure of professional
self-evaluation, as well as the self-assessment of the result (related to the evaluation of the achieved result of activity
and reflects satisfaction-dissatisfaction with achievements) and self-assessment of a potential (related to the
assessment of their own professional potential, their capabilities and reflects, thus, belief in oneself and self-
confidence). The result of the professional adaptation of a social teacher is the professional adaptation of a specialist
which is characterized by a positive psycho-emotional state, readiness for professional activity, which is expressed in:
positive internal motivation of professional activity, positive attitude to professional environment, positive professional
«I-concepty.

TOKARYEVA Tetyana Stanislavivna. FEATURES AND USE OF TEXT MATERIAL IN THE GERMAN
LESSON

The article presents the results of the study of the features of text material and its use in the German lesson. The
main purpose of teaching German at school is to develop the communicative competence of pupils, the ability and
readiness to engage in foreign language communication with native speakers, and the ability to use a foreign language
as an instrument in the dialogue of cultures on the basis of a communicative-oriented approach to learning. Therefore,
in the center of language learning is working with texts. The category of the text is the key category of communicative
oriented learning of foreign languages. It is noted that the use of texts is a prerequisite for the formation of socio-
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cultural competence and its components such as subject/thematic and linguistic-national competence. Regarding the
peculiarities of textual activity, it has been established that its subject is communicative intention, and the products is
an inference in the process of interpretation, perception of the text and the text itself in the process of its production.

As a result of analysis of theoretical and methodological literature, the method of teaching foreign languages
considers the text as: 1) the basis for the acquisition of linguistic and encyclopedic education and the basis for
educational impact on pupils; 2) a means of teaching different types of speech activities (listening, speaking, reading
and writing); 3) the result of an educational process that is perceived and evaluated. The basis for the learning process
are texts that: 1) contain valuable information and affect the motives; 2) correspond to the interests and possibilities of
pupils of a certain age group; 3) contain linguistic material that should be used or acquired by pupils to enrich the
stock of their knowledge; 4) demonstrate techniques used in the interest of creating the appropriate communicative
intentions; 5) demonstrate models of relevant subject-logical and situational-speech reactions.

The article also presents the main criteria for selecting texts for the German language learning process, the
observance of which will allow to be used effectively as a model for the pupils to produce their own texts. Considerable
attention is paid to the aspect of the use of text material for teaching reading, speaking and writing. To this end,
different types of exercises and tasks are provided, the basis for which the text serves. It is important that texts promote
the implementation of such principles of teaching a foreign language as communicative, visibility, novelty and
functionality.

CHUBREI Oleksandra Stepanivna. TRAINING CONCEPTS OF FUTURE GEOGRAPHY TEACHERS IN
EUROPEAN COUNTRIES

The experience of professional training of future geography teachers in European countries such as France,
Germany, Spain, Great Britain, Sweden, Finland has been studied. Perspective concepts have been found to be
relevant for implementation in Ukraine in the conditions of transformation of education.

Thus, the professional training of future geography teachers in France is determined by a certain conservatism
and originality, which gives students the opportunity to freely choose both individual disciplines and specialization. A
key type of professional training is seminars.

The professional training of future geography teachers in Germany is characterized by a variety of coverage of
the subject area and the specific role of the academic staff. Among innovations we should note project seminars and
internship abroad for one semester.

Regarding the professional training of future geography teachers in Italy, it is worth noting that it is
characterized by a special attention to the completion of a graduation thesis, on which one semester is given.

In Spain there are three areas — physical, socio-economic and regional geography. Among the compulsory
disciplines, cartography and geographic information systems occupy a special place.

The professional training of future geography teachers in the UK is characterized by the use of tutor technology
and mentoring and the long duration of pedagogical practice (from 25 to 32 weeks). At the same time, to teach
geography in state educational institutions it is necessary to have the status of a qualified teacher.

In Sweden, the professional training of future geography teachers is characterized by a great part of the courses
of choice (15-45 credits) and a good deal of time for writing a graduation thesis (30-60 credits). The experience of
long-distance practices in foreign countries is interesting.

In Finland, education is very democratic, innovative and free for both citizens of the country and for foreigners.
The student is practically not limited to a fixed schedule. A characteristic feature of the higher education institution in
Finland is the use of the e-learning environment.

Consequently, in European countries, students are given the opportunity to freely choose both individual
disciplines and specialization. Among the compulsory disciplines, cartography and geographic information systems
occupy a special place. The student is practically not limited to a fixed schedule. A characteristic feature is the use of
the e-learning environment. Among the innovations in teaching methods, the project seminars and internship abroad
during one semester, the use of tutor technology and mentoring, and long duration of pedagogical practice should be
noted. The experience of long-distance practices in foreign countries is interesting.

ULICHNY Igor Lyubomyrovich. PSYCHOLOGICAL AND PEDAGOGICAL DESIGNING OF
VOCATIONAL WORK WITH HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS IN THE PROCESS OF PROFILE TRAINING

Profiling training is needed to ensure the individual needs of students demonstrating an increased interest in
individual subjects for professional self-determination of senior pupils, to facilitate their adaptation to independent
living. Needed today is the development and successful use of effective methods of psychological and pedagogical
designing of vocational guidance, focused on comprehensive consideration of the features of profile training in high
school.

One of the ways to increase the effectiveness of professional self-determination of students is introduction in
educational process methods of psychological-pedagogical development of career guidance events aimed at building
high school capacity for professional self-improvement. This technique is a dynamic educational strategy for the
revitalization of the individual. It is dynamic focuses in the development of modern student (ideals, values, beliefs,
motives, activities) and the social situation of development (socio-political, economic, environmental changes), which
are determined by the increasing demands of the professional environment of the future professional.

Psychological and pedagogical designing of vocational work with high school students is a complex, multilevel
hierarchical system, which combines three subsystems: social planning, which provides for the coordination of the
content of professional orientation work with the demands of modern society, psycho-pedagogical design, which is
developed in General educational institutions, components of which are the projects of all participants in the
educational process of secondary school; personal design, which is based on the draft professional growth of the
individual under the actual and the potential future.

From the position of interaction of subjects of education, it is expedient to allocate such pcmodel psychological
and pedagogical designing of vocational guidance: vocational guidance of the class teacher, career guidance in the
process of studying the basic disciplines of the school component, career guidance in the process of studying variable
programs; extracurricular educational work; extracurricular educational activities. Personal orientation project-
based learning contributes to successful professional self-determination, choice high school students professional
future and career. Necessary to organize special events aimed at determining the readiness of teachers to work in
conditions of profile training, assisting teachers in the development and use of new technologies in the system of
profile education, contributing to professional self-schoolchildren.

FEDOTOVA Svitlana Oleksandrivna. SOME PECULIARITIES OF THE EXPRESSIVE READING SKILL
FORMATION WITH THE CHILDREN OF THE PRE-SCHOOL AGE

The specific character of the expressive reading skill formation with children of the pre-school age is being
considered in the given article. The forming of the skill of the fairy tales and poems expressive reading has an
influence onto the development of the children's creative abilities. The development of creative work is foreseen by the
Educational Programme for the Children of Pre-School Age: expressive reading of fairy tales and poems, compiling
the verbal pictures, creating the variants of the famous fairy tales' endings, creating mini-compositions about the
characters from different fairy tales; participation in the group stage versions of various fairy tales. Importance of
expressive reading of the fairy tales and poems is conditioned by their high emotional features, moral and aesthetic
value and cognitive possibilities. Fairy tales and poems have their own genre specific features, which clearly
differentiate them from other existing kinds of genre. According to the genre peculiarities of the literary works under
consideration, the methodological approaches the analyses of fairy tales and poems, as well as the forming process of
their expressive reading skill with the children of pre-school age are being suggested in the given article.

The methodological approaches to the analyses of a poem: work with «the masks-promptsy for defining the
emotional potential of the literary works under consideration; working at the rhythm and rhyme of a literary work. The
methodological approaches to the analyses of a fairy tale: a method «granny-narratory to form a specific folk, fairy
tale-like fantastic manner of narration with children, reading, telling the fairy tales (tempo, timbre, posture, facial
expressions, gestures); figuring out the beginnings and endings in the structure of a fairy tale; figuring out the events,
which are happening again and again; the analysis of the permanent fairy tale epithets, emotionally coloured
evaluative words in the characteristics of fairy hero's/characters; working at the characteristics of positive and
negative characters (selecting «the masks-promptsy to fit the heroes' characteristics, expressing your own attitude to
the heroes/characters, while presenting expressive reading/narrating; working at the moral of a fairy tale; figuring out
the reason and consequence connections of the events in a fairy tale; connection with life, personal experience of a
child; working at the elements of fantasy (searching for them/ restricted number), conversations about the fact that the
main wonders and miracles are in the kind heart and hardworking hands of a human being.

IVANENKO Nadiya Victorivna. PROJECT-BASED LEARING AS A WAY TO INCORPORATE
EFFECTIVE FOREIGN LANGUAGE TEACHING

Independent learning focuses upon criterion of the opportunities and experiences necessary for students to
become capable, self-reliant, self-motivated, and life-long learners. It requires instructional methods that incorporate,
among other things, resource-based learning projects, independent research, and the explicit teaching of study skills,
and that offer students opportunities to choose from a range of assignments and activities.

Content-based instruction allows for the natural integration of sound language teaching practices such as
alternative means assessment, apprenticeship learning, cooperative learning, integrated-skills instruction, project
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work, scaffolding, strategy training, and the use of graphic organizers. Although each of these teaching practices is
worthy of extended discussion, this article will focus only on project work and its role in content-based instructional
formats. In a content-based approach, the activities of the language class are specific to the subject matter being
taught, and are geared to stimulate students to think and learn through the use of the target language.

Project work has both a process and product orientation, and provides students with the opportunities to focus
on fluency and accuracy at different project-work stages. Project work is potentially motivating, stimulating, and
challenging. It usually results in building student confidence, self-esteem, and autonomy as well as improving students’
language skills, content learning, and cognitive abilities. Though similar in many ways, project work can take on
diverse configurations. The most suitable format for a given context depends on a variety of factors including
curricular objectives, course expectations, students’ proficiency level, student interests, time constraints, and
availability of materials.

Project work teaches and tests higher cognitive skills, gives the student a measure of responsibility and allows
for the application of knowledge. In open learning situations, however, it is often viewed as problematic, primarily
because of the close supervision traditionally associated with this kind of study. Project-based learning prepares
students for academic, personal, and career success, and readies young people to rise to the challenges of their lives
and the world they will inherit.

The current state of development of the Ukrainian state is marked by the great interest of society in its past —
history, science, culture. The study of the creative heritage of native teachers, the scientific knowledge of their ideas
and views, which contain extremely valuable factual material about distinctive phenomena, family customs and
ordinances, the life of Ukrainians, have a scientific and social educational value, contribute to the comprehensive
expansion of world outlook, spiritual enrichment and the cultural revival of the nation, and the further establishment of
Ukraine as an equal participant in global civilizational processes.

The study and analysis of personalities as a separate subject of historical and pedagogical research is important,
as a personal biography is often the basis for the scientific reconstruction of the era and reflects the general
pedagogical experience of a certain period. Therefore, today's appeal to the legacy of contemporaries of those stormy
events, the latest reading of their scientific work is particularly relevant. In the conditions of the formation of a modern
Ukrainian state, pedagogical thought, in particular, the period of the liberation struggles of the Ukrainian people, is of
particular interest. It is precisely this era that connects our time with the content analogy — in search of forms and
ways of forming Ukrainian statehood, desperate attempts to move from the place of civilization civil society.

Many of the names of the ascetics of Ukrainian renaissance and national education, their ideas and
achievements, pedagogical events, facts and phenomena of the past have been deliberately oblivious to oblivion.

An outstanding figure among the fighters for Ukrainian independence is a political and public figure, a scientist,
teacher Nikifor Yakovlevich Grigoriev (1883—1953 biennium). N. Grigoriev's considerable attention has focused on the
national aspect of education. In his view, children should nurture not only love for their native nation, but also
awareness of the mental consciousness of their native nation, which is called national pride. If you do not adhere to
this learning position, the children will grow crippled. «In order not to have such national cripples, we have to educate
our children with a clear and definite national view, we are morally obliged to ensure that our children are not
homeless and do not roam in other people's homes, so that they do not tickle their fingers, so that they knew who their
parents are and whose children they are children », — said the teacher.

PETRENIUK Dmytro Anatolyovych. ORIGINATION OF COACHING AS OF A WAY TO PROMOTE
PERSONAL DEVELOPMENT

In the article, emergence and development of contemporary coaching is traced. For better understanding of
coaching, it is good to know its origins, as well as to understand the difference between coaching and some related or
adjacent concepts and techniques.

Coaching is unlocking people’s potential to maximize their own performance; it is helping them to learn rather
than teaching them. Coach is expected to help the client to find optimal solution by their own, usually by using series of
effective questions; coach is not supposed to provide any solutions or answers.

As a specific procedure known by its name, and also as a formalized activity, separate from training, therapy, or
conversation coaching is quite young, however, the very idea of coaching seems to have been existed from the earliest
days of human history. Socrates, the famous ancient Greek philosopher who lived in the Athens of 5th century BC, is
considered to be the first documented coach. Socrates used thoughtful questioning to enable the student to effectively
analyze ideas and to evaluate the truthfulness of those ideas. Coaching has emerged from mentoring, the humanistic
tradition and sports coaching, and incorporated ideas and techniques from management consultancy, psychotherapy,
psychology, linguistics, and others.

Starting from the early 1980s when coaching emerged as a profession from the sports world into the business
world, coaching has been rapidly acquiring ideas and techniques from a variety of other disciplines, such as
management consultancy, psychotherapy, psychology, linguistics, and others. Some of these influences are described
below.

As there are some other approaches that may seem to be similar to coaching, for better understanding of the term
it is helpful to know what coaching is not and why. In particular, coaching is not mentoring, counseling or consulting.

Coaching is used today to assist anyone willing to achieve more using their potential. Its use in pedagogy,
particularly in music education, is going to be a subject of the following study by the author.
