There are categories of words in Modern English which possess the quality of being polyfunctional. Words ending
in -ed belong to such language units. There are 2 basic ways of formation of words ending in -ed: affixation (suffixation)
and word compounding. Morphological characteristics of words ending in -ed are rather varied. The phenomenon of
homonymy is widely spread in the system of forming words by means of adding the suffix -ed. This fact is proved by the
ability of words ending in -ed to be formed by means of adding the suffix -ed to the stem of different parts of speech.
Words ending in -ed are of high frequency. They can function as verbal forms, and they can become adjectives.
