COMPOSIONAL SPEECH FORMS OF AN ANGLOPHONE SHORT STORY

The article deals with the analysis of a narrative structure based on determining its compositional speech forms. Compo-
sitional speech forms are defined as the most general forms that reflect the structure of mental processes, types and methods
of connecting thought elements to each other. Different typologies of compositional speech forms are characterized in the
work. The main one is the division into description, narration and argumentation, which are determined in accordance with
connections within a text, namely spatial, temporal and causal-investigatory connections, respectively. The article presents
an attempt to make a comparative analysis of the particular compositional speech forms. The study of an Anglophone short
story shows which compositional speech forms are typical of this text type, how they are combined in the studied literary genre
and what pragmatic and stylistic features they possess. The study of compositional speech forms reveals that Anglophone
short stories are characterized by a variety of speech forms and types, their small size and frequent alternation. This reflects
antipathy between inner dynamism of the given text type and slow development of the plot. Such types of compositional speech
forms as narration and description prevail in short stories written by English and American authors, argumentation occurs
rarely. These types of compositional speech forms function in various combinations and ratios.

LINGUISTIC PECULIARITIES OF MILITARY DISCOURSE (FOR EXAMPLE CONCERNING ATO) IN MASS
MEDIA

This article focuses on various aspects of translation analysis, linguistic peculiarities of translation of texts in mass
media. Our research emphasizes on the peculiarities of translation of the linguistic manipulation phenomenon during armed
conflicts. The key subject of this article is the pending military conflict in the Eastern part of Ukraine described in Ukrainian
and international mass media. It is therefore also an interesting area of study to see how certain conflict is projected in the
media and how the image of the conflict is constructed — an image that in the end can affect the individuals taking part of
the information. A big part of the conflict has taken place in the media, where the cause of the Conflict isn’t really clear and
the different actors involved claims that different things have happened in the Eastern part of Ukraine. The purpose of this
study is to conduct a comprehensive analysis of linguistic peculiarities of representing ATO in the Eastern part of Ukraine
in different mass media during the period from November 2014 till February 2015. The rhetoric that has been seen in the
media could also help point to an emergence of separate discourses. The rhetoric could in that case also be seen as different
views of the reality and also different ways to influence the consumers of that information. How these different realities are
being expressed in the media can therefore be an interesting area of study. The split causes the bad side to be associated with
certain mental representations of bad and the good with the equivalent of good representations. This helps the individual to
cope with contradictions within the self. These contradictions is build upon the image that the world is shared in to a «us» and
a «them» who is good or bad.
