Rodygin K. The Symptoms of “the Autumn of the Middle Ages” in Geoffrey Chaucer’s Alchemical
Vision

The article deals with the analysis of the philosophical aspects of the Medieval alchemy in Geoffrey
Chaucer’s “The Canon’s Yeoman's Tale”. This poetical work represents the phenomenon of alchemy in a
transition between the High and the Late Middle Ages.

Chaucer’s view on alchemy reflects the fundamental features of the alchemical tradition: the conservative,
integral and hierarchical character of the world outlook, its esoteric orientation and a mystical coincidence
of the opposites.

The poet provides us with an ambivalent internal and external view on the alchemical philosophy. This
view reflects the deep trends of the existence of this sociocultural phenomenon, the unity and controversies
of its development. The alchemy simultaneously exists in two dimensions, the internal and the external ones.
Due to its dual nature, the phenomenon of alchemy is able to change and to remain immutable at the same
time.

The “Tale” is an evidence of the dynamic and controversial development character of the phenomenon
of alchemy. It combines a tradition with an innovations, shows the trends inherent in alchemical works of
much later times. Thus, “The Canon’s Yeoman’s Tale” can be considered as a precedent of image revision
of the alchemy and its internal settings, a prototype of its future transformation.

The analysis of the Chaucerian reflection of alchemy discovers the symptoms of “the Autumn of the
Middle Ages” in the Hermetic Art: an era when a coexistence of the fruits of the old and the germs of the new
creates a unique integral image.
