SOME FACTORS OF THE VISUAL PERCEPTION OF INFORMATION FROM MAP

The experience of the cartographical researches in conventional signs perception
of M. Bocharov, V. Shevchenko and other cartographers is studied. The scantily explored
questions of cartographical information perception, patterns of the visual perception of the
cartographical signs and inscription are examined. It was noticed that such conventional
signs characteristics as shape, colour and position influence the quality of the map readabi-
lity. The assembling of the map and its function are also of great importance. The stages of
the map reading are mentioned. The conclusion is that the task of cartographers is to lighten
the reading of the cartographical sources, i.e. to increase the quality of cartographical pro-
duce due to improvements that lighten reading.
