The
necessity and feasibility study of the subject at the present stage of development of Ukrainian
society. The author revealed promising areas and offered their own proposals to address
specific issues related to advanced professional training of future masters in tourism studies.

Analyzed the problem of professional training of future masters in tourism studies in
educational theory.

Theoretical analysis showed that professional training of future masters in tourism studies is
one of the issues of vocational education and discussed in the scientific literature. On the basis of
